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THE LOCAL NEWS FIELD.
Electric Rallway to bo Finished,

Monday last gangs of workmen were
put on the electric line between Baltt-
more and Ellicott City, and it is said
there will be no suspension of work un-
til cars are running between the two
points. Itlis thought by the first of the
year the line will be completed as all the
heavy work was finished up and the
roadbed Is in a thoroughiy settled condi-
tion. Since the suspension of work,
nearly three years ago, the track in most
places had become enveleped with weeds
and grass which will require a large
amount of mowing and other prepara-
tory work before actual operations can
commence. One track had been laid
over the entire route. This will be re-
laid in a permanent manner and be used
for the construction of the other track.
A considerable amount of ballasting has
yet to be done.  There will be a connest-
fng link from the Catonsville terminus of
the Frederick road line across country
to the Rolling road, where the Ellicott
Clty branch is to be tapped. Less than
half a mile of new road will have to
be laid out and constructed. This sec-
tion passes through property belonging
to John MHubner, 8. R. Helfrich and
Stephen VanLill. Two gangs of men
are to be put to work, one at the Ellicott
City end and the other at the Devere
property. E.D. Evaue, is the contrac-
tor. What will be done with the Ed-
mondson Avenue portion of the Colum-
binand Maryland has not yet been de-
termined.

Our Rurnl Freo Dellvery.

Changes have been ordered in the
rursl free dcelivery service at Ellicott
City. Our town has, at prescnt, four
carriers in the rural free delivery ser-
vice, and the area served Is in the form
of a circle containing sixty square miles.
The changes just ordered ace a slight ex-
tension of the otiginal routes, as laid out
last January; but they are very import-
ant, taking in, in route No. 3, the post-
office of Pine Orchiard, St. Charles Col-
lege sund  Carroll’s Manor. They also
include Elioak postoflice and a thick-
ly scttled community for one-half
mile west of that postoflice. Route
No. 2.wans cnlarged by the new addi-
tion of a place called Korte’s store, by
which thirty families were given the
benefit of the service. By extending
route No. 4 one mile, it included the
community of [lollofield’s with twenty
or more families. Route No.1 was ex-
tended by adding to {t a portion of route
No. 2; but an important change was or-
dered there In giving the little village of
Oclla two deliveries a day. Allof the
cartiers start out at 830 in the morning,
and return about 1 I>. M., excepting Car-
rier Fisher, of route No. 1, who returns
at 11 A. M. At 5.15 P. M. he starts out
upon the sccond delivery at Oella, which
takes him about an hour.

A Verdict for Mrs, Brashears,

The jury in the case of Mrs. Cornelius
O. Brashears vs. the Supreme Council,
Royal Arcanum, tricd in the Frederick
county court, brought in a verdict Tues-
day afternoon for §3 434 for Mrs. Bra-
shears, the $434 being Interest. Thesult
was brought to rccover £3,000 on an in-
gurance policy issued to her late
husband through the Mt. Airy Councll,
of which he was a member at the time of
his death. The case was removed from
Carroll county. Barshears joined the
local council in January, 1896, and it was
charged that he jolned for the exprese
purpose of leaving a sum of money to his
family by killing himself. On March 24
of the same year he was found dead in
the woods near Mt. Alry. The coroner
found what he deemed conclusive evi-
dence of suicide and did not have an in-
quest. The plaintiff contended that sui-
cide was not clearly proven, and that it
was for the jury to decide whether or not
the man had killed himself. Thedefense
also tried to prove that Brashears had
led an intemperate life, which was in
violation of his agreement contained in
the policy snd article of application,
pledging himself to lead a sober and in-
dustrious life. The plaintiff was repres-
ented by Attorney-General Harry M.
Clabaugh, Willam Thomas, of Westmin-
ster, and Milton G. Urner, of Frederick.
Andrew C. Trippe, of Baltimore, and
Willlam P. Maulsby represented the de-
fense.,

Christian Endeavorers at Relay.

The annual convention of the Balti-
more County Christian Endeavor Union
will be held at Relay Presbyterian
Church, Relay, Baltimore county, Octo-
ber 6. The meeting promises to be an
fmportant one, and several changes fn the
Christian Endeavor work in Lalti-
more county are likely to be the result.
