Shamroeck, the country home of Mr.

The dwelling, however,
1s a total wreck. and but few articles
were rescued from the flames.  Oceurring
at such an carly hour, suflicient aid in
fighting the blaze was unavailable, and
the flames met with little opposition.

Mr. Cottman estimates the loss at
10,000, which is fully covered by fnsur-
ance. Mrs.Cottman, who was sick at the
time the fire occurred, was removed to
the home of Mrs. J. C. Havez. She was
greatly interested in antiques, and had a
valuable collection, which was entirely
ruined. No cause can be ascribed forthe
fire.

LAFAYETTE DAY.

1t 1s proposed to signalize the pariici-
pation of the United States in tbe Parls
Exposition of 1900, by the erection, in
Paris, in the name of the youth of the
United States of a monument to General
Lafayette, the same to be unvelled and
dedicated at the Exposition, July 4th,
United States Day. It is also proposed
that the means necesssry forthebuilding
of such memorial be secured by populsr
contributions from the people of America
through the agency of the Schools and
Colleges of the United States. To fur-
ther this laudable object Gov. Lowndes
by proclamation has designated Oct. 19,
1898, to be known as Lafayette Day, and
it I1s reccommended that the day be ob-
served by the Schools of this State both
public and private, by devoting part of
the same to exercises appropriate to the
occasion and to telling anew the story of
Lafayette to the youth of the land. It s
further recommended by the Governor
that the young peopleand children of the
State contribute toward the erection of
the monument to Gen. Lafayette by for-
warding such sums as they are willlngto
give, to Joseph M. Cushing, President of
the State Board of Education, Baltimore,
Md.

Prof. E. B. Prettyman in a letter to
Schoo! Examiner Harman, suggests that
the Gov's. proclamation be read in every
school and that on Lafayette Day the es-
says and addresses might consider, 1st,
Lafayctte and the Revolutionary war;
2nd, Lafayctte and Washington; 3rd,
Lafayette and France; 4th, Lafayette's
second visit to America.

The Old Indian l!é-fcusc Line.

The feature of the mecting of the Mary-
land [Historical Society Monday night
Jast in Baltimore, was the talk given by
Rev. Dr. George A. Leakin, describing
his investigations of the famous old In-
dian defence line of Maryland. Rev. Dr.
Leakin sald that this old defense line
was the father of all roads in Maryland.
He said that he had succeeded in tracing
the line to ita full length going east, and
mentioned the various links in the chain
which had enabled him to do this, the first
being the old Garrison forest fort, about
ten or twelve milesabove Baltimore. He
is now urying, he sald, to trace the line
through Howard, Montgomery and Prince
(eorge’s counties, and believed that he
had discovered signs of another old fort
<n the property of a Mrs. Blunt, near
Woodstock

He referred to the publication in the
Baltimore Sun of August 1 of a letter
from York, Pa., announcing the discov-
ery of a fort on the Susquehanna river.
Dr. Leakin investigated this and declared
he is firmly convinced that this Susque-
hanna fort is the termination of the
Marylan: defense line, the State at the
time of {tsconstruction extendingtwenty
miles farther north than at present. The
line, he believee, runs from Plscalaway
on the Potomac to thig fort on the Sus-
quehanna. He will continue his re-
searches and hopes within a reasonable
time to trace tke old line from start to
finish through the state.

SykesvILLE, Oct. 11.—The Cburch of
8t. Barnabas, Sykesville, Howard county
side, was full of peoplefrom farand near
on Sunday last. Never has there heen
seen 80 large a congregation on any oc-
casion hitherto. ‘I'he egervice with cele-
bration of the Holy Eucharist was heart-
ily rendered and received.

TOPICS OF THE TIMES.

SERIOUS TIMES FOR CHURCHMEN.

The New York Herald of Oct. 3rd gave
one of the remarkable sericons of the day
from Rev. Dr. Benj. F. DeCosta, rector of
the Church of St. .John the Evangelist, of
that city. Ile sald: ‘““\WWhat are we golng
todo? Are we going tobutld anew church
to take the place of the old one and care
for the people of thisland ? The time has
come to think; it issimp!ly criminal to at-
tempt to shut our eyes to the facts pre-
sentedshowing the spread of irreligion in
theland. Millions of young men of three
generations have gone down to unsancti-
fied graves.”

Now Dr. DeCosta utters only what our
leading reviews Lave for some time ut-
tered. But will he think? Will he let
anybody think ? I hope he will; but if he
will he is an exception to the rale. Min-
isters utter these very truthful declara-
tions and exhibit no indication whatever
of following them up to theirlogical con-
clusions. Hence, the church continues
to decay, the masses get more and more
away from it, some running into direct
infidelity and some into indifference to-
ward the church, while maintaining an
appreciation of Christianity. The latter
is the larger body for whom some “new
religion” must uitimately appear.

CHURCIH AND STATE MUST SEPSRATE.

“This moining Christianity is ignored
by the masses of the people. Scctarian-
fsm has played a high zame and it has
lost. Even ameng its membership, if re-
ports be true, there are men who retlect
little or no credit upon its work.”—De-
Costa.

And who are these men that, while ap-
pearing the most zealous, retlect nocredit
upon Christianity * Of course there are
absconding bank cashiers and rascals
here and there in the church, who repre-
sent the Judsses; but theze are not ihe
ones that most eerfously aifect the atti-
tude of the world—they ate to be expect-
ed. ‘The ones that repel are they who
haveset up the policoman’s club asthe sym-
bol of Christianity and who seek by its
power to compet sinners to leave their
sins and flock to the church. ‘T'he most
illiterate man feels conscious that such
action has no warrant in Christianity and
he turns in disgust from the churches
that so pervert its gentleness and its for-
giveness. Who are these perverters?
They are the temperaunce reformers, the
Sabbatarians, the vice suppressers and a
dozen others who say that the nation
must “be born again’” and that it never
will until the law takes hold in connec-
tion with the church. forcing men to the
living waters of Christianity and com-
pelling them to drink. We can force the
horse to the water, but we cannot com-
pel him to drink; but men are not going
to allow themselves to be even forced to
the water.

POLICEMAN'S CLUB VS. CHRISTIANITY.

“Today there are fifty million out of
the seventy million people in the land
who are cither hostile or indifferent to
the teachings of the church.”—DeCosta.

Exactly! And the New York Truth
Seeker of Oct. Sth has just had a cartoon
drawn upon hearingasermon of Rev. Dr.
Wilbur F. Crafts, of Washington. Itrep-
resents a long file of saddened people
being forced into a church by a police-
man with uplifted club and a haughty
minister with a long blacksnake whip,
while in the background is a policeman
clubbing a poor fellow who preferred to
exercise his cholce on church attendance.
To all who know Dr. Crafts this cartoon
will be timely. He hasmade frequentin-
cursions into this State, sometimes in
company with Rev. Dr. Wharton and
sometimes with Anthony Comstock. and
his cry has ever been for the law. Upon
the occasion of one of these crusades in
Hagerstown, a letter appeared in the Mail
of that city setting forth the absurdity of
minglinglaw with Christianity.
