Charles T. Parker, the independent col-

ored Congressional candidate, has been.

denied a place on the ofticialbuallot. See-
retary of State Dallam referred the nomi-
nation paners of the seyveral independent
candidates in the different districts tothe
Supervisors of Election in their respece-

tive localitles for investization. The
names on DParker’s petition when it
reached here numbered about 80. Our

election supervisors claim that by com-
parizon there were discrepancices in one-
third of that number and the supervisors
dirccted their clerk, Willlam A. Makin-
son, to communicate the result of the in-
vestigation to Mr. Dallam, and the result
was as tbove stated, Parker’s name weas
cast aside as ineligible to appear on the
ballot. This procedure, whetherright or
wrong, is by no means satisfying to the
colored independents of the ccunty, and,
we suppose, throughout the Congression-
al district. The leaders of this faction
throughout Howard county have avowed
their determination to do all they cax to
defeat Mudd and there s & growing un-
rest among the colored eleinent general-
ly. Many have become infstnated with
the idea that they should recefve recog-
nition from the Republican party. Their
argument in a nut-shell 1g, what is the
use of our voting the Republican ticket
unless we are recognized ?

Besides the above condition of the RRe-
publican party in Howard, there is a de-
cided indifference as to Mudd’s candidacy
or prospects. A representative of Tur
Tiues a few days 2go questioning =
prominent Republican of this county,
who heretofore hag worked hurd for his
party, said that Mudd would at least lose
the county by 400 votes and he did not
know how many more. And further he
said, *it won’t do; the way the Republi-
cans have been running politics in this
county would defcat any party.”

Word reaches us from all parts of the
district that Republican prospects are at
discount. The people feel thut they have
been decelved in National as well as State
affaire. In the townof Laurcland Prince
George's county Republican disaffection
is everywhere visible. Some few gold
Democrats will vote acgainst Mr. Cum-
mings but this vote will bemorethan ofT-
set by those who are dissatistied with Mr.
Mudd.

Btraight Party Men There.

Senator George D. Day, of Howard
county, was among the callers at Repub-
lican headquarters ycsterday.” le was
anxious to see Senator Wellington, who,
however, had gone to New York. Speak-
ing of the situation in Howarnd county,
Senator Day said: ~Out our way Repul-
licans are Republicans, and Dcmiocrats
are Democrats, If anybody changes his
politics, he wiil be & Democrat, hecause
he cannot longer follow the free silver
heresy of his party.”

The greatest heresy that secms to atilict
Mr. Day is for him to think that he and
his adherents can carry on a guame of
filim-flam politics in Doward county
without the people noticing it. The
“free silver heresy” may be a bad thing
but we are not looking to the forever
hereafter ex-Senator for light on the
subject.

We were told that the whole of the
$200,000,000 issue of war bonds had been
taken by the people, as an investment,
yet it is oflicially stated =zt Washineton
that already, before all the bonds Lave
been delivered to their purchascers, one-
third of the entire Issue are on deposit
with the Treasury to sccure national
bank circulation. We never suspected
that the national banks were the “people”
although not a little Republican legisla-
tion has seemed to regard them as such.

The people do not begrudge the $155.-
000,000 which the war with Spain has
cost up to this time, nor will they ob-
ject to other legitimate expenses being
paid; but they are unalterably opposed
to the payment of one cent for Spanich
bonds or for Spanish territory, as a bribe
to Spain to agree to the treaty of peace.

The Democratic party has never spent
yery much money in its campalzns, be-
cause it has never had any sources from
which to obtain large sums, and never
gought to have any; but even less money
has been spent in its present campaign
than usual.

STERRITORIAL EXPANSION.”
Although *‘territorial expansion” (some
nowadays want to call it fmperialism)
heas been the policy of the Democratic
party since the party’s exlstence, a num-
ber of influential Democratic papers are
endeavoring to make opposition to ex-
pansion the leading lssue In the cam-
peign.  Why this mistake; why this mis-
conception of the real attitude of the
country ? In the first place all parties are
very much divided as to what ought to
be dene with our new possessions. Ter-
ritorial expansion, or to use the stronger
term, fmperialism, is generally for the
purpose ol sggrandizement. Who in this
couutry desires to aggrandize in the
sense tiat Spain has?
1t was through the Democratlc party
excerelsivg the policy of territorial ex-
pansien  that the country secured
Florida, Louisians, which Included all
that vast territory drained by the Mis-
souri river; Texag, New Mexico and the
teriitory bordering on the Paclfic Ocean—
sutlicient country to make an empire, but
very necessary in the nature of things
that it should be under the fostering In-
flnenes=z as afforded by our constitution,
as eveoy ore will now admit. Those who
wenid now surrender Haweil and Porto
Rico, now fairly membersof this great fed-
cration, wre few snd farbetween. The free-
dom of Cubiand the expulsion of Spaln
from the West Indias has been a power-
fu! sentiment in this country for many
veurs, spproved of and supported by
mauy leading statesmen, among whom
wrs H onury Clay, in his later years,
though at first opposed to any policy
Laving the semblance of territorial ex-
par sien.

Tae possessionof Cubaand the Philip-
pines is a mere incident of the late war.
Who for the sake of peace and to show to
the wor!ld an example of dfsinteresteduness
and magnanimity would give them up or
g=nd them sdrift to besnapped up by the
first aggrandizing nation that could get
in her wotk? No, this nation by holding
tLesc possessionz is not exercising an
segrandizing or imperial spirit. The
very nature of these federated states for-
bids suci a policy and under the constl-
trtion we could not do it.  An accession
of territory to this union means freedom,
justice, vqaal rights, religious toleration,
cduention, material, end may we hope,
m-ral development. Who would oppose
extending thisboon to any people if the
opportunity offered? And that opper-
tunity Is at hand.

To prevent international compiications
there is no other course forthe U. S, to
pursite than to hold the Philippines and
Cuba. 'To give the former back to Spaln
would be belying our professions. Mr.
Mc¢Kinley In auswer to the demands of
Congress refused to go to war on any
other grounds than through motivesof hu-
manity. ‘The wholesale killing by star-
vation #nd otherwise of the reconcentra-
dos of Cuba stirred up this country to a
white heat, and the cry frowmn all humani-
tariang, stop it! step it! was long and
lowdd. And yetthere aresome who would
permit a re-enactment of these scenes in
the Philippines on the ground that “ter-
ritorisl expansion’ would be inimical to
the bezt interests of this country—dis-
connting the wisdom of our statesmen or
ourability to ruleoutside of our immediate
domaiu.

No, the Philippines must be held for
several reasons, first, to teach an uncivil-
izad people to govern themselves; secoud,
the extenstion of ourintluence in the orfent
for commercial reasons; third, to prevent
complicaticns with other nations, and
fourthly, we are morally bound not to
hand over to the tender mercica of Spain
a prople she can’t govern without plac-
ing upon them theiron heel of despotism,
George \Washington weas a great and
good man and when he warned his ceun-
trymen against the complications that
were likely to arise with European or
other countries, he was unable at that
time to anticipate the possibilities or
foreshadow the exigencies of this coun-
try cither from a commercial or humani-
tarian point of view. The wildest dream
of the most imaginative of those days
could not have concelved the thought
that in less than a century after the adop-
tion of cur constitution, time between the
mother country and possessions in the
maost distant part of the giobe was practi-
ca!ly annihilated, and that this country
towers above every other nation in pop-
ul~tion, resources and intellectual devel-
opment, aud, we believe, abllity togovern.

WY M. MCKINLEY DIDN'T GO TO

NEW YORK.
