Free Mall Delivery in the Country.

First Assistant Postmaster General
Heath, says the \Washington correspon-
dent of the Baltimore American, is tire-
less in his efforts to improve the mail fa-
cilittes in the rural districts. Whenever
the experiment {s tried, he invites the
beneficiaries of the service to correspond
with him, pointing out existing defects,
and suggesting 1emedles or improve-
ments. In Maryland the experiment is
belng tried at Ellicott City and at West-
minster, and 1t is evident from the tone
of the letters written to him that the peo-
ple of those districts appreciate Mr.
Heath's efforts. Among his letters are
the following :

Mr. Hamilton Oldfield, postmaster at
Ellicott City, says: “I'he patrons desire
a continuance of the service, and are de-
riving great benefit therefrom. There are
other communities that desire the same
facility-

«The amouut of mail handled hasvery
largely increased. The aggregate num-
ber of picces of maii delivered from Jan-
uary 1, 1898, to June 30, 1898, was 50,220,
and 6 730 collected. The agiregate pleces
collected from July 1 to August 31 was
24 419 delivered, and 2,866 collected.

Receptacles have been furnished with
few exceptions —generally wooden boxes
—provided with lock and key fu numer-
ous instances.”

Mr. Thomas M. Johnson, of Ellicott
City, says: “I would say for myself and
the public in general, the convenience
and benefit derived from the free delive-
ry are great, and 1 think would justify a
continuation and extension of the ser-
vice. From my observation, I think very
many more letters are writtenand papers
gubscribed to now by those far from the
postottice than before they had the free
delivery. An extension of the service
for a mile or two on the Old Frederick
road would greatly add to the conven-
fence of the peopiein that neighborhood.

“In case of
the death of any of the above-named leg-
atees,” the will says, “then the legacy so
given to such person dying shall abate,
and the said sum so given shall pass into
the residuum of my estate.” Furtherde-
vises are: To the assoclated professors
of Loyolo College, in Baltimore, $200: to
the Little Sisters of the PPoor of Baltl-
more, $100; to the Oblate Sisters of Prov-
idence, of Baltimore, $100; to the protec-
tors of the Orphaline Female School, in
Baltimore, $100; to the Sisters of Mercy,
Baltimore, $100.

Remains of Rev. Aloysius Sabetti.

Rev. Aloyslus Sabetti’s remains arrived
at Woodstock Saturday evening at o

o'clock by way of Baltimore and Ohio
Rallroad from Baltimore, where he died
Saturday morning. They were then
taken in charge by Undertaker Easton,
of Ellicott City, and conveyed to Wood-
stock College. The remains were met
at the station by a large number of the
college professors and young priests,
who followed the hearse in procession to
the college, where tLe funeral services
were held Monday. The interment was
made in the college cemetery.

Father Sabetti was neaily sixty years
of age, having becn born at Roseto, Italy,
on January 3, 1839. In March, 1855, he
entered the Soclety of Jesus, and came
to the United States in 1871. After he
had spent a few months in Frederick
City he was made professor of moral
theology at Woodstock College. He
held this position for over a quarter of a
century, until September of this year,
when he resigned on account of {ll-health.
He has been considered the most dis-
tinguished theologian in the Order of
Jesuits, and prepared a work some years
ago on moral theology whichis astand-
ard, and fs used in many seminaries.
He has been much esteemed by thearch-
bishops, and bishops, and has been fre-
quently consulted by them in megard to
difticult theological questions. Two
years ago he was sent as adeputy of the
Maryland-New York province to a
general meeting of Jesuits in Rome. He
had an exceedingly bright mind, and was
a great theologian, and one of the great
men in the order.

A Terrible Sea Experience,

Charles Oliver O’Donnell Mackall, the
sixteen-year-old son of Mr. Charles
Mackall, of Baltimore, Is home from a
terrible experience in the storm which
swept the Massachusetts coast Saturday
night and Sunday morning last. Young
Mackall, who became quite well-known
in Ellicott City last summer, had a great
desire to go to sea. His father finally
consented to let him try a trip to Boston
by the Consolidated Coal Company,ship-
ping on a barge. On Saturday nigntthe
vessel was driven ashore, waves breaking
over her for five hours until she finally
went to pleces. The forecastle, to which
the crew were clinging, was swept ashore
and the majority were saved by the he-
roic efforts of life-savers. Young Mack-
all's experience was but the experience
of hundreds of others, most of whom—
over 200 in sll—were lost. The coast is
strewn with about 100 wrecks. The
storm was one of the most terrible that
has ever visited any coast, and sorrow
prevails in many homes.

SHEPHERD.

Rev. Dr. Thomas J. Shepherd died
Thursday morning after an fliness of
several monthe, at Longwood, his home,
at Glenwood, in the Fourth district of
Howard county, in his 83nd year.
Dr. Shepherd was one of the oldest di-
vines in the Presbytery of Maryland, and
was noted for his culture and sound
views on Christian doctrine. Owing to
his failing health, incident to his ad-
vanced age, he had been for the past few
years living a retired life at his pretty
country home, Longwood, surrounded by
his friends and relatives. Hia widow
was a Miss Warfield, a sister of Dr. Evan
W. Warfield, of Howard county, and a
near relative of Mr. Edwin \arfield,
president of the Fidelity and Deposit
Company, Baltimore. Through the as-
sistance of the deceased and his friends,
a Presbyterian church was built at Glen-
wood, Howard county, a short time ago.
His estate s one of the finest in the up-
per section of Howard county.

Dr. Shepherd was a distinguished
clergyman, and a man of letters. During
the active years of his ministry heenjoyed
a rare degree of prominence in this de-
nomination. He was a native of this
state, and as a young man entered the
Presbytery of the District of Columbla as
a minister of his chosen denomination.
He early attracted notice, and on June
4, 1852, while comparatively a8 young
man, he was called to fill the pulpit of
the First Presbyterian Church, Northern
Liberties, Philadelphia, then one of the
foremost churches of the denomination
in the country. He continued as pastor
of this church until his retirement from
the ministry, and, in 1864, published a
book entitled “Days That Are Past,”
reviewing the history of the church and
his own work as its pastor, with bio-
graphical sketches of the pastors of Firat
Church who had preceded him—Rev.
James Patterson, Rev. Dr. Carroll and
Rev. Dr. Ely.

He
found the gcoop to which he had been
harnessed during the many days of hard
labor and laid down across the pole of
the implement. He was found there by
his driver in the morning dead. Theani-
mal had been dead some time, and it is
probable that he succumbedshortly after
he found his old companion in toil.
There s also a viclous and vengefui
mule engaged on the work,and he has af-
forded much amusement to the men.
Thereisoneinky black driverby the name
of “Mose,” who doesn’t like the mule. In
the early part of the week the mule, ac-
cording to the instincts of his kind, got
extremely balky. *“Mose” gave him a
good pounding,and at last made the mule
go ahead. The animal remembered the
blows, however,all through that morning.
