ornamented it.  As they looked out of the |
windows these worn passengers clapped

their hands and rejoiced that the storm

was over, and 1 think if God could stop

such a storm as that he could stop any

storm in your lifetimo experience. If he

can control a vulture in midsky, he can

stop a summer bat that flles in at your

window. At tho right time he will put

tho rainbow on the clond and the deluge

of your misfortunes willdry up. 1 preach

the doctrine of limitation, relief and dis-

enthrallment. At just the right timo the

pain will cease, the bondage will drop, the

fmprisoned will be liberated, the fires will

g£o out, the body and mind and soul will

bo freo.  Patience!  An old English prov-

erb referring to long continued invalid-

ism, says, A creaking gato hangs long

on its hinges,”” and this may boe a pro

tracted case of valetudinarianism, but you
will have taken the last bitter drop, you

will have sutfered the last misinterpreta-

tion, you will feel the gnawing of the last

hunger, you will have fainted the last time
from exhaustion, you will have felt the

cut of the last lancet, you will have wept
under the last loneliness.  The last week
of the Noachian deluge came, tho last day,

the last hour, tho last moment. The beat-

ing of the rain on the roof ceased, and the
dashing of the billows on tho side of the
ship quicted, and peacefully as a yacht
moves out over quiet Lake Cayuga, Cong
or Lucerne, the ark with its illustrious
passengers and important freight glided
to its mountain wharfage.

Coming Out From the Ark,

Notice also that on the cessation of the
delugo the shut ins camo out, and they
built their houses and cultured their gar-
dens and started a new world on the ruins
of the old world that had been drowned
out. Though Noah lived 350 years aftex
this worldwide accident and no doubt his
fellow passengers survived centuries, 1
warrant they never got over talking about
that voyage. Now, I have seen Dore’s pic-
tures and many other pictures of the en-
trance into the ark, two and two, of the
human family and the animal creation
into that ship which sailed between two
worlds, antediluvian world and the post-
diluvian world, but I never saw a picture
of their coming out, yet their embarkation
was not more important than their dizem-
barkation. Many a crew has entered a
ship that never Janded. Witness the steam-
er Portland, a short timo ago, with 100
souls on board, going down with all its
crew and passengers.  Witness the line of
sunken =hips reaching like a submarine
cable of anguish across the ocean depths
from America to Europe. If any ship
might expect complete wreckage, the one
Noanh commanded might have expect-
ed it. But no. Those who embarked dis-
embarked. Over the plank reaching down
the side of the ark to the Armenian cliffs
con which they had been stranded the pro-
eession descended.  No other wharf felt so
sulid or afiorded such attractiveness as
that height of Ararat when the eight pas-
sengers put their feet on it. And no soon-
er had the last one, the invalided wifo of
Japheth, been  helped down the plank
upon the rock than the other apartments
of the ship were opencd, and such a dash
of bird music never filled the air as when
the entire orchestra of robin redbreast, and
morning lark, and chathinch, and mocking
bird. and house swallow took wing into
the bright sky, while the cattle began to
low and the sheep to bleat and the horses
to neigh for the pasture, which from the
awful submergence had now begun to
grow green and aromatic. 1tell you plain-
Iy nothing interests mwe more in that trag-
edy from the first to the Jast act than the
“-exit”” and the *‘excunt,”” than the facs
tkat the*‘shut ins” became the *‘goouts.”
And I now cheer with this story all the
inmates of sickroomss and hospitals, and
those priscns where men and women are
pnjustly endungeoned, and all the thou-
sands who sire bounded on the north and
south and east and west by flocds, by del-
uges of misfortune and dizaster. The ark
of vour trouble, if it does not land on
gome earthly height of vindication and
rescue, will land on the heights celestial,

