We don’t be-
lieve any system of religious belief will
ever capture this country. but we believe
the people will become more and more
permeated with those principles of
justice, purity and government, given to
humanity by what we choose to call
revelation, in other words, the scriptures.

We reesret exceedingly that we are not
able at this time to gratify our corres-
pondents. No one should fear a full and
free discussion of any topic. Just what
is best for the world siill remains a
mooted quesiion, but the world has never
been so well equipped for or in a betler
mood to cutertain discussion as at the
present.
