Frozen to Death at His Home.

Daniel Fredericks, an old resident of
this section, was tound dead Friday of
last week at his home, near Gray’s Water
Station, one mile below this place. The
old man was near about 80 years old._and
had been in feeble heaith for some time.
He had lived alone since the death of his
wife, some time ago. He was visited by
his son on the Wednesday previous aud
was not heard from again until his son
called to sce him Friday. Itis presumed
he perished from cold. His horse was
also found dead in the stable. When
found the old man was lying on his back
on the bed, both feet touching the bare
floor. lle wore all his clothes except a
coat, and his feet were enclosed in heavy
socks. The tleshy parts of his arm and
band had been knawed by the rats. The
deceased was very much inclined to the
life of a hermit. Ilis place, consisting of
about twenty-five acres, on which there
is a log hut, is an out of the way place
and quite inaccessible. In a well pres-
erved famity Bible is recorded the dat‘c
of the old man’s birth as January 28,
1821, so that he wasin his seventy-ainth
vear. He came here when a young man
from the neighborhood of Cockeysville,
Md., and his ancestors were well to do
people of Pennsylvania.

His funeral took place Saturday at 3
o’clock, Rev. R. A. Poole, of St. Peter’s
Episcopal Church, ofticiating. Interment
in the family burial ground on the place.
Undertaker Milton Easton had charge.
