U.S F.S.GnyMrera, ]
Maxina, P L, Dec. 14, 1808, §
My DEAR SIFTER:

The Raleigh has been ordered home
from this station, and as § have until No-
vember to serve I was transferred to the
Flage Ship Olympia,

[ was very corry to leave the Raleizh.
Tt was home-iike. There were one
hundred and twenty-ninemen transferred
from the Raleich 1o this ship. I was
awfully deappointed when I found I was
not coming home, in fact all were. The
captain of our ship, Raleigh, came over
twice uiter we were transferred to sce if
Admiral Dewey would let him take home
ihe crew he brought from the States, but
he would not spprove of it.  Every
Raleieh boy’s face is about a foot long—
all have the blues and one can tell them
at half a glance.

Yet I don’t think we will remain out
Yiere o long. 1 expeet to go home in a
few months by way of San Francisco,
and by that time I may ecither go on an-
other come home. [ am still signal
boy but haye more work than on the
Ralefgh.

The darine little eruiser (Raleigh) will
reach the States about the 1st of May. T
gend two boxes of curlos home ou her.
Take vood care of the things until 1
come home, and then T can explain them
more fully. Be careful of the Spanish
shells as they may explode if near much
heat. We like Dewey very much. We
have a chaplain on board. e holds
church every Sunday and has prayers
every night, when we all come for ham-
mocks.

We get “liberty” on Saturday and
Sunday from % A. M. until 4 30 . M.

A MID-WINTER TRIP NORTH.

Pen-Mar and Surroumllngs—l’.‘nterprlscs
Projected and Completed —Some Other
Matters that May Interest.

EDITORIAL CORRESPONDENCE.
It is not an auspicious time of year to
travel, for, as we have heard, the planets
in their various situationshave combined
to produce atmospheric disturbances on

our earth. On Saturday as we dped
north on the Western Maryland railroad
we saw evidences of this. Great win-
rows of snow still lay along the fences
and in the lanes, showing that Howard
county was not exactly the centre of the
creat blizzard which demoralized the
doldest inhabitant”’ on the 13th ult.

‘The Western Maryland was singularly
successful in getting through their trains
after the storm, being foremost among
the lines to break the blockade and start
the badly locked wheels of trade and
travel.

W hile the ficlds and landscape in gen-

eral presented a sombre and uninviting
appearance, as one approaches the moun-
tain there exists even at this time of year
much of the summer charm, especially as
tne train euters the mountain pass to
thread the sinuous track, forming amost
graceful bend, from the top of wnichone
can look back upon a rare picture of
mountain, gorge, peaceful valley and a
thrifty section of Maryland beyond.

Nature in furnishingsuch & succession
of all that go for the delectation of man,
has dealt bountifully with her devotees.
Here will be found thrown together in
wild profusion that which enobies, in-
spires and satisfies him who in days of
recreation and rest craves the opposite of
hot dusty streets, stuily counting rooms
and the super-heated atmosphere of tide-
water localities. Wesaw and heard of im-
provementseverywhere. W hy shouldn’t
there be ? Has not this locality become
the Mecea of the invalid, the enfecbled
old lady, the strong man, who fcels the
necessity of rest, the society woman and
the charming girl who desires to break
away from a winter's toilet-making and
the restraints and amenities incident to
the social whirl? That’s just what's do-
ing it. Health and pleasure scekers are
bound to go to P’en-Mar, and in all the
surrounding region from year to year
fmprovements have been projected and
others consummated. The latest project-
cd enterprise is the construction of an
electric rallway to connect all the out-
lying points of interest. Then, too, in
full view of the railroad, this side of the
Blue Mountain House, will be construct-
ed a huge dam which will confine thirty-
five acres of unsullied water, making a
lake of rare beauty andof endiess charm.
Already around this proposed body of
water, which will be 1300 feet above tide-
water. sites for cottages have been se-
lected and this locality alone will be suf-
ficient to attract the mountain-loving
denizen of Baltimore and other towns.
Persons who have spent asummer in the
Pen-Mar reglon are loth to leave it and
ever ready to return, and the Western
Maryland’s low cxcursion rate during
the summer never fails to attract thous-
ands of transient visitors.

As is known to most of our readers one
of the termini of the Western Maryland
railroad is Shippensburg, Pa., passing the
important towns of Waynesboro’ and
Chambersburg. AtShippensburg the line
connects with the Reading railroad. For-
merly trains of the latter line passed west
by Edgemonton the mouhtain sidebeyond
\Waynesboro. A cut-¢iT has been con-
structed and the heavy freights of the
Reading are now able to get to the coal
regions and other points west by easier
grades. ‘I'his section of the Cumberland
Valley is now gridironed with railroads
and commercially may be regarded as
one oi the busy marts of Pennsylvania.
A great wheat growing country, with
large manufacturing plants in successful
operation a more thrifty seciion of
country could hardly be found any-
where.

Our attentlon wascalled to a system,
of immense convenience to farmers, and
rapidly extending along various railroad
lines. 1t is a system for the care and
transportation of milk. 1t is controlled
by anopulent company,the headquarters
of which are in Philadelphia. At regular
distances of five miles are built what
they choose to call dairy houses. These
buildings are frame, substantially con-
structed, and uniformly 28x96 feet. Each
has all the modern appliances for the
care and preservation of allthe products
of the dairy. During the hottest days of
summer they are kept at the freezing
point, and sometimes when deemed
necessary, cream scparating and butter
making goes on. Refrigerater cars are
used dand the result is the milk reaches
Baltimore in a perfect condition. Farm-
ers receive their money at these dairy
houses and the effect has been to stimu-
late dairying and the farming interest in
general. We are indebted to Mr. Samuel
Horn, superintendent of these milk de-
positories, for much information of in-
terest which we are unable to give for
want of space, but itis suflicient to say
that it is one of the revolutions in opera-
tion civilizing in its tendency at the same
time crystallizing into happy chape an
industry that has always been crude
apa unsatisfactory.

It is hardly necessary to say that the
success of the Western Maryland rallroad
hae been due to the watchful eve of ite
general manager, Gen. J. M. Hood.
\V hether we call it a geniuas for managing
railroads or the exercise of intelligent
business sense, it is evident Mr. Hood
has thrown into his management a deal
of labor and the result is one of the most
perfectly organized railway systems in
the country, at first laboring under
meagre resources, but now measuring
full up to the resources of the country
through which the various linestraverse.

At Shippensburg we took the Cumber-
land Valley 1ailroad for Carlisle. We
might speak of the superb roadbed of
this line, the ease and comparatively
noiscless swiftness with which the train
¢ped from town to town, the thrift and
importance of Carlicle, once a staild old
aristocratic town, magnificently lald out
by William Penn, now rapidly growing
into a city, but will reserve some of these
points for another day.
