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Yictims of Bogus Agents,

A number of lioward county families
have been made the victims of bogus
agents, who represcnlcd themselves as
solicitors for certain alleged city manu-
factories. Not long ago a self-styled
arent passed through the upper section
of this county, in the neighborhood of
Dayton, and collected from a number of
residents photographs of members of
families, with the understanding, upon
the receipt of an amount of money, that
he would return at a stated time with
improved duplicates of the pictures,
when an additional sum was be pald
him. Me never, however, reappeared.

The latest adventure of this character
was in the shape of a stranger styling
himself au agent for a Baltimore soap
company, who made his appearance In
the neighborhood of Oakland Mills about
a month avo. lle cifered alarge pack-
age of soap for $1.50, promising to re-
turn in two weeks and present each pur-
chaser with & handsometea set. Hesold
a large quantity of soap, but has failed to
deliver the tea sets, much to the disap-
pointment of his victims, who have come
to the conclusion that he was & fraud.
To one person who offered to pay D
cents cash and the balance when the
chinaware was delivered, the man stated
that the company he represented would
not allow him to make such a desl
Upon investigation the address of the
company in Baltimore given by the
alleged agent was found to be a myth.

Going Back to Cub=a.

Mr. A. Dubots Chartrand, a landed pro-
prietor of the Province of Matanzas,
Cuba, whose estates were destroyed by the
war in the island, and who has made his
home in Ellicott City for some time, ex-
pects to sail from New York for llav:m‘z\
shortly. e goes toreclaim and rehabil-
ftate his lands, which include 450 acres.

Mr. Chartrandis a citizen of the United
States, his former home having been in
South Carolina. Through the State De-
partment he has lodged a claim against
Spain for £10.000 for the huihl\mus des-
troved on his Cuban estates. Every one
of the structures on the lands, hesays, in-
cludinge dwellings and barns, were razed
to the ground or burned. Their owner
says he was not molested in his posses-
sions or business even while the internal
strife went on until the authorities be-
came aware that he wasnota I'renchman,
as they supposed, but an American.
Then they concluded to drive him out.
[Le accordingly left the island In Septem-
ber, 1896 Since then Mr. Chartrand has
lived at Ellicott City and in New York.
For more than a year he has made his
home with Mrs. A. J. Dalcour, a relative.
lle is advanced in years, but is remarka-
bly alert and active and of cultivated
tastes and engaging manners. He tukes
a hopeful view of Cuba’s future. Ulti-
mately he expects it to be annexed to the
United States, though the preseut sentl-
ment there, as he understands it, is strong-
ly against annexation.

Bi-hop Paret’s Plan of Church Work.

Bishop William Paret, of the Protest-
ant Episcopal Diocese of Marylahd, has
compieted plans for the organization of
a ‘‘missionary circuit,” to include a
number of smaller churches of hisdiocese
which are without the services of regular
rectors and unable separately to support
them should they beassigned.

The plan was determined upon by the
bishop when the pulpit of the church at
Curtis Bay became vacant some months
ago, and has been perfected by naming the
churches in the etreuit, which will include
those at Curtis Bay, Glen Burnie, Jes-
sup’s, Annapolis Junction and Savage. ]

The Lishop has appointed Rev. J. C.
Gray, rector of the Elkridge (:hur_(:h7 as
clergyman in charge of the new circutt,
and has authorized the appointment of
one assistant, who has been named, but
has not as yet accepted the position.

A plan of visitation will be arranged
by the two clergyman, and regular ser-
vices will be begun within the next two
weeks at the various churches. Rev. Mr.
Gray’s new duties will not necessitate
his retirement from the rectorship of the
Elkridge church, and the rectory will be
the administrative center for aflairs of
tire five churches nnder his superinten-
dency. The congregations at each point
havecomfortabie and attractive chu_r(:hcs,
but desultory service has seriously
reduced attendance. ‘The new plan, it
isbelieved, will prove advantageous to
each community.

A stone from the clift near Tarpean
rock, Ellicott City, fell Sunday afternoon
on the east track of the Baltimore and
Ohlo Railroad, and a serious accident
was averted by Leonard Cramblitt, who
observed the rock as it tumbled, and gave
the alarm. Mr. Cramblitt, who happened
to be standing near, barely had time to
flag an approaching freight train, which
would have crashed into the gbstruction
had not the train crew been notified to
stop.

