DR. TALMAGE FINDS LESSONS OF COM-
FORT IN A SAD SCENE.

The Great Divine Says That lHeav-

en’s Brightest Crowns Shall Adorn
. the Brows of Those Who Bear Life’s
. Burdens With Christian Fortitude.

WASHINGTON, March 2¢€.—From the pa-
thetic scone of Christ’s last hour of suffer-
ing Dr. Talmage in this sermon draws
lessons of comfort for people in trouble;
text, John xix, 30, ‘““When Jesus there-
fore had received the vinegar.”

The brigands of Jerusalem had done
their work. It was almost sundown, and
Jesus was dying. Persons in crucifixion
often lingered on from day to day, crying,
begging, cursing, but Christ had been ex-
hausted by years of maltreatment. Pillow-
less, poorly fed, flogged, as bent over and
tied to a low post his bare back was in-
flamed with the scourges intersticed with
pieces of lead and bone, and now for whole
hours the weight of his body hung on deli-
cate tondons, and, according to custom, a
violent,stroke under the armpits had been
given by the executioner. Dizzy, nauseat-
ed, feverish, a world of agony is compress-
ed in the two words, *“I thirst!”’ Oh,
skies of Judea, let a drop of rain strike on
his burning tongue! Oh, world, with roll-
ing rivers and sparkling lakes and spray-
ing fountains, give Jesus something to
drink! If there bo any pity in earth or
heaven or hell, let it now be demonstrated
in behalf of this royal sufforer.

The wealthy women of Jerusalem used
to have a fund of money with which they
provided wine for those people who died
in crucifixion—a powerful opiate to dead-
en the pain—but Christ would not take it.
1lilce wanted to die sober, and so he refused
the wine. But afterward they go to a
cup of vinegar and soak aspongein it and
put it on a stick of hyssop and then press
it against the hot lips of Christ. You say
the wine was an angesthetic and intended
to relieve or deaden the pain. But the
vinegar was an insult.

Life’s Wenlk Spots.

In some lives the saccharine seems to
predominate. Life is sunshine on a bank
of flowers. A thousand hands to clap ap-
proval. In December or in January, look-
ing across their table, they sco all their
family present. Health rubicund, skies
flamboyant, days resilient. But in a great
many cases there aro not so many sugars
as acids. The annoyances, and the vexa-
tions, and the disappointments of life over-
power the successes.  ‘There is a gravel in
almost every shoe. An Arabian legend
says that therc was a worm in Solomon’s
stafl gnawing its strength away, and there
is a weak spot in every carthly support
that & man leans on. King George of
England forgot all the grandcurs of his
throne becauso one day in an interview
Beau Brummel called him by his first
name and addressed him as a servant, cry-
ing, ‘‘George, ring the bell!”” Miss Lang-
don, honored all the world over for her
poetic genius, is so worried over the evil
reports set afloat regarding her that she
is found dead with an cmpty bottle of
prussic acid in her hand. Goldsmith said
that his lifo was a wrotched being, and
that all that want and contempt could
bring to it had been brought, and crics
out, ‘‘What, then, is there formidable in
a jail?”’ Correggio’s fino painting is hung
up for a tavern sign. Hogarth cannot sell
his best painting except through a raflle.
Andrea del Sarto makes the great fresco in
the Church of the Annunciata at Flor-
enco and gets for pay a sack of corn, and
there are annoyances and vexations in
high places as well as in low places, show-
ing that in a great many lives are the
sours greater than the sweets. *“‘When
Jesus therefore had received the vinegar.”

It is absurd to suppose that a man who
has always been well can sympathizo with
those who are sick, or that one who has
always been henored can appreciate the
sorrow of those who aro despised, or that
one who has been born to a great fortune
can understand the distress and the straits
of those who are destitute. The fact that
Christ himself took the vinegar makes
him able to sympathize today and forever
with all those whose cup is filled with
the sharp acids of this life. Ile took the
vinegar!

The Trencherous Friend.

