The English are not an imaginative
people.  We aceept legends and supersti-
tions rather than originate them. Our
sailors have roamed over the world and
have gleaned romantic notions from the
dwellers in countries they have visited.
Not many years ago there lived a veteran
blucjacket in a Sussex village who held
firn:ly to his belief in varioas queer warn-
ings, omens and practices and who per-
guaded his neighbors to share his creduli-
ty. e never atlowed any woman to touch
the fishing nets after they were got ready
for the boats.  1f by chance that prohibi-
tion of his was disobeyed, he insisted that
the remale who had laid finger upon the
net should be made to repeat the Lord’s
prayer over it.

In Sweden, Lapland and the Isle of
Skye the presence of a woman at the
launching of a new vessel is supposed to
unless the Lord’s prayer is recited
aloud backward by the members of the
crews; so nodoubt my old sailor had picked
up his untlattering theory against wom-
an’s influence for good. He cautioned
fiskermen never to mention their wives or
sweethearts within hearing of the boat,
“or she would be offended and sink out of
jealousy.”’

When lads spoke of ““whistling for a
wind,”’ this ancient mariner sneered at
their “superstition,”’ strange to say, but
assured them that a blow was only to be
obtained by scratching with a nail on the
wood of the foremast—a Hamburg belief
this.

The fishermen of one of our knglish
seaside villages used to refuse to embark
if by any chance they had seen a pig since
morning, and they never dared speak of
“the shore’” within sight of the sca, as to
do so was supposed to imply that a place
other than the ccean was their home.  If
a vessel puts out to sea before 3 o’clack on
a Frday, no word should be spoken until
a stone with a cross scraped on it has been
dropped overboard.  Sunday, we are told,

_is the luckiest day upon which to start for

the fishing ground.

It is a general belief in Scotland that
if a quarrel happen on the cecast where
herring is caught and blecod be shed by
violenes, the herring then goes right away
from the coast and does not put in an ap-
pearance again until the next season.

Icelanders do not allow dogs to be taken
on a fizhing expedition, believing that if
they enter the boats or touch the tackle
the catch is bound to be a poor one.

To overturn a salteellar is always un-
Iucky, but espee ialiv so on board, it being
then .5 sure sign that the qlnp is doomed.
A serious peril er accident is foretold by
the loss overboard of & mop or & bucket.
In many places the fisher folk forbid any
counting from land of the ships out aé
sea. and it is considered a malicious deed,
little short of murder, for any onc to beck-
on to a vessel.

here is a legend in the Norse scalds
which explains why the sca is sale. Tho
“hountiful Frodi,”’ whose mythical reign
was o golden age indeed, possessed a
quern, or nand mill, \\ln(h ground out
gold and peace, but which would grind
out stores of anything desired by its own-
er. Two giant maidens, ruled over by
Irodi, were the grinders. In an evil day
a sca rover came upon the scene, slew
Frodi and carried off the quern and tho
two giant maidens who worked it.  When
the sea rover’s vessel was right out to sea,
he ordered the maidens to grind salt. At
midnight they asked if they had not
ground cnough.  The sca rover, angry at
being awakened fromm  his sleep, com-
manded them to grind until morning
Now, the giant maidens naturally enough
worked very guickly, so as they went on
grinding the load of salt grew so heavy
that it sunk the ship, and now the sea will
cointinue salt forever.

“Davy Jones’ locker” is the ancient
sailor’s name for the bottom of the sca.
Many different beliefs have been held as
io the nature of Davy Jones, some regard-
ing him as an old merman, others as an
evil spirit in command over the demons
of the deep.

Authoritics state that the name is de-
rived in two ways—from “-Dufiy,”” who i3
a whost believed in by the West Indian is-
landers, and from the prophet Jonah.

RAILROADING IN

A Two

INDIA.,

Foot Track Through
Himnlayn Mountains.

One of thy most interesting railways of
the world is the Darjeeling Himalayan
railway. The track looks as if it had been
laid for atoy railway, the gauge being but
two feet.  Notwithstanding this, the line
is substantial enough, consisting as it
does of steel rails weighing 42 pounds to
the yard and laid on sleepers of Himala-
yan timber. The locomotives weigh about

2 tons and are capable of hauling a train
weighing 349 tons up inclines of one foot in
25 and round the hundreds of sharp eurves
which the exigencies of the ascent of a
mountain raiiway render unavoidabie.

