ganization. Among the oljects of the
re-union will be to rescue from oblivion
leading facts relating to persons and
events, perfect plans and means to com-
plete the monument to Jefferson Davis
and devise ways and means for the aid
of disabled, destitute, or aged veterans
and orphans of fallen brothers-in-arms.
General Jos. Wheeler has consented to
deliver the oration, at the opening exer-
cises, on May 10th. The total number of
camps now admitted is 1200, with appli-
cations in for nearly one hundred and
fifty more. Communications should be
addressed to George Moorman, Adjutant
General and Chiet of Staff.

GEN, SHAFTER AND THE EMBALMED
BEELF,

Gien. Shafter has had critics in plenty
ever since thecharge was made and never
fully disproven that he had “funked’” in
the Santiago campaign and that he would
have made a mess of the whole business
if Gen. Joe Wheeler and others had not
prevented, but his testimony regarding
the canned “roast” beef brought more
harsh criticism than anything he had
previously said or done.

BALTIMORE’S MAYORALTY FIGHT,

Result of the Contest Will Be Felt in
Maryland’s Campualgn—Edwin War-
fleld to the Front.

A more bitter fight than that being
waged in the present municipal campaign
has never been seen in Baltimore. Both
parties recognize the effect it will have
upon the State campaign, as to carry the
city in the election next month means
succeas in the election of the State ticket
and the Legislature next November.

Among the sporting element of the
political clubs the Democrats are forc-
ing the betting, and for the next few
weeks the campaign will be watched as
closely hy the gamblers as the poli-
ticians.

LOWNDES AND MALSTER TOGETHER.

One of the events of the week has been
Governor Lowndes’ announcement of his
unqualified support of dayor Malster.
The compact between the city machine
and the State organization was a surprise
to the Baltimore people. Asked as to
what extent the sympathy of Republicans
in the counties with Mayor Malster had
attalned, and as to the form their expres-
sion of it would take, the Governor said:

*“Acts, not words, constitute the most
substantial expression of sympathy in
any cause, and Mayor Malster will only
have to make the request to bring to Bal-
timore the most eloquent and able ora-
tors in the party outside of the city.”

This expression of the Governor's good
will toward Malster means, of course,
that the latter has agreed to use the full
strength of the city machine to insure
the renomination and election of Lowndes
and the entire present State Adminis-
tration.

DEMOCRATIC CAMPAIGN PLANS.

Meanwhile the Democratic State lead-
ers are not Idle. Edward Warfield,
whose popularity throughout the State
is the greatest of any Democrat, except-
ing Gorman himself has become the
foremost candidate for the nomination
for Governor. Congressman John Wal-
ter Smith, the idol of the Democracy on
the Eastern Shore, may now be said to
be out of the race. He is too warm a
personal friend of Warfield to antagonize
the latter, and when the State Conven-
tion meets his friends may be found side
by side with thelr party associates of
the Western Shore and Baltimore City
in the support of Warfield.

No higher tribute could be paid the
latter than that given by a prominent
Republican, interested with him in busi-
ness enterprises, who sald: “Ned War-
field is as good a cltizen as he is a Dem-
ocrat, as able a financler as he is a poli-
ticlan, and as good a man for Governor
as there is in the State.”

A REPUBLICAN CONVERT'S FIGURES.

Ten thousand Republicans will sup-
port the Democratic ticket at the elec-
tion held under the new charter on May
2, says Leon Seliger, a lifelong Republi-
can who has declared his determination
to vote for Thomas Gordon Hayes, the
Democratic candidate for Mayor.

Mr. Seliger figures it out that the
support of the Republican ticket will
consist of 18,000 negroes, 4,000 to 5,000
employes of the City Hall machine, and
the members of the political clubs which
are directly under the control of the city
Republican organization.—Cor. Phila.
Record.

WARFIELD'S CANDIDAGCY,

That a hearty response is being given
to Mr. Edwin Warfield's announcement
that he i8 a candidate for Governor goes
without saying. Following are a few
comments gleaned from our exchanges:

St. Mary's Beacon: Hon. Edwin War-
field, President of the Fidelity and De-
posit Co., of Baltimore, has announced
his candidacy for the Democratic Guber-
natorial nomination. Mr. Warfield says
In a direct, manly way that he wauts the
nomination and asks the party to give it
to him.

THE DOG NUISANCE,
EprTor Toues: ®

I am glad to see In Tk TiMES of April
15th that one of its correspondents has
come out decidedly on the greatest
nuisance of the day—the dog. I agree
with him that every dog owner should
be compelled to keep his dog om his
own premises, unless, I would say, he
was securely muzzled when in the high-
ways. Itis doubtful if there is any one
thing in this country that has produced
as much ill feeling between neighbors as
dogs. We boast of being civilized, but
we arein this respect, not & whit more
civilized than savages, Every man that
owns a dog seems to think and act as if
bis dog, at least, must have the freedom
ofthe country. Thereare men thatdrive
through this burg with any thing from
one to half a dozen dogs after them. Up
into people yards these dogs dash, poul-
try, kids and kittens fly before them and
slop buckets go over under them. A
neighbor opened fire on some of this class
the other day. People who sit on their
lawns in summer evenings are startled
evely now and then by some huge dog
in quest of a supper.

Hardly one man ina hundred can be
found who has not had some serious ex-
perlence at one time or another with
somebody’s dog. I began life myself
with having the eide of my face torn
open by a nelghbor’s pet dog and in de-
fense of life and property have since
been obliged to kill a number of them.
Dog owners themselves generally con-
cede that all dogs are a nuisance, save
thetr own. No man should be denied the
privilege of keeping just as many dogs
as he can love and respectably provide
for; but his neighbors should not be com-
pelled to board them for him, nor should
they be continually harassed by them.
There are dogs that make a business of
running out barking and snapping at
the heels of every passing horse. Many
persons have been Injured and killed
from this alone. A man of this vicinity
shot one of such dogs the other day.
These and other dogs will gravely walk
out to smell all pedestrians, and will bite
those persons who are not aitogether
satisfactory—this is another nuisance.

Dogs have compelled the total aban-
donment of sheep raising in some sec-
tions of the country peculiarly adapted
to it, and some years ago there was a wide
complaint made through the press of the
depredations of Maryland degs on the
flocks. The question was finally put
through the Baltimore Sun, “Shall we
raise sheep, or shall we raise dogs ?” and
the conclusion seems to have been ithat
we sball raise dogs in Maryland In pref-
rence to sheep. The Baltimore Southern
Farm Magazine has recently had this dog
question under discussion and one farm-
er publicly stated that the dog question
would never be settled until those who
suffered from them treated them like any
other dangerous and obnoxious beasts
when found on their premises. ‘‘Loveis
blind” with dog owners. Den who are
the most considerate of others in other
lines are utterly regardless where the dog
comes In. In their love for the dog they
assume for him a iellability that is only
fear and trembling for their neighbors.

Well, “self preservation is the first law
of naiure” and people who sufler from
dogs will have to preserve themselves as
best they can until our laws, our common
sense, our education, or our religlon—
one or all—bring us within the pale of &
more considerate and respectable civili-
zation.
