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Telephones in Farmhouses.

In many of the Western States farm-
ing communities bave the benefit of
cheap telephone communication. In
Geauga county, Obio, 2 number of
farmers have organized for themselves
a local telephone exchange, which is
gaid to be most successful. ~The com-
munity is not thickly settled and there
are no towns and but oneortwo villages.
The cost of constructing the line in first-
class fashion was fifiy dollars a mile for
a single wire and telephones were rent-
ed at $12 a year, and this rate, including
as it did the maintenance of the iastru-
mentsinrepair, was found tobe suflicient.
The telephone in the farmhouse shortly
became a necessity and nota luxury.
The people could inquire whether there
were letters at the postotlice before send-
fng for them. The condition of the
markets can be ascertained and crders
recelved and given. The family doctor
can be summoned and the lady in one
house can discuss the trimmings for the
Easter bonnet with her ncighbor a mile
or two away. If the roads are bad the
young man can call up his beart’s choice
and make love over the wires with the
greatest comfort and decorum. Many of
the disadvantages and obj:ctions of coun-
try life are thus removed, and the wonder
is that there is not & telephone exchange
in every rural community.—Baltimore
Sun.

Proposed Railway.

A largely sttended meeting in the in-
terest of the proposed Washington and
Gettysburg Rallroad was held at the
Sandy Sp.ing Lyceum Saturday after-
noon. Alian Farqubar, of that place,
who iz one of the directors, presided.
Gen. George H. Harrles, president; E. S.
Parker, Andrew Glesson and Mr. Larner,
of Washington, of D C., were other di-
reciors in attendance. Guion Miller, of
Washington, claimed to represent anoth-
er set of men who bad a prior right to
the charter under which the men who
were pre-ent at the meeting were plo-
cceding. The discussion became quite
spirited. General Harries expliined that
the proprielorship of the charter would
be decided by the proper courls at the
proper time, and said their right to the
charter could be casily proven.

‘Fhe meeting was for a lalk with the
persons along the proposed route. The
Washington men were much pleased
with the willingness manifested by those
present to co-operate with the company
in securlng right of way, &c. A com-
mitice wasappointed to secure subscript-
fons, counsisting of Asa M. Stabler, E. P.
Thomas and Robert H. Miller.

Heirs to a Large Estate.
Dr. John W. Hebb, of Howard county,
and several of the Hebb famiiy, among
whom is Justice John L. Hebb, of Balii-

more, have recently become the heirs of
considerable property in Hagerstown and
Cumberland which was st first thought
would go into the handsof the Washing-
ton County School Board for the use of
the county schools.

The death of Hopewell Hebb occurred
at Hagerstown several weeks ago, and,
ac he had no lezal representstivesin that
section, steps wereabout to be instituted
for the transfer of the estate to the
School Commissloners, the State Iaw so
providing in such cases. It later devel-
oped, however, that Dr. Hebb, as well
as Justice Hebb, is asecond cousin of the
deceased, and these parties are the legal
heirs of the large estate.

Dr. Hebb sa'd Saturday that he and
Justice Hebb would go te Iagerstown
and arrange to settle up the estate at
an early date. The deceased wasason
of the Jate Richard Hebb, who removed,
it is stated, to Washington county from
Southern Maryland over 70 years ago.

A lagerstown letter stales that two
other claimants have turned up to the
estate, and that G. Stanley Butler, of
that city, has been requested by a Mrs.
Hebb and a Mrs. Ash, of Washington,
D.C, two second cousins of the late
Hopewell Hebb, to take out letters of
administration.

CHILDREN, FACTORIES, SCHOOLS,
Eprror TiEs:

The Baltimore Citizens’ Union Ad-
vocute, in its issue of April 22nd, calls
upon the ladies of Maryland to go be-
fore our next legislature and urge the
passage of an Anti-Child-Labor Bill. It
says that it is sald there was one In-
troduced some years ago, which was de-
feated by James A. Gary, the extensive
mill owner. Of couise, the antt-child-
labor people will say Mr. Guary was in-
terested pecunisrily in what he did, but
there are now numbers of other people
in the country who have come to the
conclusion that the factories are not as
prejudicial tochild life as the schools.

It is very
often the case that those who oppose
child labor, do so for the purpose of in-
suring & better attendance at school, and
the Dr. [ine, of Conn., who recently
wrote in the Baltimore Sun favoring
compulsory education was one of this
ciazs. lle wanted heavy penaliies im-
posed on people who worked children,
and virtually denied them any occupation
but that of school cramming. This
would be an outrage upon individusl
liberty.

Now, in factories children are not
given work beyond thelir strength, but
the main objection to the work is found
in the fact that they are kept long at it
with little of that diversity which chil-
dren naturally crave and need. But this
merely physical application wreaks no
violence to the children in comparison
to that which the schools mentally im-
pose. Their minds are comparatively
at rest after tbe details of their work
have become a specles of second habit,
and the strains and worries of theschool
are unknown. Hence, although factory
work is not the most perfect form of
work for children, yet, in comparison
to that of the schocls, it Is vastly pre-
ferable. while, at the same time the
children are aiding rather thandepleting
the family purse. Until the Siate full}'
provides for poor people, a lu Socialism,
they should at lecast have the lberty ol
working themselyes and their chiidren
in any lines compatible with humanity.
Mr. Gary may be a mill-owner, but 1
would not exchange his humanity and
consideration for that of Dr. Chas. D.
Hine, Superintendent of Education of
Connccticut, and other educators, who,
in all their proposals, have their pro-
fession most valiently and eelfishly at
heart.

Go into a factory town and go into
a highly educated town and note the
children. See which are the nearest
fagged out. Highly educated DBoston
bas recently been shaken by protests a-
gainst the killing processes of herschools.
1 have read them myself in the Boston
papers and Mrs. Lew Wallace in her
article on “The Murder of the Modern
Innocente,” in the February Ladies’
Home Journal, takes occasion to note
the preponderance of school murdering
over factory murdering. She says that
Boston has ‘been shaken by a eolemn
protest from the city physiclan against
the ruinous manner in which children
are over worked; notthe orphans in fac-
torics, nor the poor in tenements, but in
the handsome school houses where the
well-to-dosend their sons and daughters.”
Yes, say I, no factorles ever made more
goulless children than the landed socia-
listic public schools, and the first duty
of the Citizens’ Union Advocate and fts
lady fricnds should be in the direction
of educational 1eform. As a pure food,
drink and drug advocate, the Advocate
fs deserving of all encouragement; but
if it eszays to defend the children let 1t
apply itself to staying that system which
fs most prominently engaged in their
