A Negro Assaulis Sheriff Pickett,

Sheriff Charles D. Plckett, of this coun-
ty, had a desperate encounter Baturday
night while trying to arrest William Col-
lins, colored, who was indicted at the
March term of the Howard County Cir-
cuit Court, charged with attempting to
murder another mnegro. Collins had
evaded arrest since his indictment, but
Sherift Pickett received information Sat-
urday that the fugitive was hiding in the
vicinity of Dayton, in this county. The
Sher!fl, accompanied by Warden Walter
S. Hinmon, of the Howard county jail,
went to the house of a colored family,
where they found Collins.

When the ofticers entered Cellins ran
upstairs, followed by the Sheriff. Just
as Sheriff Pickett landed on the floor he
was struck a terrific blow on the head
with a heavy stone pitcher, which ren-
dered him helpless. The negro then
rushed downstairs. He wasimmediately
seized by Warden Hinmon, but the pow-
erful negro succeeded in making his es-
cape. Several shots were fired at the
negro by Warden Hinmon, but it is
thought that none cf them took effect.
Collins is considered a desperate char-
acter, and has served time in the House
of Correction for various crimes.

Once when arrested In Ellicott City
Collins attempted to jump out of an up-
per story window, and four or five ofli-
cers were required to hold him. He s a
glant in strength. He s six feet high
and welghs two hundred “pounds. At
another time he tried the same jumping
feat Lo evade arrest, but landing on the
rotten covering of an old potato hole,
was carried through to the bottom and
couldn’t get out.

MAD DOG EXCITEMENT.

The Mad Animal Running Amuck Snap-
ped at Everything in its Way.

A dog said to bhave belonged to Mr. J.
S. Moxley, who lives near Alberton,
Howard county, suddenly went mad Sat-
urday and about 5 o’clock in the morning
starting on a run toward this city.

Frothing at the mouth and yelping, the
dog traveled twelve miles from his start-
ing point until he reached the thickly set-
tled part of Frederick avenue, below Car-
rol! Station, biting a number of horses,
cows and other animals on his way. The
dog was killed by Mr. Clarence Oldfleld,
of Ellicott City, who broke his neck with
a railroad switch iron. Mr. ‘Timothy
Casey, of Carroll, assisted in dispatching
the rabid animal by emptying a revoiver
fnto him. Mr. Oldfield in his tight with
the brute was bitten In the kand
and slightly lacerated about the throat.
He went into the city and while there
visited the Pasteur depaitment of the
City Hospital, returninrg to his home
later in the day

The dog is described as a large hound,
very thin and tsll. He was first seen
passing through Jonestown, about three
miles above Ellicout City and a few miles
below Alberton. He attacked a tesm
of horses with which a son of Mr.
Samuel R. Burgess, a Jonestown truck
farmer, was plowing, and bit one of the
horses in the nose, holding on untll he
was shaken off. Going through Jones-
town he is said to have bitten several
dogs and also a cow which belonged toa
Mr. Harvey. At Ellicott City he at-
tacked the horse of Mr. Rezin Jones, of
Jonestown, who had driven into Ellicott
City on buginess. The dogsprang straight
at the horse’s head, and hung for several
minutes by his teeth to the lips and nos-
trile of the horse. Other animals biiten
in Ellicott City were a cow belonging to
Mr. Hamilton Oldtield, a valuable horse
belonging to Miss Merrick, of Ellicott
Clty, and a horse belonging to Mr. John
Hardy, of Clarkesville, Howard county.
Two dogs belonging to Mr. Thomas
Kirby and Mr. Randolph Groves, of Elli-
cott City, were also bitten. Mr. Groves’
dog took prizes at the recentSportsman’s
exposition.

The mad dog passed through Catonsville
without biting, but below North Bend
teams beionging to Messrs. Adolph Stall,
of Dorsey’s lane; Capt. W. H. Baugher,
of Ellicott City, and the firm of Scholsser
& Steinacker were attacked, and a horse
belonging to each was bitten.

Mr. Oldfield met the dog at Irvington,
where he had borrowed a pistol from the
drug store of Dr. J. D. Brown. The dog
stopped near Irvington and laid down in
the road. Mr. Oldfield advanced within a
few feet and fired at the dog without ef-
fect. Thedog sprang upon him aad seized
his hand and the pistol in his mouth.
Twice the pistol wassnappedinthedog’s
mouth, but it would not go off, and Mr.
Oldfield’s hand was Dbitten. He
jumped into an electric car and the dog
was followed down the road to Carroll
Station, where the car was boarded by
Mr. Casey, who was armed witha revol-
ver.

Mr. Casey had opened fire on the dog
while in the car and continued firing
until the dog approached and sprang at
Mr. Oldfield. The latter, who had arm-
ed himself with the switch iron, struck
the dog across the shoulders with such
force that he was felled to the ground,
where between bullets from Mr. Casey’s
revolver and blows from Mr. Oldfield’s
switch Iron the viclous animal was soon
killed.

During Lis run from Catonsville a num-
ber of people had shot atthe dog and
chased him with pitchforks and other
weapons. DMost of the horses bitten by
the dog were taken by their owners to
veterinary surgeons, where their wounds,
were cauterized. Mr. Rezin Jones, whose
horse was badly bitten, it is stated, had
it killed Saturday night. Other hLorses,
whose owners could not be found, were
also said to have been bitten.

There was another mad dog scare here
Monday afternoon but the promptness
in dispatching the animal saved a gener-
al alarm. The animal rushed down
Main Street and ran into the stable of
the Howard House, where it was prevent-
ed from proceeding on its journey until
Police Ofticer Bradley Scaggs arrived on
the scene and ended Its existence with
his pistol.
