PUBL1O SCHOOLS, SOCIALISM, NE-
GROES, RUSSELL SAGE.
Eviror TiMEs

A Socialist writer, Alex. E. Wight,
boasts in the widely read Boston Investi-
gator of May 27th that public schools are
stepping stones to Socislism ; that they
are making people dissatisfied with “or-
dinary daily labor ;" that they are mak-
ing both Catholics and Protestants
“ashamed of their religion,” and that they
are merging both whites and negroes on
to discontent and revolution. Before
these facts—for such they are—all other
objections to the public schools pale in-
to insignificance, and it is time that the
most ardent f1iends of the schoolslooked
them squarely in the face and choose be-
tween public school abolition or straight-
out Sociallsm. Socialism demands also
a full university education, at theex-
pense of the tax-payers, to every poor
boy and girl who wantit. I doubt if
even Hon. John G. Rogers himself would
welcome the Socialist demands

Mr. Wight says of the schools, “Chil-
dren that have been taugit in them are
now demanding Stute food, clothing and
shelterupon the same grounds that they
received State education.” Exactly!
And in some places poor children are al-
ready receiving all these and in addition
are being conveyed to school at State ex-
pense. People are opening their eyes to
these alarming demsands. KEven educat-
ors are seeing them as such, and Dr.
Woodrow, at the recent Presbyterian As-
sembly at Richmond, emphaticaily pro-
tested against the State maintaining any
system of education whatever, as, he in-
sisted, it wasan obnoxious paternalism.
Dr. Woodrow, be it known, was, until
recently, the president of the South Car-
olina Cotlege. A ‘T'rmEs reader, who is a
bigtax-payer, writes me that he thinks the
public schools should go no further than
the teacting of the three Rs. But this
primary teaching is altogether too hu-
miliating for public school teachers and
professors 1o entertain, and will at this
late day be only rebuiled by theextreme-
ly opposite Soclalist demand for State
universities for ail.

Socialist Wight further says of the
schools : “They are making their gradu-
ates dissatisfied with tbe drudgery and
monotony of ordinary daily labor, and
that dissatisfaction is leading themto ex-
amine into social problems, and that ex-
amination is turning them inte advo-
cates of State cc-operstion, of which the
consummation is traternity and liberty,
through evolution.” Exactly! Weseeon
every hand how dissatistied with ordinary
daily labor every public school pupil be-
comes, and what Mr. Wight calls co-op-
cmti(m fraternity and liberty simply
means that the Stete wake a fatherly
charge of evervbedy and divideup the
savings of the industrious and econom-
ical with the lazy and the shiftless. For
working people they have it planned that
four bours work, daily, will be amply
suflicient to supply them with all the
comforts and many of the luxuries of life.
But all this bas been tried time and time
again in Soclalistic colonies. These col-
onies bave always been started with the
intentionof showing on a smallscale just
what would be realized under national
application,and, one by one, they fail. In
The People, of 181 William 5t., New
York, of May 28th, under the heading of
“Ruskin Colony’s Collapse,” is given
the rise and downfall of the latest of
these utopian schemes.

When a man sends a working model
of something to the pateunt oflice and It

fails 1o do that which is promised of it,
he fails to get his patent on it; but not
so with the Socialists. 'l‘hey have a
handy excuse for their every fatlure with
models and demand all the more stren-
uousiy national recognition forthe per-
fect illustration of their schemes. Fresh
advices from Europe are very promising
in their direction. l{nm\iug as they do,
that every year miilions of disgruntled
young men and women are turned out
from the publie scheols of all civilized
nations tn find themselves necessitated
to accept their doctrines. They cheer-
fully lie on their oars and float with the
tide, saying, “all things come to him
who waits.” This is the situation that
every solitary defender and supporter of
the public schools is sugmenting.  What
1 want is to encourage a peaceful turnin
affairs at once. Socialists are congratu-
lating thcmsel\ es that the people will be
led guliibly along until their plans are
unive rqall‘ accepted; but at the turning
point actual revolution isonly too sadly
to be expected. People will not giveup.

The Sage denounces the methods
employed in schools as weakening in-
stead of strengthiening to the mental and
moral character, and holds that the ris-
ing generation is being overeducsated.
We disagree with the Sage; they are not
being educated at all; they are simply be-
ing converted Into parrots to repeat what
is taught them, while the rational facul-
ties are Jeft undeveleped.
