PEDLER SHOT AND ROBBED.,

a Pole, the Victim
known Assailant,

News reached Rockville, Montgomery
county, Sunday evening, of an attempted
murder committed upon Isalah Saxs, a
Polish pedler, at Damascus, on the
Woodtield road Saturday morning. Rob-
bery prompted the assault, and the un-
known assailant of Saxs succeeded in
carrying away a considerable sum of
money, thesavings for many montis of
the victim.

According to the story, Saxs was seat-
cd on a log beside the road counting his
money, when a shot was fired, which
struck him in the left temple. Saxs fell
to the ground, and lay there for some
time, until discovered by Josiah Warfield,
who was passing the place, and convey-
ed to Mr. Wariield’s residence, a short
distance away. Dr. B.F. Lansdale, who
wus summoned, took from the bleeding
man’s head and face 68 shot. Saxs was
then sent to the Johns Hopkins [Hospi-
tal, Baltimoire for treatment. IHe has
for some time past been making his hbome
in the neighborhood of Damascus.

It is sald that his condition i3 critical,
and little hope is entertained of his re-
covery. Shortly after the shooting oc-
cured sherifl Thompson was notitied and
he and his deputes began at once to work
on the case.

Furtherdevelopmentsin the case show
that on Saturday morning about 9 o’clock
Saxs was at the home of Thompson Will-
iams, at Cedar Grove, which is about
three miles from the place the victim was
found lying in the public road uncon-
scious. At Mr. Williams' house Saxs
was seen to have a roll of paper meney.
He left and went in the direction of
Damascus. Ile is known to have been
followed by a person of bad character.

This person when approached and
questioned about the matter, ciaimed he
had spent the entire day at Mt. Alry.
This is believed to be untrue as several
persons saw theman go through Damas-
cus about 11 o'clock on his way to Mt.
A\il‘_\".

In the search for clues some silver
money was found near the place where
Saxs was discovered by Mr. Wartield.
A shotgun. No. 12 bore, was used. There
wis undoubtediy w small load of powder
in the cartridge, for, from the manner in
which the shot was imbedded in the
man’s face and head, the robber and
would-be murderer was very close upon
his victim, and had therc been a full load
of powder he would have been killed in-
stantly. The most of theshot were taken
from the left temple. Several went en-
tirely through the noseand some through
the left cheek.

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A MMonster Block of Granite.

The little town orf RRedstone, N. 11, has
reached a pleasing distinetion, industrial-
ly considercd—that is, the largest blocls
of cranite ever quarried in the world has
lately been blown there, its dimensions
being 145 feet in length, 35 feet in width
and 23 feet in depth. The blast took as
many as S00 pounds of powder, and the
coucussion shoolt the entire village; the
cleavuge was absolutely perfect, as the
rock split like o block of wood.

P’revious to this, the largest block of
granite ever quarried in Amerlea was the
military monument cut in Vinalhaven
abont ten years ago, but as that block
was only 57 feet long and 3 feet in di-
ameter at the base it was simply a toy
compared with the one in Redstone,

Jurther, it the thing were desirable, an
obelisk could be carved from this block
of granite, by the side of which the larg-
est obelisk in Ligypt would sink into in-
signiticance. In the ruins of Karnac, near
the edgze of the Nubian desert, is an obe-
lisk 120 feet hirh and 18 feet In diameter
at the base. This is the largest block of
hewn stone in the known world, and it
has always been a wmarvel how it was
quarried. "The block now taken out at
Ledstone, notwithstanding its size, eould
be hewn almost to the edges, so perfect
and so straight is the cleavage. It con-
tai the cnormous quantity of 140,000
bic feet of <tone.
