CAPTAIN DUGAN AT HOME,

He Returns from Cuba and Speaks of Con-

ditions on the 1sland.

Capt. Thomas Duchanan Dugan, of

Troop G, Seventh United States Cavalry,

stacioned at Pinar del Rio, Cuba, is at his

home, near BEllicott City, on a month’s

leave of absence. Captain Dugaa is a

West Point graduate, class of ’82. fle

went to Cuba at the opening of hostilities

between the United Siates and Spain,and

served throughout theSantiago campalgn.

At that time he was troop commander in

the Third United States Cavalry. Atthe

close of the war he was promoted to his

present position.

Captain Dugan has many interesting

stories to tell of the character and habits

of the prople, a3 well as of the present

cconomic conditions prevailing on the is-

land. At the time he left on his present

leave of absence, the Cubansoldiers were

beine paid their bounty of $75 each by

the United States Government. Some cf

these soldlers were only 14 years of age.

Every male able to bear arms had to be-

come & soldier, if he would not submit to

the reconcentration orderof the Spanish.

T'he soldlers, for the most part, were ne-

groes, but there were also some native Cu-

bans among them. People had watched

with interest to see what these negrocs

would do with their money. Some paid

debts which had accumulated, while

cthers were providing for their families

and buying oxen with which to farm their

plots of ground. Very little gambling

and alwost no drunkenness can be found.

Cock-fighting has been stopped by the

Urited States Government.

The land in Cuba is mostly in the pos-
session of great families, who own large
tracts. The land in Pinar del Rio Is ex-

ceedingly fertile, as it is the beet tobacco
distriet, and a man who owns five or ten
acres of 1t has a neat income. The aver-
age farm is less than an acre in size, and
some of them are scarcely larger than an
ordinary-sized room. Oxen are used al-
most exclusively, and the wooden plow
also Is the common kind. An attempt
was made to introducethe American steel
plow, but the vegetation was so badly
torn up by it that the soil was washed
away in the heevy rainstorms. The titles
to the land are not usually registered in
any safe way, and there is a consequent
insecurity. Very few transfers aremade,
however, for the land remains in the fam-
ily usually. 7The houses arebuilt in such
a4 way as to suggest a pessible attack at
any time. No pretense at adornment is
made outside, end inside an iron grating
is often found half-way up thestairway.

As to the sentiment in theislandin re-
gard to the American occupation, Cap-
tain Dugan says that the educated class,
the Spanish, who are the business people
of Cuba, would have preferred Spanish
ownership, but now that the pPnited
States has control, they wish its power
mainiained, fearing anarchy from Cuban
government. Anoccupationby tiie Unit-
ed States fer a number of years secems o
be, by a general consensus of opinion, the
most desirable expedient.
In regard to the destitute and suflering
in the island, Captain Dugau said that
evervihing possible was belng done by
the United States Government to over-
come it: that 2lmost unlimited rations
Lad been issued to the needy.

Mortgage Stamp Tax,

John I. Owings, Clerk of the Howard
County Circuit Court, some time ago
wrote to the Commissioner of Internal
Revenue at Washington making an in-
quiry concerning an important point re-
lating to the stamp tax on mortgages,
and the reply from that oflicial practical-
1y nullities paragraph 77 of the section in
the Digest of Rulings under the head of
“Peeds and Mortgages.”  The paragraph
about which the inguiry was made reads
as followsin the book prepuared for clerks
of court and oihers: “A conveyance of
realty sold subject to o morigaze should
be stamped according to the value of the
property unincumbered.  The consldera-
tion in such a case Is to be found by
adding the amount paid for theeaquity of
of redemption to the mortgage debt.”
Referring to the foregoing, Acting
Commissioner Robert Wiltiams writes as
follows: “In reply to your letter of
August 10, 1899, you are advised that if
real property is sold subject to a mort-
gage and there is no statement or coven
ant in the deed by which the grantee be
comes personally liable for themortgage,
the amount paid for the equity redemp-
tlon Is to be regarded as the considera-
tion on which the stamp tax is to be
based. However, if there is any state-
ment or covenant in the deed by which
the grantee does become personally lable
in any way for the mortgage and on
which a jtability to 1 deficiency judg
ment could be founded, the amotnt of
the moittgage plus the amount paid for
the cquity §s the consideration and the
basis on which the stamp tax is to be
computed.”
