REPUBLLICAN “FIGURING.”

When State Senator George D. Day
issued his pronunciamento in the How-
ard Republican convention, in session
on the 14th ult., that the convention, in
the interest of a “good ticket” would be
adjourned until the 11th of this month, a
smile of Incredulity went around and
those on the outside wondered what he
had up bis sleeve. The impression of
disinterested epectators was that the con-
vention wasin good tune to nominate &
ticket. Dr. S.J. Fort was conceded to
be a popular candidate for the State Sen-
ate, while plenty of good timber was to
be found in Walter 8. Black, Richard C.
Pindeil, Albert Dorsey, and others for
the Nouse of Delegutes. Beyond the
ruflle created by the Second district con-
test there seemed to be no disturbing in-
fluences—nothing like a deadlock—then
why postpone the deliberations of the
convention 7 Was it because the conven-
tion was afraid of the Seccond district?
Did it suddenly occur to the leaders that
by ignoring Mr. Ciarence Oldtield’s 145
majority the convention had committed
& srave mistake, and that adjournment
was necessary to ‘‘harmonize discordant
clements 7’ Oh,no. Therewasa trump
card up somebody’s sleeve and therc are
wheels within wheels. There are aspir-
ante for the U. S. Senatein Maryland and
one vote may mean a good deal some
day when the General Assembly is In
joint session. The Republican conven-
tion evidently was not in shape for the
proper delivery of senatorial goods, and
the statement made by Chairman Day
that the postponement was for the par-
pose of reaching a “‘good ticket,” if prop-
erly interpreted might just as casily
read, The convention was in bad shape
for a certain person to reach the “pie
counter.”

Our Republican friends aver that the
“factions” are being satisfactorily “paci-
{izd,” but the anxious look and action of
certain would-be leaders creates a ditfer-
ent impression. The truth is there is a
Jonah in the party and in this instance it
is hard to settle on the proper Jonah—
ihe one thatshould be thrown overboard.
Until this question 1s settled the storm
will not cease.

At all events it 1sa unique way to make
a ticket. We have the spectacle of a
regularly elected county convention sur-
rendering its high privilege to a coterie
of politicians who are practically dele-
gated to make up a slate to be accepted
by the convention at its next meeting.
Could anything be more subservient in a
representative form of government?

The mysterious action of the Republi.
can leaders in Howard county is exciting
curiosity and comment. ‘That there is
an Ethiopian in the wood-pile is beyond
question. Some say there are ‘“‘bugs in
the wheat.” A prominent Republican
was heard to say, “I don’t know exactly
what’s going on but if there isany ‘mon-
key business’ some men will know more
after the election in November than they
do now.” The appointment of Htate’s
Attorney J. D. McGuire as counsel to the
County School Board, instead of Mr. D.
M. Murray, displaced, is a surprise and
believed to be significant. Commenting
on this circumstance the Howard county
correspondent of the Baltimore Herald
Thursday was constrained to say:

“Comment is rife, politically viewed,
regarding the appointment a few days
avo of State’s Attorney Joseph D. Mec-
Guire as counsel to the Board of How-
ard County School Commissioners in
place of Daniel M. Murray, who has
served in that capacity the last four
years. The matter secms to possess a
tihge somewhat of an inexplicable char-
acter, the more so because of the con-
dition of things just now existing in the
Republican plans for the coming nomi-
nations. Mr. McGuire Is an aspirant for
renomiuvation, and it has heretofore been
conceded, so far as outward indications
showed, that he would be the choice of
the County Convention for the place.
At the postponed convention held here
some time ago it developed, however,
that John E. Dempster, of the Flrst
district, had a follewing suflicient to
cause at least some doubt as to Mr.
McGulre's assurance of the place, and
the appointment of Mr. McGuire to the
position of counsel to the School Board
has had the effect of creating the belief
by some of his friends that it was a
plan to sidetrack him in his race for
renomination.  Mr. McGuire, inspeaking
of the matter, says he does not under-
stand the meaning of the appointment.
e says he did not ask for the place,
and had no idea that such action was
to be taken by the Board. It is thought
that scemething interesting in the way
of political dodges may yet be developed
from the proceedings.”

A
Jetter was drafted and ordered to be
sent to Senator Wellington deploring
the uncalled-for treatment of J. Frank
Oldticeld, in denying the latter the priv-
ilere of participating in the recent pri-
maries.

Severe Accldent.

A somewhat singular and what at first
was thought would prove a fatal accident
happened Sunday night to Walter Grant,
aged 18 years, son of Charles 'T. Grant,
of the Third district. The young man
had spent the evening at the home of
Robert S. Maxwell. He left there short-
ly after 10 o’clock, and at about 11 o’clock
was found lying in the road near Devrles’
schoolhouse, unconscious, and his head
bleeding profusely. The discovery was
made by Maurice Quill, telegraph oper-
ator at Woodstock, while returning to
his home from a visit in the neighbor-
hood. Mr. Quill immediately notified
Dr. Benjamin F.Shipley, whose home is
nearby, and though restoratives were ap-
piied he remained unconscious, and soon
afterwards was taken to his home, about
a mile distant. He wasthen handed over
to the regular family physician Dr. J. W.
tiebb. In a day or two still remaining
in a precarious and more or less uncon-
gcious condition Dr. Hebb took him to
tue Maryland University Hospltal for a
more critical examination. It was found
that his scuil was not fractured as was
supposed, but was suflering from the
shock incident to severe concussion, and
latest account was gradually improving.
1t is supposed voung Grant was going at
a pretty lively gait and his horse stumb-
ling he was precipitated violently forward
alighting on some broken stone where hie
was found. The horse also was more or
less bruised. }

Young Grant is a student at St. John’s
College, Annapolis, and 1s considered
one of the brightest in his class. He was
preparing to resume his studies at the
college in Scptember.

