any time of day or night 1 happen to
hink of it and often let it run down,
while you are ceeful with your watceh
and never abuse it and wind it up just
at the same hour every night and put it
in a place where it will not suffer from
the violent changes of atmosphere, which
watch will last the longer? Common sense
answers.  Now, the human body is God's
watech.  You see the hands of the wateh,
you see the face of the watch, but the
beating of the heart is the ticking of the
watch.
down.
Religion a Friend of Longevity,
Again, I remark that practical religion
is n friend of longevity in the fact that it
is o protest against dissipations, which
injure and destroy the health. Bad men
and women live a very short life. Their
sins Kill them. 1 know hundreds of good
old men, but I do not know half a dozen
bad old men. YWhy? They do not get
old. Lord Byron died at Missolonghi at
36 vears of age, himself his own Mazep-
pa. his unbridled passions the horse that
dashed him into the desert. Sdgar A.
PPoe died at Baltimore at 38 years of age.
he black raven that alighted on the bust
above his door was delirium tremens—
Only this and nothing more.
Nuapoleon DBonaparte lived only just be-
vond midlife, then died at St [Helena,
and one of his doctors said that his dis-
ease was induced by excessive snutling.
The hero of Austerlitz, the man who by
one step of his foot in the center of Eu-
rope shook the carth, killed by a snuff-
box! Iow many people we have known
who have not lived out half their days be-
cause of their dissipations and indulg-
ences!  Now, practical religion is a pro-
test against all dissipations of any kind.

“RBut.” vou say, “professors of religion
have fallen, professors of religion have

got drunk, professors of religion have
misappropriated trust funds, professors
of religion have absconded.” Yes, but
they threw away their religion before
they did their morality. If a man on a
White Star line steamer, bound for liiv-
cerpool, in mid-Atlantic jumps overboard
and is drowned, is that anything against
the White Star line’s capacity to take the
man across the ocean?  And if a man
jumps over the gunwale of his religion
and goes down pever to rise, is that any
reason for your believing that religion
has no capacity to take the man clear
through? In the one case, if he had Kept
to the steamer, his body would have been
saved: in the other case, if he had kept
to his religion, his morals would have
been saved.

There are aged people who would have
been dead 25 yvears ago but for the de-
fenses and the equipoise of religion. You
have no more natural resistance than
hundreds of people who lie in the ceme-
teries today slain by their own vices, The
doctors made their case as  kind and
pleasant as they could, and it was called
congestion of the brain or something else,
but the snakes and the bluetlies that
scemed to crawl over the pillow in the
sizht of the delirious patient showed
what was the matter with him.  You, the
aged Christian  man, walked along by
that unhappy one until you came to the
golden pillar of a Christian life. You
went to the right: he went to the left.
That is all the difference between you.
If this religion is a protest against all
forms of dissipation, then it is an illus-
trious friend of longevity. “With long
life will 1 satisfy him.”

It Takes Out the Worry.

Again, religion is a friend of longevity
in the fact that it takes the worry out of
our temporalities. 1t is not work that
kills men; it is worry. When a man be-
comes a genuine Christian, he makes
over to God not only his affections, but
his family, his business, his reputation,
lis body, his mind, his soul, everything.
Industrious he wili be, but never worry-
ing, beeause God is managing his affairs.
How can he worry about business when
in answer to his prayers God tells him
when to buy and when to sell? And if
he gain, that is best, and if he lose, that
is best.

Suppose you had a supernatural neigh-
bor who came in and said: “Sir, I want
you to call on me in every exigency. 1
am your fast friend. I could fall back
on £20,000,000. I can foresee a panic ten
years. 1 hold the controlling stock in 30
of the best monetary institutions of New
York. Whenever you are in trouble call
on me, and I will help you. You can
have my money, and you can have my
intluence. llere is my hand in pledge for
it.”” IHow much would you worry about
business? Why, you would say, “I'll do
the best I can, and then I'll depend on
my friend’s generosity for the rest.”

