OURLEGISLATIVE TICKET AND A FEW
WORDS BESIDE.

William B. Peter, on our ticket to re-
present IHoward county in the State
Senate, wasborn in Jefferson county, Va.
in 1847. Ile was brought as a child by
his father, the late Major George Wash-
ington Peter, to Howard county. In 1876
he first went to the Legislature, after a
contest with John J. Donaldson, as
Journal Clerk of the House. In 1878 he
was clerk to the Finance Committee and
Corporations Committee of the Senate.
In 1880 he again became Journal Clerk to
the House. In18SS he was elected to the
Senate over George W. S. Hall and
gerved on the Committees of Finance,
Corporations and as cheirman of the
Constitutional Committee (Art.3.) En-
grossing and Library Committees.

It was Mr. Peter who discovered the
theft of the Gas Bill, when a new biil was
formulated and passed, the next day
signed by the executive and deposited
with the Clerk of the Court of Appeals.

Mr. Peter has been a consistent and
undemonstrative Democrat—e Democrat
from principle, and always dewmocratic
in his intercourse with the people.

Grosvenor Hanson, candidate, for the
House of Delegaies in Ifoward county,
lives in the First district, near Elkridge,
where he culiivates a large truck farm,
and on ground where his ancestors for
many years, lived.

Intelligent, active, carnest
and quick to perccive, he possesses all
the requisites of agood legislator. e is
a farmer, owning cstates in Howard
county, which he cultivates in model
style. Ileis an effective speaker.

Do not be misled about the coupon on
the ballot.

When you have make the X mark on your
ballot right opposite the Democratic em-
blem, and leaving the voting booth, have
handed your ballot to the Judge, see that
he detaches the coupon from the ballot
and puts it on the string before he puts
the ballot in the box. As soon as the
coupon is taken from the ballot and the
ballot is put in the box, there 18 no way
to identify it.

Your name and number are not put on
tha ballot—but only on the coupon—and
when the coupon is separated from the
ballot, the identity of the ballot 18 abso-
lutely lost, and no ballot can be traced.

The object of the law {8 to enable you
10 vote a secret ballot, and the coupon
does not put it in the power of anybody
to follow your ballot, and find out how
you voted.

OoF TIE

FeELLOW CITIZENS:

Our campalgn opened most ausplici-
ously and the gratifying promise of sue-
cess which met us at the beginning has
deepened into a well-assured confidence

of triumpb as the contest draws toa
close.

The popular manifestations of appro-
val of the work of our Convention in all
sections of the State have left nothing to
be desired. Our candidates have been
recelved everywhere with an enthusiam
never surpassed. Their acknowledged
high character and thoroughly establish-
ed qualifications, their experience in
public affairs, thelr familiarity with the
needs and resources of the State, and
their recognized intellectual vigor, sup-
plemented by the inspiring circumstan-
ces under which they were nominated,
have given to the campaign a spirit and
force seldom witnessed. Our orgdniza-
tion bothin the city of Baltimore and in
the counties ie complete. The work of
registration has been conducted with
thoroughness and care. Factional dif-
ferences in our ranks have disappeared.
Our lecal tickets are mede up every-
where of men of character and intelli-
gence and one of the most gratifying
features of the campalgn is the hearti-
ness and good feeling with which the

1ds of the defeated candidates for
nomination arc supporting the ticket.
Indeed, greater harmony and earnest-
ness have never been seen, and we feel
from the reports that cometo us, fromone
end of the State to the other, of the spir-
it and enthusiam of the Democracy and
the cordial union of all elements of the
party, we can say to you wiih emphasis
that the day of our political deliverance
is near at hand.

Results have abundantly proved the
wisdom, sagacity and patriotism of our
Convention in deciding to conduct this
campaign upon State issues alone.

The introduction into our platform as
tests of party allegiance of questions of
national administration and policy was
believed by the Convention to be as un-
necessary as it was unwise. It was felt
that in this momentous struggle for good
State government in Democratic hands
upon correct and sound business princi-
ples, we were entitled to have and assur-
edly would receive ‘the support of the
great majority of the intelligent white
men of the State and that no obstacles
should be put in the way of those who
from interest, inclination, former asso-
ciations, State pride or any other reason,
might be disposed to help us in re-ac-
quiring our lost political supremacy in
Maryland. It was known that our peo-
ple are divided at this time on the ques-
tion of imperialism and the policy of for-
cign conquest and “forcible annexation,”
once so virorously depreciated and de-
nounced by President McKinley asa pol-
jicy too shocking to be “thought of,” and
which in his specigl message to Congress
of April 11, 1898, he solemnly declared
would “by our Code of Morality be criminal
agyression.”

It was not easy to perceive what influ-
ence could be exerted by the State gov-
ernment of Maryland or the loeal gov-
ernment of her counties upon the ques-
tion of the warnow being waged by Pres-
ident McKinley against the Filipinog,
and accordingly it was by all of us
thought most impolitic and by some of us
even unpatriolic to attempt to array the
Democratic party of the State against his
administration upon a subject whose de-
cision could not be affected inany degree
by the result of our contest.

It was apparent, too, that by such a
declaration we might lay® ourselves and
our parly open to the charge, (which
would assuredly have been vehemently
made) that in opposing the prosecution
of the war whilst it was actually going on,
we would be virtually and substantially
giving aid and comfort to the enemy and
that thus we might driseto the side of the
Republicans many voters who otherwise
wouid be glad to side with us.

