WHAT AN ADMIRAL DOES.

Dewey Will Be Free to Choose His
Own Quarters.

The office of admiral is such a rare one
that many people wonder what are the
duties connected with it. That is a ques-
tion which no one can answer until Ad-
mira! Dewey makes his chaoice, 'The na-
val regulations do not prescribe the du-
ties of an admiral. The functions of
commander in chief are fully set forth,
but this might apply to a rear admiral
or a cominodore as well as to an admiral.
In fleet formation he would, of course, be
given the position of honor, but it is not
to be expected that an admiral would be
much upon the sea. Farragut was al-
lowed to choose for himself, and he went
upon an extended cruise. Admiral Yor-
ter clected to take shore duty, and he
was connected with the navy department
in an advisory capacity.

After the popular enthusiasm over the
return of Admiral Dewey has receded to
something like sensible bounds and he is
allowed to have a few moments of sober
reflection he will be the one to decide
what are the duties of an admiral. His
choice will of course be to some extent
shaped by the established regulations of
the navy department. If he should de-
sire to take sea duty, his wishes will be
respected. In case he feels that he would
prefer shore duty he will in all probabili-
ty be given any berth he wants.

Ile cannot be retired unless he desires
to be, and even then he will receive full
pay as an admiral. The oftice which he
holds is practically without precedent, as
only two have held it before him, and
conditions have changed to some extent
since the days of Admirals Farragut and
Porter.—Washington Post.

Tuorkish Ignorance.

Talking about 'Turkey, says a writer
in the Washington Post, I hear most
amusing stories of the difficulties expe-
rienced even by Ottoman princes of the
blood In getting through the sultan’s
eustom house such uncanny things as
automobiles and electric launches, the
difficulty being largely due to the ina-
bility of the revenue oflicers to appre-
ciate the distinction between the word
dynamo and dynamite.

There are several clectric launches now
flitting about on the waters of the Bos-
porous. But they are each provided with
a purely ornamental smokestack, with
the object of allaying the fears of the
custom house officials, who only consent-
ed to pass them after it had been ex-
plained to them that if the boats in ques-
tion had been sent out from England
without smokestacks it was because they
were in .n incomplete condition. In the
same way it was impressed upon them
that the automobiles were a new kind of
water cart, for the purpose of watering
the paths and roads in the grounds of
the princes and dignitaries by whom they
had been purchased, and that the accu-
mulators were merely a new species of
tank for the water.

A Living Death.

I'or 42 years George IKnight, who mur-
dered his wife in Poland, Androscoggin
county, in 1856, has been serving his life
sentence in the state prison at Thomas-
ton. It is a remarkable record, without
an cqual in our state and probably few
equals anywhere. Of all the men who
took a prominent part In the events
which led up to his conviction he alone is
alive today. The judge that sentenced
him is dead. Ilis counsel is dead. The
county attorney and the attorney general
who condncted the case against him are
dead. Dead also are the court oflicials
and nearly all the jurymen, and yet these
men lived a life of freedom, and his has
been passed within prison walls.  Ile is
now 82 years old and s still in good
health and clear of mind and eye. Ile
was first sentenced to death, and we ven-
ture the opinion that he has regretted
many times that this sentence was ever
commuted.—Portland Argus.
