speare’s Shylock. It looks now asthough
they would get the pound of flesh and
with it the life of the Republican party.

JURIES AND UNANIMITY,
From the Baltimore News.

The Greensborough Free Press, com-
menting on the verdict in the case of
Garey vs. the Commissioners of Caroline
Ceunty, tried at the recent ierm of the
Quecen Anne Court, raises theold question
concerning the requirement of unanimity
for a jury verdict. Mr. T. Fred Garey, a
farmer of Caroline, was returning froma
fox-hunt when his horse fell through a
bridee. The rider was injured in the fall,
and brought suit against tue County Com-
missioncrs for $50,000 , alleging
that his injures were of such a character
as to permanently disable him. The case
was removed to Queen Anne, and, when
brought to tria}, the defense set up was
that the road upon which the plaintift
was traveling at the time he received his
injuries was not apublic road, and there-
fore the county was not responsible in
damages. Yoluminous tesumony was
taken. and it was proved, on behalf of the
plaintiif, that work had been done on the
bridge and the road in guestion at the
expense of the county. On the cther
hand, strong proof was offered that the
road had never been a public road, in
the legal sense. The jury, after long
deliberation, found for the plaintifl, and
awarded damages of 1 cent.  This placed
the costs of the trial, which are heavy,
upon the county.

The verdict of the jury has been di-
versely criticised by the Caroline taxpay-
ers upon whom the Queen Anne jury has
placed these costs. 'I'he Feee Press says
there should have been no “‘haif-way busi-
ness” about the verdict. If Mr. Garey re-
ceived his injuries on a public road, then
he is entitled to all the dameages he could
prove to the satisfaction of the jury. If
the road was not a county road, then he
should have been compellzd to bear the
costs in the case. According to the re-
ports of the trial, neither party to the
ltigation is satistied, and & new trial is
expected. The Free Press says:

Too often in cases of this kind it i1s not jus-
tice that one gets but a compromise in which
either sympathy or expediency cut the great-
est figure. We have known of suits against
the county, or some great corporation, where
jurors, in arrivingat a verdict, say “"the plain-
tiff is not entitled to anything, but he is not
able to pay the costs and the detfendant will
not miss it, so we will split the difterence.”
This 1s entirely wrong and we feel assured
that in such cases thatif the matter in dispute
had been submitted to arbitrators where the
costs. if any, would be sma'l, that the decision,
either for or against, woulid certainly not have
such an appearance of compromise. The
cause of this trouble, in the main. is the ne-
cessity under our laws for the entire jury to
agree. The remedy is for our laws to be
changed, =o that in civil suits. when three-
fourths of the jury agree, a verdict can be
reached, whether three of the jury agree or
not. Law courts are essentially the seats of
justice, vet many an injustice isdone, because
one man is either obstinate or corrupt. The
courts are one of the few, if not only in-
gtances, where unanimous agreement isre-
quired to decide a2 case. A constitutional
amendment. which affects the lives and proo-
erty ot ali of us, can beadopted without re-

o ent of all the people atfected

‘I'he guestion raised by the Free Press
—whose editer is a lawyer and a Dele-
gutc-clect to the General Assembly—Iis
one of those standing questions upon
which much is to be said on both sides,
but which everybody is reluctant to dis-
cuss. The reason for this reluctance is
of course the feeling that an institution
so fundamental us the jury system, and
with such a great as well as hoary an-
tiquity behind it, {s almost impregnable
to attack in any important feature. DbBut
it is none the less interesting to have
this very serious point discussed in an
carnest manner, and our Greensborough
contemporary does well to call attention
to it.

PRESENT DAY THOUGHTS.

“BY GROSVENOR.”
Written for THE TIMES.

Washington’s Moral Courage—In less
than two weeks the centennial of the
death of George Washington will have
been commemorated in hundreds of com-
muuities throughout the land, but more
notably in the District of Columbia and
at Mount Vernon. Muchdcubtless will be
said regarding him that would seem ex-
travagant if we could come in personal
contact with this plain, unassuming
lesder of the Revolution. But the ex-
travagance of others need not deter us
from adorning his memory with a few
humble wreatis of appreclation.

Two phases of his character seem al-
most contradictory. Where public ut-
terance was requiced, he wasdiflident—
almost bashful. When he risked his es-
tates and offered his sword in the service
of his country, he said emphatically, “I
this do declare with the utmost sincerity
1 do not think myself equal to the com-
mand that I am honored with.” When
he wro.e his farewell message he de-
ferred to the judgment of others as to
what it should contain. He was quick
to recognize his own limitations and to
lean on others. But this distrust of self
was not always his.

I'wvo acts evince beyond all refutation
the lion-like courage and self-poise of
George Washington. With whom had
there been eight years of war? England.
From whom had there been twenty years
and more of abuse and all wrong? Eng-
land. What country had sent hireling
soldiery to the highways and the cities
of America? England. Yet when it
came to the point of settling a policy that
should exist—not between the mother
couuntry and her colonies, but—between
one sovereign nation and another, Wash-
ington dared, in the face of ten thousand
threats, to approve the commercial treaty
that resulted fromtheenvoysbip of Chief
Justice Jay. His character was attacked
with violence. Even Impeachment was
sugeested. Hounds of defamation tried
to drag him down. There is but one
straight course—sald he—and thatlisto
seek truth and pursue it steadily.

Again. What ration had given us of
itsblood and of its treasure that wemight
fight its own hated foe? France. She had
done for us—often inetlectually—the
best she could, and throughout the coun-
try there was a feeling of Intense grati-
tunde towards her; for she had given
Lafayette, Rochambeau, and DeGrasse.
Yetit was against France and with Eng-
land that Washington dared to stand
during his presidential occupancy. Even
as there had been ten thousand threats
against our treaty with Eugland, there
bhad been an equally intense feeling in
favor of joining forces with France; but
the anxious Washington, ever seeking
for the good of his country—not the im-
mediate good only, but the present and
the future good—saw in the French Rev-
oiution and its leaders something very
different from the American Revolution,
aud he would not give support to what
under the name of Revolution was actu-
ally retrogression.

Without any others these two acts are
and will never fail as signal proofs of
the independence and farseeing charac-
ter of his judgment.

EMrire or THE SouTH.—What is un-
questionably the most comprehensive
and beautiful volume ever issued upon
the South, has just been published by the
Southern Railway. Its title, “The Em-
pire of the South,” conveys an impres-
sion of its general character, but nothing
short of athoroughreading demonstrates
how carefully the author, Mr. Frank
Presbrey, has gone into every interest of
this section, commercial, industrial, and
educa'ional.
