Youthful Train Wreckers Convicted.

George Deems and Harry Bason were
tried before a jury of the Clrcuit Court
for Carroll county at Westminster on
Monday afternoon, and found guilty of
placing an obstruction on the tracks of
the Baltimore and Ohio Railroad at
Gaither's Siding, on Sunday, 5th ult., by
which one car of a freight train was
wrecked, and other cars damaged.

The accused are youths of about 16 or
17 years of age, and their parents reside
on Ridgely street, Baltimore. Detectives
John Lloyd, Alexander Hobbs and others
testified that Deems voluntarily told the
detective that they had stolen a ride on
the train from Baltimore, and that as the
train was moving slowly in approaching
the siding at Gaitber's, Mason jumped
off and picked up a telegraph cross arm
which lay beside the track aud threw it
in front of the car—a gondola—in which
he (Decems) was at the time; that he
(Deems) feeling the jar when the wheels
struck the obstruction, jumped from the
car and he and Mason then ran away
from the place. One car was derailed
and others considerably damaged. The
jury promptly found the accused gullty,
and the Courtsentenced bothtoimprison-
ment in the Penitentiary for three years.

Decree Aftirmed by the Court of Appeals:

Among the decisions handed down in
the Court of Appeals on the 24th ult.
was one by Judge Fowler In the case of
Nannie C. Oesterla vs. Samuel Gaither et
al. On April 22,1874, John Eugene Buck
and wife executed a mortgage on his
farm, in Howard county, to bis wife’s
mother, Sarah Hood, to secure the pay-
ment of a promissory note to her for
§2,752.63. After Mrs. Hood’s death this
mortgage was released under an order of
the Orpbansg’ Court, at the petition of
Buck and his wife. The effort is made
to Invalidate this release. The court
holds it valid, and that the mortgage of
£3,000 owned by Samuel Gaither is the
prior lien. Decree affirmed.

Chapel to be Rebuilt.

A contract has been eifected between
the authorities of Trinity Chapel, at
Pfeiffer’s Corner, in the Sixth district of
Howard county, and Contractor Freder-
ick A. Wayland, for the rebuilding of the
old chapel, which was destroyed by fire
about three years ago. Efforts have been
made by the congregation to rebuild, but
it was not until recently that the plans
could be carried into effect. The new
chapel will cost nearly $2,000, and it is
the intention to have it ready for occu-
pancy by the early spring. Rev. William
F. Gardner, the pastor of Trinity Church,
near Waterloo, is also rector of the
chapel. Thebuilding will be frame, 24x40
feet, with pulpit recess, and a tower 36
feet high.

Ordained as an Elder.

Mr. Monroe Mitchell was ordained and
installed as ruling elder at the Relay
Presbyterlan Church Fiiday evening of
last week. The pastor, Rev.S. S. Green-
well. presided and conducted the de-
votional exercises. The church was
decorated with flowers and the choir
rendered a special musical program.
Rev. John P. Campbell, of Faith Presby-
terian Church, Baltimore, preached the
germon, on ‘‘The Principles of Presby-
terianism.” Rev.E K. Weaverdelivered
the charge to the elder and Rev. E. H.
Robblns ordained and instailed the new
officer and delivered the charge tothe
congregation.

Antitoxin for Diphtheria.

A delegation of Howard county physi-
clans, including Drs. John W. IHebb and
B. J. Byrne, calledupon thecounty com-
missioners Tuesday, the object being to
secure public aid inpurchasing antitoxin
for relief in cases of diphtheria, which is
reported to have assumed an epidemic
form in some localities of the county.
The commissioners expressed their
willlngness to co-operate in subduing the
malady to the full extent of thelr official
1imit, and decided to appropriate a sum
suflicient to pay for the remedy in all
cases where the patients are found to be
unabie to defray the required expense.

THANKSGIVING DAY AT THE PRESBY-
TERIAN CHUROH.

The experiences of the Presbyterian
congregation here, from the inception of
building anew church edifice to the clear-
ing off the last dollar of the building debt,
were beautifully rounded out Thanks-
giving day, when they met in a sincere
gpirit of thanksgiving. There was a good
attendance, the Methodist and Lutheran
congregations having postponed their
gervices until eveniug to unite with the
Presbyterians.

