Because, frum the carliest establish—
ment of Eng'isa dominton in this coun.

stand its wants, to encourage its resout-
ces, and promote its interests.

Because the goverament of Linglai d,
whie it could contrcul the procced-
ings of the Irish legislaiure, never pro-
p-sed or rccomimnended to the considcr-
ation of either u legislative union bLie
twcen the two countiies ; but that when
con:pelled to renvunce that control, ant
fin:!ly, to dcclare the parliament «f I.c-
land inde pendent ; the minister of Fye.
