The centre of
Union Square aforesaid, is sitoate on a gentle
rise of ground, rradually elevated a few feet
above the adjoining squar-s The quali y of the
Ian- contained .n the plan of the city of Rome,
ti.ro: ghout:h* whole ex'ent, app ars to be » x.
cellent, abounding with streams of wholesome
water, the principle of which is called ¢ Trout
Jreek,’” which affords water sufficient toturn
mills of any deseription. The timber is vilua-
ble, consis'ing of wugar Muple, Black Cherry,
Black Birch, White Ash, Spruce and Beech.
