1 have received your letter of the 7th

September. ‘F'hat which I wrote to you

dhe same day answered the tirst of the
questions you put to me. 1 will ndd to
what | have had the honor to write to
you, thatthe decrees of the 25d Marcl,
1810, which ordered reprixals in conse-
quence of the act of Congress of the
1st. March, 1809, was repealed, as soon
as we were inforined of the repeal of tiie
ast of non-intervourse passed against
France.

On our second question, 1 hasten to
declare to you, that American vesselx,
loaded witn merchandize, the growth
of the Awmerican provinces, will be re-
ceived without ditliculty into the poits
of France, provided they have not saf
fered their larz to lose its national cha-
racter, by submitting to tiic acts ol the
Britih council ; they may, in like man-
ner, depart {romn the ports of France.—
‘The empercr has given licences to \-
merican vessels. It is the ouly tlax
‘which Las obtained them. In tais, s
majesty has iniende] to give a prool of
the rezpect he loves to shew to the A-
mericans. It he is somewhat
fied, (psu ratisfaite) that tiiey have not
as yet been able to succeed 1n causing
their flaz to be respeeted. at least, he
cees, with pleasure, that they are fur
from acknowledging the tyvannical prin-
ciples of English leZislation.

The Atnerican vessels, which may
beloaded on account off Frenchmen. or
on account of Americansg, will be admit-
ted into the ports of France.  As to the
merchandize contizeate, it having been
contiscated as a measure of reprisal,
the principle of reprisal must be the
law in that affuir.

SIR,

Your letter of the third inst. found
me at this place. and on tae point of
embarking fur the United States. 1
hasten, therefore, to give to it an imme-
diate answer.

‘There was no error in my repiesenta-
tion to vou, nor in your representation
to lord Wellesley, of the words, or of
the meaning, as 1 understand it, of t}u:
duke of Cadoure’s note to me ; nor in-
deed do either of these appear to be
readily susceptible of mistahe. Tie
former, no doubt, retract in the most
positive terms, tiie Berlin and Milan
deerees, and, of courze, the priiciples
on which these decrees were founced |
and in doing so, assuredly give us a fair
claim on his Britannic majesty for a
fulfilment of the promise made by his
manister plenipotentiary to our govern-
ment, on the 23d day of February, 1005,
It would, however, appear by lord Wel-
le-ley's letter to you on the Slst ultinmo,
thit the B: o sh cabinet had given a new
version to this promise of his mzjesty,
and that, as a preliminary to its execu-
tion, itis now required, not merely that
the principles, which had rendered ne-
cessary the British systemn, should he
retracted, but that the rvepeal of the
French decrees should have actuslly be-
gan to operate, and that tie cominerce
of neutral nations (gencrally) should
Aace been restored to the condition in
which it stood precionsly to the pro-
mulgation of these decrecs. It would
also appear, from different passazes in
your letter, that this deviation from the
original promise of his majesty prew
out of a supposition, that the recal of
the French decrees implied a cotempo-
raneous cessation of the British ovders
in conncil of November, 1507, and a re-

al before the first day of November
next of all proclamation blockades of
France, &e. &e. - ‘I'nan this construction
nothing can, in my opinicn, be more
€rroncoais. Were the repeal of the
French deerees dependent alone en what
Great Britain may do, the supposition
would have in it some color of reasona-
bleness ; but as the conditions of it pre-
sent an alternative, one side of” which
depends, not on the will of his Britan
pic majesty atall, bat altogetiier on that
of the United States, and which cunnot
be udopted by thein until atter the tirst
of November next : it neces-arily ol
lows that the conditions ure not prece-
dent, as has been sappo-ed, but sudse-
qurat, as I represent them. This rea-
soning will receive illusteation from a
pl:lln‘and unsophisticated statenient of
tue duke of Cuadore’s declaration, viz;
That the Berlin and Milan decress will
gease to operate atter the first day of
November next, ou one ot two condi-
tions ; either that Great iritain shall
revoke her ordersin council so' far as
thev violate the marititne richts of the
United States, or that, refusing to doro,
the United States shall revive towards
her ceriain sections of their late non-in-
tercourse law, conformably to an act of
Conzress of the Ist of May last.  In
this we find nothing of a contemporane-
ous cessation of the French decrees and
British orders in council, nor that the
blockades of France must be recalled be-
fore the first day of Novermber next: in-
deed the very reverse is to be found
there: for it containe anexpress cogage-

.

ment, that the decrcss will cease, if the
United States doa certain act, which al)
the world knows they cannot do till af-
ter that day. ‘These remarks may de-
rive sowme additional force from the con-
tents of my letter, by Mr. Mason, which
will, I hope, shew, that the concessions
made by France to the United States
are at least sufficiently substantial to in-
vite from Great Britain some measures
of a character equally conciliatory, and
that « carnestly desiring to see the com-
erce of the world restored to that free-
dom which is neces<ary to its prosperi-
ty,” and no more bhesitating to follow
thegood than she las done to follow
the bad examples of her neighbour
and rival, she will go on to declare,
that hLer orders in council, &e. shall
cease after the first day of November
next, on condition, citier, that France
shall have actually withdrawn her of-
Jensive decrees on that day, or, that if
sherefuse to do so, the United States
shall procceéd to enfurce against her
theirlate non-intercourse law.

In my view of ths subject, nothing
short of this can be considered a suffi-
cient pledge, on the part of the British
government, wiich, unlike that of
France, presents no alternaive in the
conditions on which her orders in coun-
cil shall be repealed. and which, of
course, in no way makes that repeal to
depend on an act, which would be alto-
gether that of the United Stuates.
