We are not at
all surprised at this, knowing as we do bis
failing in that respect. We must confess
however, tn some small degree of astonish-
ment at readiog his lecture on morality,
never baving supposed his attention turned
to that sabject. We really bad no idea
when we penned the innocent suggestion
relative to a Sunday mail that the heteroge-
nious production in the Star would be the
result. The crack ol the mail driver's
whip, the tolling of the bell and the music
of the choirs are blended in harmonious
communion, and the awful consequences
portrayed in glowing colors. We may be
pardoned, however,if we question the claims
of the editor to exercise his new vocation.
In order to give force to his teachings he
should be at least consistent. }He says in
the first place he has not “felt the public
pulse to a great extent,’” and yel io the ve-
ry same sentence says he is fully aulhorized
to say nearly the whole communify is oppo-
sed to a Sunday Mail. Now let us exam-
ine the facts a little: Only a few months
since a pelition was circulated through Eas.
ton, praying for the re-establishment ol the
former postal arrangement, including a mail
to arrive early on Sunday morning; this pe-
ttion recetved nearly three hundred signa-
tures, among others, that of the editor of the
Star himself, and out of the whole commu-
aily only one or two persons refused to
signit. So much forthe Star’s authority to
speak for the whole community as being
opposed to a measure he and they are com-
mitted to by their own signatures. We
would remind the editor of the Star that
when he again altempls to teach morality,
he should enforce precept by example.—
We have not been able to discern any de-
cided improvement 1n his morals since the
change in the postal arrangement, nor that
be has availed himsell of those advanlages
of the Sabbath which he affects to advocate.
Now if he is really sincere in his motives
why did he not advance the same senti-
ments before the alteration was made ? or, at
icast, why did he not by his own example
evince his sincerity by refraining from ta-
king his papers from the post office on the
Sabbath? But no, if we remember aright
he was first and foremost on such occasions,
and his clamorous demands for papers and
penodicals are no doubt well recollected by
our citizens. The editor further speaks of
gossip being retailed at the post office on
Sunday morning, evidently forgelling that
he furnished no inconsiderable portion of
the commodity bhimself; and we will ven.
lure tosay that inthe event of an alteration
of the present system and a mail on Sun-
day morniog he would be oae ol the first to
avail bimself of its advantages; and if his
predictions should prove true, “that the con.
gregations would be divided belween the
churches and post office.”” he would invari-
ably be found at the latter. )
Now when we broached this subject we
had no idea that morality wasinvolved eith.
