ousy hitherto felt by England with respect
to the advance of other natiens’in that quar-
ter. Much good was augured from the
working of the Dallas-Clarendon treaty,
provided it were sanctioned by the Senate
of the United States. The action of the
United States naval force in China was
mentioned in terms of respect, and a gzener-
al hope was expected that the good leelings
now existing between our government and
that of England would be perpetuated. Lord
Palmerston reviewed the foreizn and finan-
cial affairs of the country in an able speech.
Amongthesubjectswhich have been brought
before the House is the cultivation of cotton
in India.

The peace conference committee have
forwarded to Lord Clarendon a memorial
advocating the adoption of the proposal
made by the government of the United
States *‘for carrying forward and complet-
tng those reforms in maritime law so aus-
pictously commenced at Paris.”  The docu-
ment is of some length, and points out the
advantagze to individuals, to commerce and
to civilization, by the acceptance of the
proposition. Lord Clarendon has briefly
acknowledged the receipt of the memorial,
without any reference to its contents.
