The lett lung
was generally more atfected than the right,
and in every instauce the inflatnmation had
proceeded to a greater cxtent in the lower
than in the upper parts of the lung—in
some cases the peculiar structure of the
lung could not be seen, =0 entirely had it
become disorganmized. In no cases were
well defined abscesses lound, nor was the
windpipe intflamed but a short distance
from the seat of the diseased lung.

Syyrroms.—The first symptoms were a
laziness on the part of the amimal effected,
some loss of appetite, a kind of husky
grunt approached to a cough, somelimes a
shight purging of the bowels, and a vellow-
ish colored urnine; thien the animal would
becowne weaker and scem to be paralized
the small ol the back, %tler ai8at for a
short time, wfd finally lay down and die.

The treatment was divided into two
parts—prophylactic (preventive) and cura-
tive. Witha view to the first the pens
were scattered over with plaster of Parnis
and water-slacked line, whiist at the same
time, they and the trouzhs were washed
with gas-tar. The curative treatment was
the administration of soda ash and bonlla.
There 1s some trouble in the solution of bo-
rilla, and on this account <oda ash should
always be used withit.  About ten ygrains
of soda ash and the same amount of borilla
should begiven to each hog two or three
tirnes daily, mixed in their food. This
should be given to the healthy as well as
the sick hozs. Tothe well it doesno harm;
to the sick it is a successful remedy. As
in the human species, so 1n hogs—inflam.
mation of the lungs is a most nsidious dis-
case, going 021 to the destruction of the pa-
tient befure the mere symptoms give cause
of alarm, and in many instances hogs
which appeared Liealthy vet were seriously
affected with lung inflammation.

The above remedies were used on about
three thousand kogs, and in the utmost in-
tensity of the disease. The number of
their deaths diminished seventy-five per
cent. on the sccond day after their admin-

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IMPROVEMENTS IN THE MACHINERY OF
Business.—In making any calculations as
to the duration of the financial pressure
which the country is now passing through,
no reltance can bde placed upon the experi-
ences of past commercial revulsions. Since
the last great panic there has been a great
improvement, and almost an entire revolu-
tion in the machinery ol business, so that
the transactions which would have requi.
red two or three months twenty vears ago.
may now be easily dispatched in three or
lour days. Our whole system of railroads
has grown up within that period, the ¢lec-
tric telegraph has been established, the
Bank Cleanng-House system has been in-
venled, mercantile agencies have been ef-
fected, and to such a degree of perfection
has the system of obtaining mnformation
been cairied, that a merchant sitting in Lis
oflice in Broadway may hear in the course
of an hour from every one of his correspon-
dents living on this side of the Rocky
Mountains. The machinery for the skhip-
ment and transmission of merchandise has
not been less improved than that for tie
circelation of news. The intercourse be-
tween here and Europe, instead of being
uncertain any long, s now reduced to ten
days, and the receipt of ntelligence, or
funds, or merchandise, may be calculated
upon to an hour or two. Facls, which are
s0 important to the man of business, may
be sent fromn New York to New Orleans or
St. Louis in a few seconds, and the partners
of a house who are two thousand miles a-
sunder may keep up a constant communi-
cation with each other. Seeing, then, what
the machinery for doing business is now,
compared with what it was twenly yecars
azo, we may be sure that it will not require
a long time for all the disturbances of the
business world to be put right again, and
for our merchants to read just their'shatter-
ed affairs.—N. Y. Times. l
