Pallersor for the Murder of Jokn Grass-
lein— His Acquillall.
The Patterson case has just closed, and

has resulted in a verdict of acquittal. The

Case was taken up at nine o'clock on Tues-

day morning last, and the court has contin-

ued without interruption for ahout twelve
hours each day until nine o'clock last eve-
ning. Considering the verv large number
of wilnesses, who were from a distance and
wailing to be examined, much praise is due
to Judge Price for the continuous celerity
with which the case was proceeded with.
We have not had a cause of as much inter-
e~t for many years, nor one that has been
conducted with more ability. The court-
hou<e was crowded during the entire time
of the tiial. | took notes of the evidence
of the various wilnesses, but on comparing
their testimony with that delivered on the
lormer trial, | find so little variation that |
deem i1t unnecessary to repeat what vour
readers generally already know. The le-
gal propositions of the prisoner’s counsel
embrace the chief facts of the cause, and a-~
they were admitted by the lawyers on both
sides to be law, and made the basis o the
respeclive arguments, I herc give you a
verbatun copy:

“1. It from the evidence the jury shall
believe that on the 20th day of November,
1859, while John T. Patterson, the accused,
was peacefully and lawfully in a public bar-
room, the deceased, John Grasslein togeth-
er with his friend Caspar Kroenenberger,
the sard two per=ons being men larger and
more powerful than the accused, addressed
the said Patterson in gioss and in~ulting
language, manifestly calculated and inten-
ded to p.ovoke a breach of the peace, and
thereupon with force and violence took hold
of said Patterson and cjected him from said
bar-room; and subsequently, to wit, within
an hour therealter, et said Patteron in
the public hizhway, who had in his pOss-
es:101 a gun loaded with shot for the pur-
po-e ol shooting game, and that said Grass-
lem, after stooping to the earth to pick up
somethng. opproiched said Patterson with
his arm uplitted, or that the said Grasslein
then and there intended and attempted to
take the gun fiom »aid Patter~on, and that
whtle the said Grasslein was so approaching.
the accused, from a beliel that he was in
inminent petil of hife or great bo tily harm.
bred the shot which caused ~aid Grasslein's
death, such firinz was an act of sell de-
fense, and 1s in Judgment of law excusable
homicide.

“2. If, from the evidence, the jury be-
lieve that at the moment when the accused
fired the tatal shot he believed him<elf to be
i imminent peril of peizonal violence, he
was not obliged to wail until he was struck.
but might; upon the instant, lawfully pro-
tect hnselt by di.-:lbling his a~sailant: and
the dang~r or imminent peril which would
authonze such detensive act by the prison-
r need not be acruac, but such as under
all the circumstances would operate unon
and influence a reasonable man.

“3. It the jury entertain  reaconabie
doubts of the felonious intent of the prison-
er, or of any material fact necessary to
inake out the casc of the State. they must
wive the benefit of such doubts to the de-
tendant."’
