Finally we arrived in town, observing on
the way some flourishing fields of wheat,
among which and the most prominent, was
that of Mr. James Parrott. Ilis wheat was
sown with a drill, and really looks as though

it would yield from thirty to fifty bushels

to the acre.
The farmers ia the vicinlty of the road,

and as far back as the eye can reach, are
busy planting their corn, in the fall hope of
an abundant yield.

There are other portions of the district
which present a promising appearance at
the present time, and which, whken time
will permit, we intend to explore, noting
down by the way side such items as may
be interesting to your readers.
