the Speclacle.~'I'he news by the steamer
Vanderbilt announced anotlier eruption of
Mouut Vesuvius, a volcano near Naples.
A correspondent of the London Times thus
descnibes il:

“We had to part with our horses aad
proceed on foot, and had not gone over 300
or 400 yards from where we left the horses
when we came up to an enormous mass of
Lot lava rolling onwards towards the Som-
mna, and we now became awarc we were
now in the unmediate neighborhood of a
conside:able eruption; our anxiely now be-
came great indeed, and we pressed foraard
and presently arrived at a wonderful scene.
The: entire or lower part of the great cone
ol Vesuvius appeared on fire, and thick
masses of smoke were thrown up, mixed
wilh red-hol stones and flakes of lava;
travelling over a most rugged way of old
lava, we wnnde our way up to the point
whence the stones, lava, and smoke seem
to rise in greatest quantities, and we ar-
rived on a rize just over the greatest fissure.

It is difficult 1o explain our feelings on
beholding this wonderful and unexpected
#1ght; we here found several guides, and
{rom them we learned that about 9 o'clock
A. M. that morning a number of small cra-
ters and fissures had suddenly opened and
lava Lhad commenced pouring out.

It was now nesrly 5 o'cleck, and we
wenl quite close up 1o the largest crater,
which we were enabled 1o do, as the wind
blew steady and streng down the valley,
and thus got within eight or tea vards of
the next open: from this we counted five or
s1x  distinct fountains of fire, the largest
pulting torth volumes of sinoke, stones and
lava; from ancther a literal fountain ol
burning matter was cjected, and from all
lava and smoke poured farth in greater or
less quantitics, the whale torrent of lava
uniting into a regular stream ol red burning
lquid pouring down the incline side of the
valley. Alter viewing it for an hour, the
parly returned; but up to May 27th the
eruplion was still increasing.
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
