An interesling statement is given among our
Washington despatches. It is stated that a few
days subsequent to the adjournment of Congress
one of the strongest Republican members of the
House, who is al<o one of the leading opponénts
of the impeachment movement, todk oceasion to
visit Attorney General Stanbery and Secretary
McCulloch, and during the conversation which
ensued expressed the opinion of his associates
reganling impeachment.

10 the
President for the removal of General Sheridan
comes, it is said, irom Attorney General Sian.
bery, who declares General Sheridan’s charac-
terization of the recent opinion on the Recon-
struction act as an insult (o the Administrativn.
General Sheridan alluced 10it, as will be rce
membered, as ‘‘making a - broad macadamized
road to perjury.” If President Johnson can stand
the removal ol Sheridan, we are sure that gal-
lant officer and the country can also do so.

At Havre de Grace on Saturday Judge Bond,
General Gregory, Hon. Archibald Surhng, Jr.,
Rev. Mr. Thomas (0! the Methodist Episcopal
Church at that place), W. Marioe, George
McComas and R. M. Jaoney, Esqs., addressed
a meeling ol colored people, nearly three thou-
sand persons being in atiendance, on the moral
and educativnal improvement of their race.

The Hon. Brice John Goldsborough, of Dor-
chester county, Judge of the Court of Appeals
of Maryland i{rom the Eastern Shore District,
died at his residence, in Cambridge, on Tuesday,
the 23d instant, in his (4th year, and was bur-
ried from the Protestant Episcopal Church in
Cambridge, on Thusday. He was ill about six
weeks of heart Jisease. Judge Goldsborough’s
ten years’ term of office would have expired in
November, 1871. He wus a Judge of Circuit
Court for his circuit uader the old Constuution’
Judge G. was an honest, sound and capable
Judge, and was highly respecjed for his personal
and professional character and worth. Under the
present Constitution Governor Swann appoints
a Judge who holds the office unul the next
election for members of the General Assembly
Judge Goldsborough is the second J udge of
the Court of Appeals who bas died within a
year, Judge Silas Morris Cochran, of Baltimore,
baving died a few months ago.

The Cambridge Inlclligencer of Saturday has
the lolicwing sketch ol Judge Goldsborough:

The deceased first entered public life as a rep-
resentative ol this county in the House of Del-
egates in 1t:24, served two terms, was shortly
alterwards appointed Associate Judge ol this ju-
dicial district, which position he held unul the
three-judge system was abolised by Constitu-
tion ol -1851. He then resumed and continued
the practise of his profession until 1361, when
he was appointed by Gov. Hicks to filla vacan-
cy in the Court of Appeals uotil tne next gen
eral election, when he became the nominee of
his party, and was triumphantly elected. With
the indications ol rebellion, he arrayed himsell
on the sideol the Univn, and ever therealter,
whether 1n public or private lite, his course
was marked by a pure and glowing patriotism.
