It appears that when the Small was off Poplar Is-
land, on her way from Baltimore to Raston Point,
the Mary Augusta, a boat chartered by Mr. Wallack,
during the fruit season, was met going to Baltimore,
and Mr. W. wishing to speak tothe captain of the
Augugia, bad them run asclose together as was
supposed to be prudent, when the Augusta would
oot answer to her helm, consequently a collision
took place, crushing in the® bow of the Small, and
materially injuring the Augusta. Tbe Small was
found to be in a sinking condition and was imme-
diately turned to the shore at full speed, Lut in the
course of a few minutes the fires in the furnaces were
extinguished and she sank to the bottom in about
6fteen feet water, and about two miles from theIs-
lard. The Augusts’ wasalso left in a bad condi-
tion, but by throwing a quantity of freight overboard
she was lighted up and the leak stopped. By this
time, bowever, all were safely landed, by the small
Loats, oa Poplar Island, except two colored women
and a colored man, and they found a watery grave.