If you have put your trust in God, you
wili come out in the garden of the King,
smong orchards bending with 12 manner
of fruits and harvests that wave in the
licht of & sun that never sets. As the
eizht passengers of that eraft of Captain
Nonh never got over talking about their
geafaring expericnees, so you who have
been the shut ins of earth will add un-
bounded interest to the conversation of
heaven by recealling and reciting your
carthly expericnecs. and the rougher those
experiences the more thrilling will they be
to yoursell and others who listen,  As
when we sit amid a group of soldiers and
hear their story of Lbattle or o group of
sailors and hear their story of ceyclones we
feel stupid Lecause we have nothing inour
life worth telling, how uninteresting will
Le those souls in heasven who had  smooth
eailing all their lives and no accidents,
while Noah tells his story of the deluge,
und Lot his story of escape from destroyed
cities, and Paul his story of the Alexan-
drian corn ship, and you tell your story of
the dayvs and nights and years of the times
when you were shut in. You will be in-
terc=ting and sought after in heaven in
propoerticn as you are martyrized of perse-
cuticn and painonearth. Andsurely you
do not want to get the advantage of heay
enly assceintion and consideration without
yoursclf adding some interest to the inter-
view. I bail all the shut ins because they
wiil be the come outs. Heaven will be all
the brighter for your carthly privations
and ¢nvironments.  Fora man who has
always lived in a mansion, and walked in
fine gardens, and regaled his appetito on
best truits, an<d had warmest furs for win-
ter. coolest linens for August heat, and
brilliant earthly surroundings, heaven
will not be so much a change of =cene.
He will be disposed to say: ~"\Why, 1 am
u=cd to this.  Don’t show ne the gardens
Why, I was Zrought up at Chatsworth,
Don’t invite e into o chariot. I always
had a splendid turnout. Don’t invite me
to the feast. I have been accustomied to
selshazzarian banquets. It would be a
relief to me if I could leave heaven a little
wvhile and rough it in some other world.”

But what a heaven it will bo for those
vhowe limbs were so rheumatic they could
not take a step when they get wings!
What o hesven it will be for those who
were always sick when they are always
well, and after 20 vears of pain to have

millions of years of health!  What a light
{ will be the light of heaven for those who
. on ecarth could net seo their hand before
rheir faces!  And what will the music of
heaven be tothosethe tympanum of whose
enrs for wany years had ceased to vibrato!
Denied on earth the pleasure of listeping
to Hindel and Havdn and Mendelssohn's
svinphonies, at last  reaching a world
where there never has been o discord, and
hearing  singing where all are perfect
" songstere, and oratorios in which all the

nations of heaven chant!  Great heaven it

will be for all who et there, hut o hun-

dred times more of a heaven for those
i who were shut in.

When we were 300 |
miles out at sea, a hurricane struck us,
and tho lifeboats were dashed from the
davits and all the lghts in the cabin were
put out by the rolling of the ship and the
water which through the broken skylights
had poured in. Captain Andrews entered
and said to the men on duty: *“Why don’t
you light up and make things brighter,
for wo aro going to outride this storm?
Passengers, cheer up! Cheer up!”  And
he struck a match and began to light the
burners. Ho could not silence either the
wind or the waves, but by the striking of
that match, accompunied by oncouraging
words, we were all helped.

Angelie Companionship,

And as [ now tind many in hurricanes
of trouble, though I cannot quiet the
storm I can strike a match to light up the
darkness, and I strike a match, “Whom
the Lord loveth ho chasteneth.’’ 1 strike
another match, **Weeping may endare for
a night, but joy cometh in the morning.”
I striko another match, “We have a great
High Priest who can be touched with the
feeling of our intirmities, and he was in
all points tempered like as we are.”’  Are
you old? Omne breath of heaven will makeo
you everlastingly youngagain.  lHave you
aches and pains?  They insure Christ’s
presence and sympathy through the dark-
est Decemnber nights, which are the lon-
gest nights of the year.

There is o geod deal of fanaticism
abroad about tho recovery of the sick, but
if we had as much faith as Martin Luther
we would have Luther’s success.

It is the most
difticult beok to write, Lecause you are
tempted to omit passages in your life that
were not complimentary to yourself, and
to quote from a diary which is always in-
complete because there are some things
which you do not think best to write
down. As you will not undertake an
autobiography. the story of yourself, 1
will take the responsibility of presenting
vour bicgraphy. which is the story of one’s
life by some one else. I you will give
your love and trust to him of Bethlehen
and Calvary, thiz will be your biography:
“Rorn at the right time, but tho most 1m-
portant event in his life was when he wan
born again.  Died at the right time, but
long befors that he had died unto sin. He
had many crises, but in all of them was
divinely directed; wenknesses, but they
were divinely sympathized with. In his
life there were many sorrows, wave after
wave, £torm after storm, but he outrodo
everything and landed in eternal safety.
Why# Whyr Because the Lord shut him
in.”