ELLICOYT CITY

As It Was and Is—an Historic Town—-A3
Locality Boomed Many Years Ago
By the Ellicott Brothers,

“A chiel (reporter) is amang ye takin
notes an’ faith he’ll print ’em.” A “chiel”
representing the Baltimore Herald has
been in Ellicott City and has furnished
that paper with the following interesting
account of cur “town on the hillside,”
which appeared in last Sunday’s edition,
copiously illustrated, of our enterprising
coteinporary :

There is perhaps, no town in Maryland
whose history is fraught with more in-
terest and which has been more thorough-
ly identified with all that has marked the
development of the State than Ellicout
City. -

It isamong the oldest Maryland towns,
having been settled in 1772, Its founders
were three Ellicott brothers, who came
from Pennsylvania and purchased a tract
of land four miles in extent along the
Patapsco River, including the present
site of Ellicott City. ‘They at once erce-
ted grist mills on this purchase. ‘These
millg, it may be sald, brought about a
marked changed in the agricultural sys-
tem of the State, and today ihere is
scarcely a section which does nottosome
extent, profit by the results of the wis-
dom and genius of the tirst settlers of the
“Ci'y Among the Hills.”

When the Elllcottstirst took possession
of their purchase on the Patapsco, the
whole valley was a wilderness covered
with great trees, the growth of centuries.
The forests were so thick with under-
growth that the exploring partles were
compelled to cut pathways with axes.
T'his made it a favorite resort for all
all kinds of game, which continued to
abound until the mearch of civilization
their haunts.

THE FIRST HOUSE.

The first house buiit in Ellicott City
was a large, rude log mansion on the
Baltimore county side, near the present
site of the C. A. Gambrill Company’s
flour mill, and was for the accomodation
of the mechanics and laborers who had
come from Pennsylvania. The erection

The first court held at the Mills was in
1810, previous to which the legal business
was attended Lo at Annapolis.

Eliicott’s Mills w..s incorporated in 1867
under the name of Ellicott City, and its
first Mayor was George Ellicott, a direct
descendant ¢f one of the founders of the
town.

In 186S Ellicott Clty was visited by a
freshet which devastated the portion of
the town along the banks of the Patap-
sco river, and cnused the loss of many
lives. In afew seconds scores of dwel-
lines and & number of business establish-
mente; with over 30 persons, of all years
and sexes, were swept down the current,
leaving the town in mourning for the
unfortunate victims. Time has, however,
partially effaced this sad incident in the
city’s history, and there has since been
s steady development in ail the business
enterprises that tend to give prominence
to a country town.

BIG FLOUR MILLS.

In connection with the materfal wel-
fare of Ellicett City, the C. A. Gambrill
Company’s flour mill, which s locsated
within the town limits, has been nosmall
factor in promoting the gradual growth
of the business of the place, and it is
stated that the amount of money circu-
lated through this source alone exceeds
21,080,600 per annum.

After the dissolution of the ¢ld Patap-
¢co bank the town remained without such
an institution until 1886, whea, through
the instrumentatity of Kdwin Wartield,

who is now president of the Fidelity and |

Deposit Company of Maryviand, the Pa-
tapsco Naticnal Bank of Ellicott City,
was started. Itstands today asone of the
most prosperous financial institutions in
the State, and has as its mavagers men 6f
the best standing in the community.  lis
present oflicers ure: Prestdent, Joseph
1L Leishenr; vice-president, Col. Thomas
tL. tiunt; cashier, John I".

The wonderful mud machine of the pres-
ent day is an improved invention of the
Ellicott City founders, who first employ-
¢d the rude contrivance to remove the
sediment from the bottom of the dock at
their wharves in DBaltimore. They. too,
were the first to use the “‘rubber,” or
breszk, on wagons, an instrument which
is today an tndispensable suxiliary in the
managementof most ali kinds of vehicles.

NEW ENTERPRISES STARTED.

Ellicott’s Mills was a small villace
until 1794, and consisted only of the resi-
dences of the proprietors and tenements
for the employes.

The old PPatapsco Banic, which was the
first banking institution in this section,
wae established In 1837, and proved
most important adjunct to the business
of the town. [t was successfully con-
ducted until just before the breaking out
of the Civil War, and when 1t closed a
premium of H0 per cent. was declared on
the eaplial stock.