In the first place, thero was the sourness
of betrayal. ‘The treachery of Judas hurt
Christ’s feelings more than all the friend-
ehip of his disciples did him good. You
have had many {riends, but there was one
friend upon whom you put especial stress.
You feasted him. You loaned him money.
You befriended him in the dark passes of
life, when he especially needed a friend.
Afterward, he turned upon you, and he
took advantage of your former intimacies.
He wrote against you. He talked against
you. IHe microscopized your faults. IHe
flung contempt at you, when you ought to
have received nothing but gratitude. At
first you could not sleep at night. Then
you went about with a sense of having
been stung.  That difficulty will never be
healed, for though mutual friends may ar-
bitrate in the matter until you shall shake
hands, the old cordiality will never come
back. Now 1 commend to all such the
sympathy of a betrayed Christ. Why, they
sold him for less than our $20! They all
forsook him and fled. They cut him to
the quick. Hedrank that cup to the dregs.
He took the vinegar.

Thereis also the sournessof pain. There
are some of you who Lave not seen a well
day for many ycars. By keeping out of
drafts, and by carcfully studying dietetics,
you continue to this time, but oh, the
headaches, and the side aches, and the
backaches, and the heartaches which
have been your accompaniment all the
way through! You have struggled un-
der a heavy mortgage of physical dis-
abilities, and instcad of the placidity that
once characterized you it is now only
with great effort that you keep away from
irritability and sharp retort. Difliculties
of respiration, of digestion, of locomotion,
make up the great obstacle in your life,
and you tug and sweat along the pathway
and wonder when the exhaustion will end.
My friends, the brightest crowns in heaven
will not be given to those who, in stirrups,
dashed to the cavalry charge, whiloe the
general applauded, and the sound of clash-
ing sabers rang through the land, but the
brightest crowns in heaven, I believe, will
be given to those who trudged on amid
chronic ailments which unnerved their
strength, yet all the time maintaining
their faith in God. It is comparatively
easy to fight in a regiment of a thousand
men, charging up the parapets to the
sound of martial music, but it is not so
casy to endure when no one but the nurse
and the doctor arce the witnesses of the
Christian fortitude. Besides that, you
never had any pains worse than Christ’s.
The sharpness that stung through his
brain, through his hands, through his feet,
through his heart, were as great as yours
cortainly. lle was as sick and as weary.
Nota nerve or muscle or ligament escaped.
All the pangs of all the nations of all the
ages compressed Into one sour cup. He
took the vinegar!

Christ’s Privations.

There is also the sourness of poverty.
Your incomo does not mect your outrg;)-
ings, and that always gives an honest man
anxiety. There I8 no sign of destitution
about you—pleasant appearance and a
*heerful home for you—but God only
knows what a time you have had to man-
ago your private finances. Just as tho
bills run up the wages seem to run down,
You may say nothing, but life to youlisa
hard push, and when you sit down with
your wifc and talk over the expenses you
both riso up discouraged. You abridgo
here, and you abridgo there, and you get
things snug for smooth sailing, and, lo,
suddenly there 18 a largo doctor’s bill to
pay, or you have lost your pockethook, or
s0mo debtor has falled, and you aro
thrown abeam end. Well, brother, you aroe
in glorfous company. Christ owned not
tho house in which ho stopped or the colt
on which he rode or tho boat in which he
salled. e lved in a borrowed house; ho
was buried in a horrowed grave. Exposed
to all kinds of weather, yet he had only
ono suit of clothes,  Tlo breakfasted in tho
morning, and no ono could possibly tell
whero ho could get anything to cat hefero

The sponge is soaked in the
sorrows of all those who have died in their
beds, as well as soaked in the sorrows of
all those who perished in icy or fiery mar-
tyrdom.

pathetic mercy. Oh, dip your buckects
and drink and live forever. ‘““Whosoever
will, let him come and take of the water
of lifo freely.”’

BEAT JOHN GILPIN’S RIDE.

A Novice, a Steeplechase Course anid
an Old Hunter.