The railway was constructed in 1878 by
British engineers at a cost of 25,000,000,
It starts at Calcutta and takes the passen-
ger up to a height of 7,160 feet above the
level of tha sea. The mail teain from Cal-
cutta-or Darjeeling leaves the eastern Ben-
gal S ate railway terminus every day at 4
in th& afternoon, reaching Damookdeah,
on the banks of the Ganges, 116 miles
from Caleutta, at 9 a. m. At this point
the passengersand nail for Darjeeling are
transierred 1o a large ferry steamer, which
proceeds to Sara Ghat, on the north bank
of the Ganges. At Sara Ghat the train
starts for Sillicuri, at the foot of the Him-
alayas. This place is about 400 feet above
sea level.  Starting from Silligurei, the
train has a comparatively level ran for the
first seven miles and travels at the rate of
12 miles an hour. The gentle sweeps of
the line give the traveler many a pretty
glimpse of the forest scenery of the Terai.
In the fastnesses of the Terai lurk wild
elephants, rhinceeri, tigers, leopards, wild
buffaloes, wild cattle and deer, as well as
hogs, wolves, wild dogs, monkeys
many other small animals.

On one oceasion wild elephants com-
peiled the driver to taks his train back to
Sookna station. At the twentieth mile
the train reaches Teendarvia, where the
company has its workshops.  The cleva-
tion here is 2,822 feet. Leaving Teendaria
the train passes one of the most remarka-
ble loops of the whole line.  This curve is
only 60 feet in radius. A few large trees
still show what the original forest was,
only a few yvears ago the haunt of the lit-
tle barking deer, which are common in
these hills.

At the elevation of 6,500 feet the train
passes another loop at the Gyabari station,
At the forty-second mile the train reaches
the bazaar and station of Sonada (6,662
feet), whencee it pulls up at Ghooem sta-
tion, which is situated at the highest peint
reached by the railway (7,407 fect above
main sca level). Thence it descends to-
ward Darjecling for a distance of some
four miles, the line falling about 490 fect
in 1his distance. This is the terminus of
the line.

A RNenl Nice Little Yarn.

From January to August, 1868, Colonel
Hay, the former American embassador in
London,spent more than fifteen miillions on
the British press. Heopened an uniimited
credit at the city of London branch of a
great American bank.  The Spanish em-
bassador has given some valuable informa-
tion which leaves no doubt on this point.
It was not the newspapers which were
paid. The British newspapers, it must he
admitted, rarely take money; but, as they
have endlezs columnns to fill, llu B HFERSTE) i)
course to the telegraphic agencies, and that
explainsg how during the Cuban war the
Fnglish newspapers received daily service
of 5,000 and 6,000 words by means of a
special apparatus installed in the editorial
oflice and which turned from morning to
night like a windmill.

All this matter was supplied to the
British newspapers at the cest of their or-
dinary subsecription to the telegraphic
ageney, and it was materially fimpossible
for the agencies to recoup themselves with-
out immense subventions from the Wash-
ington government. That explains the
steady and systematic hostility toward
Spain of all the false news which has en-
abled the Aunericans to deceive the world.
Without the emplovment ot such means
the United States would never have sue-
ceeded in erushing Spain in the face of a
Europe instinetively hostile to their ex-
pansion.—Paris Patrie.

Loubet’s Golden Collar.

The grand master’s collar of the order
of the Legion of Tonor, with which Presi-
dent Loubet was recently invested, is of
fincly wrought gold, and i1s altogether a
magnificent decoration, but very rarely as-
sumed by the president.  The order dates
from Napolecon’s consulate in 1802, 1t
comprises  four classes—viz, 80 grand
crosses, 160 grand oflice 460 command-
ers and an unlimited number of oflicers
and chevaliers.

Unless by the exercise of authority on
the part of the grand master or for some
al service to the state all holding the
ot der begin as chevaliers and are not eli-
giblo until they have exereised with dis-
tinction for 20 years civil or military du-
tics, or have done seme impertant service
to the state, or cavnied distinetion in art or
seience.

A chevalier must have held that grade
for four ycars before he enn become an
oflicer: two years more are necessary before
the grade of conmmander can be attained, n
commander cannot become a grand oflicer
under five years, and iive years more are
necded before o grand officercan become a
grand eross.  For military men yeairs of
war services count double.

Balloon Bombpiroof.

Although the original purpose of the
military balloon was to observe an en-
cmy’s position and works there has been a
growing dispssition within the last few
vears to consider how far an airship might
be used for oiffensive operations.  Bombs
weighing only & few hundred pounds, if
dropped at the right point, might do a
tremendous deal of harm. The importance
of this possibility has been recognized by
the czar of Russia, who has included it
among the topics to be discussed at the
proposed international peace congress,

Great Britain has gone a step fariher,
however, for she bas what is probably the
only fort in the world so constructed that
protection is aiforded from an overhead
assault. This is the station at Esquimalt,
which is almost centively an excavation
from solid rock.