The Columbia system of vertical writing
in the schools was adopted, the natural
and Sheldon systems being already on
the list. State’s Attorney Joseph D. Mc-
Guire was appointed counsel to the
Board, the position having been previ-
ously held by Daniel M. Murray. It was
ordered that that the county schools re-
open op September 5.

About Roads.

The County Commissioners Tuesday
received a petition asking for the open-
ing of a new public road in the Fourth
district, through the lands of Mrs.
Junkins and Mrs. Horatio Gritlith, to
the Montgomery county line, a distance
of about one mile.

A delegation from Elkrldge and neigh-
borhood appeared before the Commiss-
foners to ask an appropriation for shell-
ing the Washington road through that
village. The amount asked for being
the balance of the annual extra levy for
the district, was allowed. It was esti-
mated that 30 carloads of shells could be
secured. These will be applied on top of
the crushed stone put on the same road
last year. Thedelegationincluded Gros-
venor Hauson, John O’Malley, B. C. Sun-
derland, Michael Norris, Frank Rowles,
James C. Cooney and Everbardt Hartke.
The shells will be applied between the
Patapsco bridge and Hartke's.

Guarding Against Small-pox.

Mr. P. T. Harman, School Examiner
for Howard county, has received the fol-
lowing communication from Dr. John S,
Fulton, Secretary of the State Board of
Healtly:

“Maryland had the good fortune last
winter to have but a few easily controlled
outbreaks of small-pox,though the nelgh-
boring States suffered heaviiy. The out-
look promises greater prevalence of
small-pox during the coming winter, and
we muet look carefully after cur defen-
ses. Several of the county school boards
had ditticultiy in respect to the vaccina-
tion of the school children, becausethe
malter was not taken up seriously until
after the opening of the schools. The
State Board of Health hopes that in all
parts of the State parents will be in-
formed early that children without certi-
ficates of vaccination will not be admit-
ted to school.”

Diphtheria Epidemic,

Dr. Shipley reports an ¢pidemic of
diphtherlain the neighborhood of Alpha.
One case has terminated fatally and four
children of George W. K. Ridgely were
reported i1l this week. There are other
cases and the section is very much alarm-
ed. The fatal case occurred in the family
of Benjamin Holtzner, a carpenter,
whose daughter, 14 years of age, died
last week. She had been ill but a dey or
two. Death ensued while she was sit-
ting up and about the house. ‘T'hespread
of the disease in the locality is attributed
to a visit there of a family from Balti-
more, one of whose members had been
affected, but was thought to be entirely
cured.

DROWNED IN A HUGSHEAD,

An Unaccountable Acclident to Mrs. Nor-
wood Near Elkridge.

BLrripGe, Aug. 31.—A very sad ac-
cident occurred near the upper end of
this place Tuesday, by which Mrs.
Charlotte Norwood, wife of Mr. Edward
Norwood, lost her life. The accldent
was discovered about 4.30 Wednesday
evening, by two daughters of Mr. Samuel
Stewart, living nearby, whofirst saw the
body of the unfortunate lady in a hogs-
head, sunk nearly level with the ground
at the corner of the house, to hold rain
water. The girls immediately gave the
alarm and their father and Mr. Mc-
Namara hastened to the scene and took
the body from the cask. Squire Samuel
J. Holland was summoned, who ewm-
panelled a jury of inquest but as Mr.
Norwood had not then arrived home, ad-
journed to meet to-night.

From the statement of Mr. Norwood it
appears he left home ‘Tuesday morning
his wife intending to visit her father,
who resides in Baltimore, the same day.
On coming home that night and not see-
fng his wife, supposed she had gone: a8
she intended and after getting his own
breakfast the next morning left for his
work, and knew nothing of his sad afllic-
tion, until met on the train coming home
Inet night. It is supposed that Mrs.
Norwood went to the hogshead, which
at the time contained about eighteen
inches of water, to draw a pail full, and
either lost her balance and fell in, or had
a fainting spell, Dr. Harrison Tongue
made an examination and stated the
body had been in the water not less than
18 or 20 hours, but from the circumstances
adduced she must have been there in the
neigchborhood of 40 hours.

The deceased was in the 45th year of
her age and her sad fate is deeply re-
gretted by all who knew her. Sheleaves
no children.

There was nothing
stable about it. [f the mouney spent in
temporary repairs during the past
twenty vears had been spent in putting
stone on the roads, Howard county
would today have the best roads in the
state.” We are, however, on the right
track.”

“Po you look forward to continuous
settlement on the hills along the Patap-
sco River from Lawyers’ Hill to Ellicott
City?”

“1 do in the course of a few years.
There is no more beautiful spot in Mary-
land. Somebody has said, ‘See Naples
and die.” Washington Irving added to
that by eaying ‘See the Hudson and Jive”
We people in Howard county would like
1o add the Patapsco to Irving’s sentence
and have it read, ‘See the Hudson and
Patapsco and live.” Irvieg, by the way,
took the trip up the Patapsco once, and
{n one of his books there is a most glow-
ing description of its beauties. 1t hasal-
ways been a source of surprise to me
that the hills of the PPatapsco were not
selected by Baltimoreans as sgites for
cottages and villas. 1 suppose thelr
heights have been barriers, but the
modern trolley cars are able to climb
these hills, and I have no doubt but that
the trolleys will be utilized in time in
climbing the beautiful hills along the
Patapsco.”