Now, more than that is promised to
every Christian business man.  God says
to him: “I own New York and London
and St. Petersburg and Peking, and Aus-
tralin and California are mine. 1 can
foresee a panic a hundred years. 1 have
all the resources of the universe, and I
am your fast friend. When you get in
business trouble or any other trouble,
call on me, and 1T will help.  Here is my
hand in pledge of omnipotent deliver-
ance.”  How much should that man
worry?  Not much.  What lion will dare
to put his paw on that Daniel? Is there
not rest in this? Is there not an eternal
vaeation in this? O, you say, “here
is 1 man who asked God for a blessing in
a certain enterprise, and he lost $£5,000 in
it.  Laplain that.”

I will. Yonder is a faciory, and one
wheel is going north, and the other wheel
is going south, and one wheel plays lat-
crally, and the other plays vertically. 1
g£o to the manutacturer, and [ say: O
manufacturer, your machinery is a con-
tradiction! Why do you not make all the
wheels go one way?? “Well,” he says,
*T made them to go in opposite directions
on purpose, and they produce the right
result.  You go down stairs and examine
the carpets we are turning out in this
establishment, and you will see.” 1 o
down on the other floor, and [ see the
carpets, and [ am obliged to confess that,
though the wheels in that factory go in
opposite directions, they turn out a beau-
tiful result, and while T am standing
there looking at the exquisite fahbric an
old Scripture passage comes into my
mind, “All things work together for good
to them who love God.” Is there not a
tonic in that? Is there not longevity in
that?

Suppose a man is all the time worried
about his reputation? One man sayvs he
Ites, another says he is stupid, another
sayvs he is dishonest, and half a dozen
printing establishments attack him, and
he is in a great state of excitement and
worry and fume and cannot sleep, but
religion comes to him and says: “*Man,
God is on your side. e will take care
of your reputation. If God be for you,
who can be against you?”  How much
should that man worry about his reputa-
tion? Not much. If that broker who
some years ago in Wall street, after he
had lost money, sat down and wrote a
farewell letter to his wife before he blew
his brains out—if, instead of taking out
of his pocket a pistol, he had taken out a
well read New Testament, there would
have been one less suicide.

O nervous and feverish people of the
world, try this almighty sedative! You
will live 25 years longer under its sooth-
ing power. It is not chloral that you
want or morphine that you want. [t is
the gospel of Jesus Christ. *With long
life will T satisfy him.”

Again, practical religion is a friend of
longevity in the fact that it removes all
corroding care about a future existence.
IEvery man wants to know what is to be-
come of him. [If you get on board a rail
train, you want to know at what depot it
is going to stop. If you get on board a
ship, you want to know into what har-
bor it is going to run. And if you should
tell me you have no interest In what iy
to be your future destiny I would, in g
polite a way as I know how, tell you I
did not believe you. Before 1 had thiy
matter settled with reference to my fu-
ture existence the question almost wor-
ried me into ruined health.  The anxie-
ties men have upon this subject put to-
gether would make a martyrdom. This
is a state of awful unhealthiness., There
are people who fret themselves to death
for fear of dying. 1 want to take the
straln off your nerves and the depression
off your soul, and I make two or threco
experiments.  Experiment  first: When
you go out of this world, it docs not make

any difference whether you have been
good or bad, whether you believed truth
or error, \ou will go straight to glory.
“Impossible,” you say. “My common
gense as well as my religion teaches that
the bad and the good cannot live tu;..cth('
forever. \uu give me no comfort in that
experiment.”  Iixperiment the second:
When you leave this world, you will go
into an intermediate state, where you can
get converted and prepared for heaven.
“Impossible,” you say. ‘“As the tree fall-
eth, so must it lie, and I cannot postpone
to an intermediate state reformation
which oughs to have been effected in this
state.” Ixperiment the third: There is
no future world. When a man dies, that
is the last of him. Do not worry about
what you are to do in another state of
being. You will not do anything. *Im-
possible,” you say. “There is something
that tells me that death is not the appen-
dix, but the preface, to life. There is
something that tells me that on this side
of the grave 1 only get started and that
1 shall #o on forever. My power to think

says ‘forever,” my affections say ‘forev-
er,) my capacity to enjoy or suffer, ‘for-
ever. "’

Peance Now and Hereafter.
Well, vou defeat me in my three exper-
iments. I have only one more to make,
and if you defeat me in that I am ex-

hausted. A mighty One on a knoll back
of Jerusalem one day. the skies filled