1t did not occur to ourconvention that
the Republicans would be smitten witha
fatulty so extraordinary as to lead them
1o complain of us and attack us hecause
with patriotic forbearance we did not de-
nounce the President and his policy and
thus seek to embarrass and weaken his
administration.

Nor did we imagine that our adversar-
jes in their desperation and alarm over
the “apathy” of their party in this State
would seck to avert thelr impending dis-
aster by importing into our midst impas-
sioned spell-binders from other States to
tell us of our politicaldepravity; to prate
of their monopoly of “civic honesty,”
virtue and morelity, and to urge our peo-
pie to desert us because while we did not
commend the President’s constantly
changing policy, we had carefully re-
frained trom assailing it. :

Indeed, notl:ing that has occurred dur-
ine the campaign has helped our cause so
much as these gratuitous insults heaped
by imported strangers upon our honor,
integrity and patriotism. If we do not
resent them with the warmth which they
naturally arouse, it is beecause we feel that
thiey have had no effect but to consoli-
date our own ranks more compactly and
to bring to our support multitudes who
might otherwise have been indifferent or
c¢ven hostile to us

Marvlanders are proverbially hospita-
ble. We receive and entertain strangers
gladly and give them of our best, but it is
a sore trial to our patience and forbear-
ance to keep silent when gentlemen from
abroad who do not know our situation,
come here and asfume, in the loftiness of
their superior virtue, to instruct us as to
our duty, lecture us upon our “immoral-
ties” and “indecency’” and rebuke us for
our lack of patriotism and public spirit.

If we had denounced President Mc-
Kinley’s war and called on our people to
mark their emphatic disapproval of it
we could understand the propriety of re-
pelling our attack, and of depicting the
beauties of the**benevolent ascimilation”

of the Filipinos in all the glowing
rhetoric of Secretary Dayis, Senator

Thurston and Governor Roosevelt, but as
we had purposely abstained from making
such an issue, we can only treat the in-
jection of it by the enemy as an effort to
divert attention from the real issues in
order to arouse the drooping spirits of
their rank and file and, if possible, to se-
cure some recruits.

So, too, with the money question.

QOur State campaign has nothing to do
with Bi-metallism,gold monometallism or
the free cvinage of silver.

These issues may come to the front in
the Presidential struggle of next year,
but our Convention having in view the
paramount object of securing for our
people the blessings of good government
under the control of the white people of
the State and the staying of the swelling
tide of lawlessness by the vicious element
of our colored population, wisely forbore
to ralge these issues In this Statecontest.

We could not understand how the elec-
tion of cur ticket on a platform which
deliberately ignored the money question
a8 frrevelant In this struggle for home
rule and good local self government.
could fairly be claimed as In any way fix-
ing the political status of Maryland upon
that question. '

It is true that the thirtecen Senators
who are to be chosen at the coming elec-
tion will vote for a United States Sena-
tor in 1902, who will take his seat in the
Senate in December, 1903, but that sin-
gle clrcumstance, so very far off in its
practical bearlng did notseem toour Con-
vention to be a sufliciently strong reason
for introducing into the campaign asub-
ject upon which honest differences of

opinion exist in our ranks and whose in-
troduction could only be the occasion of
discord and weakness.

We appeal to you, therefore, fellow
ciuzens, to stand fast to your party al-
legiance and to your convictions of your
duty to your State in thistime ol her
need.

Do not allow yourself to be led astray
by false issues.

You wil! have ample opportunity one
year from now to pass upon questions of
national concern, and can do so intelli-
gently and wisely in thelight of the facts
as they shall then exist.

In your apprehension of possible fulure
contingencies and evils, affecting the
whole Union, do not shut your eyes to
present actual evils affecting most fnjuri-
ously our own State alone.

Listen to the despairing cry for relief
that comes to you from Southern Mary-
land, once the seat of culture, refinement
and prosperity, but now withering under
the deadly blight of Republican control.

fI1eed the appeals for encouragement
and protection that our suflering coun-
ties upon the Eastern Shore send up 10
you. 1Help them to honest and intelli-
gent local government. Relieve them in
your generoua strength and sympathy
from the destructive rule of ignorance
and corruption.

Rescue them from the domination of
those who levy and expend the taxes
which they do not help to pay. Give
them security in their homes and fire-
sides against the most appaling form of
crime.

Put in power a State government in
sympaihetic touch with the best elements
of-society and not dependent for exis-
tence upon the support of the very worst.

Elect as your Governor a man who, in
his ten years of service in the State Sen-
ate, voted forevery just and conservative
mesasure of progress and reform that
came before that body. Who will, in-
deed, give you & non-partisan judiciary
in the persons of honest, intelligent and
upright justices of the peace.everywhere
—who will indeed keep politics out of
our public schools and not directly ap-
peal Lo the teachers for thelr votes by of-
fering them an Increase in their salarles,
and who will never permit the patron-
age of his oflice to be disposed of and
bartered, or dispose of or barter it bim-
self to elect a United States Senator as a
reward for personal political support.

Fellow citizens, the claims upon which
the Republicans now rest their appeal
for your votcs are the same as those
which were considered and passed upon
and repudiated by the pcople in the
municipal campaign in Baltimore last
May.

There is nothing new in this State
campaign. The Republican orators are
for the most part the same and the argu-
ments are the same now as then.

re-election of Governor Lowndes.