A program, consisting of anthems,
hyms, reading of scripture iessons,prayer,
report of Rev. Dr. Branch as agent for
the “‘sinking fund,” collection for the
Bible Soclety, &c., had been arranged.
Rev. Wm. Rogers, pastor of Emory M. E.
Church, read the scripture lessony, and
Rev. E. C. lde, pastor of the Lutheran
Church, led in the thanksgiving prayer.
Mr. Branch revived memories of the
building committee through trying or-
deals and recounted the fidelity of the
congregation inrelieving the trustees and
committee by their united and enthusias-
tic support when embarrassment was al-
1eady at hand.

After Mr. Branch had completed hisre-
marks, 3r. Joseph Holmes read and pre-
sented to Mr. Branch a testimonial,
gigned by the trustees of the cburch. It
is beautifully engrossed and is commen-
datory of the indispensable part he tqok
toward the construction and completion
of the building. ]

An Intercsting feature of the service
was the singing of hymns composed
by Miss Lillan Holmes, one of the most
intelligent and devoted members of the
congregation. Thesehymns, which were
composed without an idea that they
would ever be published or used, are three
in number. The first is an apostropheto
the qualntlittle stone chapel in which the
congregation hLad worshiped for about
fifty years, and was written before the
building fel—April 24, 1894. The sec-
ond may be termed a soug of triumpbh,
written after the completion of the pres-
ent “noble temple,” as the hymn styles it.
The third is written in a spirit of pro-
found thankfulness, and, as wehave sald,
rounded out a work that few congrega-
tions of any denomination have been able
to accomplish, resources and numbers
considered. For all this, as a matter of
course, Mr. Branch is grateful beyond
power of expression, and the congrega-
tion quite so, because it illustrates what
can be done under circumstances which
seemed most adverse, and now Lhere isa
feeling of confidence that some cther
work in due time will be accomplished by
the congregation looking to the best In-
terests of the church and those that may
come within the sphere of its influence.

Found Guilty of ¥orgery.

Dr. Henry C. Shipley, of Washington,
D. C., was tried in the Criminal Courtfor
Carroll county Monday, under an indict-
ment charging him with the forgery of
the name of Robert Lee, of Freedom dis-
trict, Carroll county, to & promissory note
for $50. The note wasdrawn in favor of
Mrs. Tlizabeth Buckingham, and was
dated September 23, 1895. 1t was signed
by Dr. Shipley and his wife, and the name
of Robert Lee was also appended to it.
The note was partiall; paid when Dr.
Shipley was first accused of its forgery,
and has since been entirely liquidated.

At the date when the note was execut-
ed Dr. Shipley was a practicing physician
at Eldersburg, Carroll county, and his
wife was postmistress at that place. Mr.
Lee swore positively that he had never
signed the note, and that he never writes
his signature Robt., as it appears in the
note, but always writes it in full. Dr.
Shipley swore positively that Mr. Lee
signed his name to the note at his(Dr.
Shipley’s) oftice, in his presence and in
the presence of his wife. Mrs. Shipley
also testified to the same effect. Mr. Lee
was recalled, and became very much ex-
cited, asseverating loudly and in a vio-
lent manner that the signature purport-
ing to be bis was a forgery. Dr. Shipley,
on cross-examination, admitted that he
had, on one occasion, signed the name of
Peyton Poole to a note, but explained
that Mr. Poole was hisdebtor at the time
and their relations of such a character
that he felt justified in doing 8o, and that
Mr Poole had subsequently approved of
his action.

Dr.Shipley is a u.. af Carrollcoun-
ty, and was for a year a prominent citi-
zen of Freedom district before hisremov-
al to Washington. He I8 past middle life,
and holds a high social position. Mr.
Lee 1s upwards of seventy years old. He
and Dr. Shipley are first cousins. Pub-
lic interest in the result of thetrial Is in-
tense. Mrs. Buckingham, the payee of
the note, {8 now the wife of William T.
Devries, of Freedom district. Thecourt,
Judges Bond and Revell on the bench,re-
gerving their decision in the case until
Wednesday, pronounced Dr. Shipley
gullty of forgery and sentenced him five
years to the Maryland Penitentiary.