Henven's Twelve Gates,

But do not think that heaven is mado
up of an indiscriminato population. Some
of my friends are so gencrous in their
theology that they would let everybody in
without reference to condition or charac-
ter. Do not think that libertines and
blasphemers and rejecters of God and his
gospel have “letters of eredit’” that will
draw anything from the bank of heaven.
Pirate erafts will not be permitted to go
up that harbor.  If there are thoso who as
to hesven are to be **shut ins,’” there aro
those who will belong to the “shut outs.””
Heaven has 12 gates, and while those 12
gates imply wide open entrance for thoso
who are properly prepared to enter them
‘thes imply that there are at least 12 possi-
bilities that many will be shut out, becauso
o gate is of no use unless it cansometimes
be closed.  IHeaven is not an unwashed
mob.  Show your tickets or you will not
get in—tickets that you may get without
money and without price, tickets with a
cross and o crown upon them,
unrepentantand the vile and the offscour-
ings of earth enter heaven as they now
are, nnd they would deprecioto and  de-
moralize it so that no one of us would
want to enter, and those who are thero
would want to moeve out.  Tho Bible
speaks of the “withouts' as well as the
“withins’—Revelation xxii, 15, ¢*Without
are dogs, and sorcerers, and whoremon-
gers, and murderers, and fdolaters, and
whosoever loveth and maketh o ljo.”
Through the converting, pardoning, sane-
tifying graco of God may we at last be
found among tho shut ins and not among
the shut outs!

Poisonons Plunts,
It is not generally understood that a
Inrge number of plants with which we are
familiar contain poison more or less dead-
ly according to the quantity consumed. A
very small piece of the bulb of & narcissus
may cause death.  Tho leaves, flowers,
roots and bark of the olennder are deadly;
fndeed the entiro plant is dangerous to
life. The jonquil and hyacinth are poison-
ous. Peach and cherry pits contain prussio
acid enough to kill, and yew berries aro
responsible for serious loss of life.  Most
peoplo know that the lobellas are danger-
ous, but that the lady slipper poisons in
the samo way as ivy 18 known to hut fow,
T'he bulbs of lilies of the valley are poison-
pus. Crocuses musg bo handled with caro
by certain persons. ‘Tho catalpa has pois-
pnous qualities, nnd to popples, especially
tho partly ripenced geed pods, are ascribed
many deaths among children.—New York
Ladger.

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TELEPHONES IN SWEDEN.

Even the Fisher Women Use Them
In Stockholm.

Every ono has read of the remarkable
use of the telephone system in Sweden,
particularly in sStockholm, and it bus of-
ten been pointed out that this is the most
extensive system in the world when popu-
lation s considered. ‘The figures, which
have been so variously quoted, really give
no adequate  impression of the complete-
ness nnd general popularity of the Swed-
fsh telephono system. Even the fruit
women and fishmongers in the markets
and at street corners have their telephones,
and tho small shop that has not a phone
is the exception rather than the rule. This
general installation in stores presupposes
numerous calling subseribers, and tele-
phones in private residences aro almost
universal.

The secret of this remarkable state of
things is to be found mainly in tho cheap-
ness of the convenience. A houscholder
can secure ample communication for $10
a vear. ‘This payment entitles the sub-
scriber to the free use of the wires in
Stockholn and throughout a radius of
nearly 50 miles.  ‘The highest charge for
servico is only §25 per annum.  There are
two other classes—namely, §20 and §15
rates. In the private awelling rate of 510
a year the mes=ages are limited to 400 per
annun, and a charge of 2 cents for each
EXCeSs Message. g

Stockholm is served by two telephono
companics, one a state institution and the
other o private concern, which, by the
way, is tho more largely patronized. Al-
most every lamppost is provided with a
telephone attachment, by which it is pos-
gible to call up the nearest cab stand for a
carriago or notify the police or fire depart-
ment.

Whilo the servico is first class in every
respeet, all the modern improvements be-
ing supplied, yet, notwithstanding the re-
markab!y low price for service, the com-
pany pays an annual dividend of 8 per
cent.

Americnan Imperinlism.

rears for the guidance of all the grandest
monuments of freedom as the proclaimed
poliey and purpose of the noblest govern-
ment ever reared by man or blessed by
heaven.—Cclonel A, K. McClure in Frapk
Leslie’s Popular Monthly.