Frank Clarke tells a very thrilling and
interosting story of his first and last rido
over the steeplechase course.  The trip of
the celebrated John Gilpin could not have
been more sensational, as William Cowper
wrote:

Away went Gilpin neck or naught!
Away went hat and wig!

He little dreamt when he sct out
Of running such a rig.

¢It happened at Pelham,’” said Clarke,
¢‘svhen I went up to look over the steeple-
chase course and pass upon it. I had a
little pony of my own that carried me to
Pelham, but he had pulled up lame, and I
did not care to ride him around the ficlds
to examine the course and the jumps, so I
borrowed a horse from one of the gentle-
men connected with the enterprise. Ho
was one of those weight carrying hunting
horses and stood about 17 hands.

“We passed through the gates into the
fleld where tho steeplechase course began,
I trailing behind four or five others. As
soon as we neared the first jump my com-
panions put the spurs to their horses, and
away they went. “This old brute that I
was riding began to snort and kick up to
follow them.

‘* “Where are you fellows going?’ said L.
¢Oh, come on! \We'll just take a trip over
the course.” ‘But,” I remarked, ‘I’'m no
hunter,” and while I was wondering
whether to slide off the brute or hold him
down he went away at a racing gait to-
ward the first obstacle. 1 was scared near
to death, for I had never ridden a horse
over a jump in my life. My hecad was
standing up straight. All I could do was
to hold on and let tho horse take me.  lle
was doing his best to catch the hunters in
front, who were sailing over jump after
jump.

¢“Tho old horse and I took the first stone
wall pretty awkwardly, for I remember
when he arose I dropped back and came
near slipping off over his crupper, and
when he landed on the other side of the
fence 1 dropped down on the saddle like a
ton of bricks. I couldn’t hold the horse,
and every jump he took increased my
troubles.

‘It seemed to mo as though thero was a
jump at every stride. At the Liverpool L
i pitched forward and only saved myself

from a fall by grabbing the horse around
i the neck. I guess he knew he had a novice
on his back. I remember the last obstacle
very well. It was a stone fence, with a
row of corn stalks on the top, and it looked
as big as a house to me. The darned old
horse galloped up to it, and it got bigger
at every stride. Iinally he raised up in
the air, and I'll bet I was four feet out of
the saddle. I never thought I would come
down, but I finally landed, and I must
have come pretty near breaking the old
hunter’s back, for he stopped short, and I
soon fell off him,

“My friends had watched me take the
last two fences, and they were much
amused. It was not a very humorous
propusition for me. I had been scared,
but I was thankful I had not broken my
neck. I was sore all over, however—so
much so that while my family were com-
fortably seated around tho table cating
Thanksgiving turkey I Lad to take mine
from the mantel.

“It was my first and last ride overa
steeplechase course, and 1 wouldn’t take
another such trip for a large farm.”’

The Auld Licht Church.,
The Auld Licht church at Kirriemuir
(Thrums), Scotland, made famous by J.
M. Barrie, seems to have fallen upon evil

Admission to all will
be 1 cent. Lunch will be 1 cent and lemn-
onade 1 cent. Train’s Glee club will
sweeten the performance. Train’s booklets
will sell for 1 cent. 1t is believed that
crowds will number from 3,000 to 5,000
daily, which means from $30 to £50. No
boodling committeemen or swelled heads
will be permitted to throw a wet blanket
on the fire. The manager says: *‘If noth-
ing interrupts my plans, no dollar-fifty-
cent-twenty-five-cent  opera house crowd
on earth will compete with us.  Our re-
ceipts ought to surprise us both.”’—New
York Press.

A IFamous Bandit,

The Italian papers are filled with stories
concerning Vinceny Muscarello, the fa-
mous bandit, who, at the age of 80, has
Just been released from prison.  He was
the most famous bandit in the middle of
the century and not only operated in Sici-
ly, but also in Italy and in Rome itself,
where on one occasion he rescued at the
very scaffold a comrade who had been con-
demned by Pope Pius IX to the garrote.
In 1860, when Garibaldi was made die-
tator of Sicily, Muscarello, who happened
to be then on the island, was hunted
down, captured and sentenced to hard la-
bor for life. His companions were cxe-
cuted. After having spent several years
pt hard labor his sentence was commuted
to simple imprisonment, and a few days
ago, owing to his remarkably good con-
duct and his great age, King IHumbert
pardoned him.