Bone to compel the specific performance
of a contract to sell it his mill, water-
power and land in Howard county and
houses below the mill in Baltimore coun-
ty, known as the Gray’s Mili property,
for $6,000; also for an injunction to re-
strain Mr. Bone from making any sale
or conveyance of the property pending
the further orders of the Court.

The bill of complaint alleges that the
defendant sold it the property referred
to for $6,000 on November 18, and that
it paid $250 on account of the purchase
money, the balance to be pald In cash
upon an examination of the title and the
execution and dellvery of the necessary
tiule deed, and that shortly after making
the contract with the plaintiff the de-
fendant notified it that he had sold the
property in questjon through an agent
to other parties, and he would be unable
tocarryout his agreement with the plain-
tiff. The Court I8 asked to compel the
defendant to speclfically perform the
contract with the plaintiff and enjoin
the defendant from selling and conveying
the property to other persons. An order
was passed directing the defendant to
show cause on or before December 7 why
an injunction should not issue.

A CONFEDERATE OCOASION.

Presentation of a Flag in Baltimore by
Miss Maupin.

A flag was presented Monday night to
the General Arnold Elzey Camp, No.
1015, United Confederate Veterans, by
Miss Sally Washington Maupin, of Elll-
cott City. The presentation took place
at Benson Hall,521 North Howard street.
‘The address was made by Mr. James Mc-
Trippe. The flag was accepted for the
camp by Congressman Denny, presiding,
Commander Chapman Maupin, Adjutant
F. A. Zimmerman and Color Bearer
William II. Kennedy.

Qeneral Arnold Elzey is a native of
Somerset county, in this state. Mrs.
Levin L. Waters and Miss Emily Jones,
of Princess Anpe, are his sisters. Mr.
Arnold Elzey Waters, of Townsend,
Scott & Son, and Mr. Levin L. Waters,
Jr., of the Mount Vernon Company, of
Baltimore, are nephews. General Elzey’s
full name until he entered the army was
Arnold Elzey Jones. After his gradua-
tion from West Point he was much em-
barrassed by the frequency of the Jones
pame on the army list, and to obviate
the troubles caused in the War Depart-
ment by this frequency, he dropped the
family name, and was henceforth known
as Arnold Elzey.

He attained high rank in the United
States army; serving against the Indians
on the frontler. He was the superior of-
ficer of Phil Sheridan in the far North-
west when the war between the States
broke out. He handed the post, which
was under his command, over to Bheri-
dan, resigned from the army and hast-
ened to Baltimore. While there he ten-
dered his services to the Southern Con-
federacy, and was ordered to Harper’s
Ferry when the war became a certainty.
He was made colonel of the First Mary-
land Regiment, General Bradley T. John-
son and Col. George H. Stuart being also
officers of the Regiment. When the First
Maryland was consolidated with the First
Tennessee, the First Kentucky,the Tenth
and Thirteenth Virginia Regiments and
a brigade thus formed, Colonel Elzey be-
came acting brigadler general. lHe was
relieved of this rank by General Kirby,
Smith, who took charge of the brigade,
numbering about 10,000 men, two days
before its departure from Winchester,
Va., for Bull Run, where the firat battle
of the war was fought.

The battle was waging furiously when
the brigade arrived on the scene. Gen-
eral Smith was wounded, and General
Eizey succeeded to the command. By a
geries of brilliant maneuvers and gallant
charges the brigade turned the tide of
battle in favor of the Confederates.
When the fight was over, and the Con-
federates had won, President Jefferson
Davis and General Beauregard approach-
ed General Elzey and tuluted bim as the
“Blucher of Manassas,” a sobriquet by
which he was known in the Southern
army during the remainder of the war.

During the later perlod of the war
General Elzey was in charge of the de-
fenses of Richmond, and wason inti-
mate terms with President Davis. After
the war General Elzey went to Baltimore
and resided there until his death in 1871.
His country place was near Annapolis
Junctlon.

teneral Elzey’s widow now resides on
Park avenue. She is the center of a
group of friends who are devoted to her,
and to whom her charm of manner and
brilliant conversation are ever a source
of delight.