A Rare Old Naturanlist.

G. Dunn, the naturalist, who has
made collecting trips to South Amer-
lca, intends soon to go to the Philippino
Islands to colleet for the Rothschilds.,  Heo
is an authority on the flora of California
and represented that state at the native
plant exhibit at the World's fair. The
projected trip to the Philippines isremark-
ablo on account of Mr. Dunn’s age, which
is 85 years.

‘ JAPANESE ROWINGMETHODS

; faid to Be Superior to Our Own and
Well Worth Copying.

Have I brought back any new plan of
fnovention? Well, if you put it pointedly
I must say that I have one stored away.
The Japanese have given mo a new idea
about rowing a boat, which I am going to
experiment on in Washington and seco
what can be done with it.

Tako their method of rowing. It is far
superior to anything we have in this coun-
try. The best way 1 can explain it is that
it is a kind of sculling. There is one oar
at the end of the boat, and then several
oars may be placed nlo%gsidc, all of which
exercise the same scull¥ag motion. I have
brought with e from the oriental coun-
try an exact model of one of their boats,
and after reaching Washington I will con-
struct a boat combining the American and
Japanese principles. The Japanese method
of propelling a boat is distinct in itself.
As I say, it is a method of sculling, yet it
is not our kind of sculling. “The oar is
horizontally placed, and by a peculiar mo-
tion froin a pivot the greatest of power is

excrcised. The blade is always under wa-
ter. Our mecthod of sitting in a boat with

our back toward the place we are going is
barbarous. It is inartistic, and it belongs
to a prehistoric age. The idea of having
to stretch one’s neck and look over one’s
shoulder in order to keep the boat in the
right direction is a thing which the Jap-
anese would not tolerate for a moment.

Then from the standpoint of exercise the
Japanese rowing is far ahead of ours. For
college aquatics the Japanese principle
would simply be great. If I or some other
American scientist can get the Japancse
principle of locomotion fastened on to an
American style of boat, Yale and Harvard
will then have something to row with.
The exercise would be much better, be-
cause the Japanese oarsman stands up and
the entire body is brought into play.
Their method is better, first, because it ig
more powerful, and, second, because it
gives moro exercise.  But understand me
that their principle cannot be attached to
our model of boats, and it is on this point
that I am going to experiment. I will
probably try a catamaran model of boat.—
New Orleans Picayune.

Men With Marble Hearts.

An antimarriage club, recently formed
in Appleton, Wis., has been the cause of a
convulsion in society the end of which is
not in sight. “The oflicial name of the
young men’s organization is the Marble
Heart Antimatrimonial Association of
Appleton, Wis. Its members are called
““marble hearts,”” and the socicty has a
regular constitution, bylaws and oflicers.

Of course the members of the society
may marry, but the inducement not to
marry is strong. The member pays down
an initiation fee of $25 and annual dues
of §10. A system of fines is calculated to
swell the fund thus created. All funds
are banked, and the expenses are nil
When a member joins, he is bound by the
most solemn oath not to marry, but
should he break that vow he relinquishes
all right to the funds of the organization.
The last ““marble heart’’ to remain un-
married is given all the funds of the so-
cicty and may then marry whom and
when he pleases.

In case o member decides to marry he
must pay a fine of §10 when he becomes
enzaged.  Should he break the engage-
ment his fine is not remitted, but a ban-
quet is given in his honor, and he is re-
stored to the full rights of a ‘‘marble
heart.”’—Chicago Times-Herald,

An Irish Spaniard.

‘“ After the surrender on Aug. 13, says
Corporal E. V. Montalvo of the Utah bat-
tery, now in the Philippines, ‘‘the Colo-
rado men in part advanced on a company
of Spaniards which still held out. General
Hale summoned to his command what
Spanish he knew and demanded a surren-
der. Great was his surprise when the re-
ply came in a broad Irish brogue, ‘Divil a
bit I'll surrender!” The Spanish captain
was an Irishman.

“I mot him afterward, subsequent to
the surrender, which occurred despite his
protestations. e had married a Spanish
woman, and so found his way into the
Spanish army. There are many Irish in
Spain.  Any number of Irishmen have
married the fair daughters of the proud
Castilian race. Because of this incident
the ofticers around General Otis came to
regard as a proverb ‘The only Spaniards
who can fight are Irishmen.’”’

One Collexze Boy's Expenses.

The supreme court of New York, Judge
Gildersleeve presiding, has decided that a
boy of 16 ought to have an allowance of
$4,600 a year to defray college expenses.
T'his is the case of Richard Delafield Ship-
man. Shipman is an orphan, the heir to
a considerable fortune, which is held in
trust for him.

Up to last fall, when he entered Har-
vard, he was getting anallowance of £2,000
a ycar. Shortly after his arrival at Cam-
bridge he applied for an Increase of §2,500,
itemized as follows: Tuition, $500; cloth-
ing, $500; books and stationery, $15;
board and lodging, $1,200; traveling ex-
penses, $750; personal expenses, $750;
miscellancous expenses, $1,000.

The court did not inquire into the de-
tails of the last two items, but promptly
issued an order upon the executors of the
estato to increase the allowance as re-
quested.

The Dutch May Take Maryland.

The Dutch may soon take Maryland.
Cornelius W. Van Der IHoogt, the secre-
tary of the Maryland state burcau of im-
migration, who is traveling through the
Netherlands drumming up immigrants
for Maryland, reports that his nission is
successful.

I visited Amsterdam,’’ he says, ‘‘at the
invitation of some prominent capitalists
who desired to consult me in regard to a
prospect of making investments in our
state.  They have formed a plan to estab-
lish a Dutch cocoa factory in Maryland.
Tho Dutch cocoa is renowned all over the
world and is also popular in America.
This industiry is one of the principal ones
in the Nectherlands, and the Hollander is
familiar with it. They asked me several
questions about shipping facilities, labor,
help of male and female, and it seemed to
me that they were satisfled with my in-
formation.

I assured them that such an industry
would bo welcomed in Maryland and
promised them in behalf of our bureau all
tho necessary assistanco in thoe matter. I
will have another meeting with theso men
before I leave and will do all in my power
to induce them to start this enterprise in
tho state of Maryland.”

The DBenuregard Monument.

Thoe proposition to erect a monument to
Gencral Beauregard in New Orleans is
again being agitated.  Some time ago an
effort was made to collect funds for the
purpose, and $+4,000 was sccured and safely
invested. This was not deemed suflicient
to crect a monument worthy of the sol-
dier, and since then nothing has been done
in the matter.  An, effort will now be
mado to secure additional funds. General
Beauregard was a native and for a largo
part of his life a resident of Louisiana.

“It is strange,”” says the New Orleans
Times-Democrat, ‘*‘that Louisiana, which
has erected monuments to Robert E. Lee,
Albert Sidney Johnston and other Confed-
crato leaders, should have neglected tho
most  distinguished Louisianaian that
served in the Confederate army.””

They Resemble Animals,

Human faces, it 1s said, often bear a
striking resemblance to semeanimals, and
this peculiarity is remarkably pronounced
among the crowned heads of Kurope. The
czar has often been likened to a bull ter-
rier, with his snub nose, round, promi-
nent eyes and full lips, and in the faco of
the German emperor people have traced a
resemblance to amad foxhound, especially
in that portrait where ho is looking back
over one shoulder with an anxious, hunt-
ed expression.  Of course every ono knows
that in the Marquis of Salisbury’s head
and faco I8 represented o perfect English
mastifl—a resemblanco of which tho great
statesman and premier is sald to be proud,
as indicative of his own character.
