St. Paul bas bad its times of prosperity and times
of revulsion, as the following tables, indicating val-
uation and population, will show. In 1849 the to-
tal valuation was $140,000, increasing and decreas-
ing as follows :

The above are actual, not speculative, values; and
as assessinents are only about one third of val-
ue, we are within bounds when we put the value
now, of real estate and personal property, at $19,-
000,000.

Theee tables show the city was very materially set
back by the financial crash of 1857, when ils
growth received a cbeck, many leaving. 1t did not
recover until 1861, since which time its growth has
been healthy and substantial. The wild and reck-
less speculations of those early years were disas-
trous, and finally culminated in a general
crash, During those days of land lation
the renple were full of hope and ambition. A cor-
ner lot was a fortune, and poor indeed was he who
was 80 unfortunate as not tobwn land in any partof
this city. But the crisis passed, and those who were
unable to sell in<1857 are now made rich in conse-
quence, by therise in valae of real estate.

It isunmistaka-
bly the expressed wish of the country that General
Sheridan should not be removed from his present
comwand.

Gen. Sheridan bas performed his civil daties faith-
fully and intelligently. His removal will only be
regarded a2 an effort t)defeat the'laws of Congress.

(0 be the only element consulted as to the metbod of
restoring order—as a triumph.

He
tedly entered bis protest against being as-

the resioration ofcivil authonty and to promote,
as far as pussiple, a spiritol reconcihation. His
adnnnisiration of the Department ol the Cun-
berland will certammly compare most favora-
ably with that of General Sheridan in the
Fitih Military District. These affairs appear
to be ina disturbed condition, and a bitter
spirit ol antagonism scems to have resulted
Irom General Sheridan’s inanagement. He
has rendered bimseit exceedingly obnoxious by
the manner in which he has exercised even the
powers conferred by Congress, and sull more
s0 by a resort 10 authonty not granted by law
nor necessary 10 its faithful and efficient execu-
tion. His rule has, in fact, been one absolute
tyranny, wihout reference to the principles o!
our government or the nature ol our free institu-
tions.

The state of afairs which bas resaulted from
the course he has pursued has seriously inter-
ferred with the harmonious, satisfaciory aond
speedy execution ol the acts of Congress, and is
aloce sufficieat to jusuly a change. His remov
al. therefore, cannot **be regarded as an effort to
deleat the laws ol Congress,” for the object is to
facilitate their execution, through an officer
who has never failed to obey the statutes of the
land, and to exact, within his jurisdiction, a like
obedience from others. It cannot “be interpre-
ted by the unreconstructed element in the South,
those who did all they could to break up this
government by arms, and now wish to be tte
only elemeat consulted as 10 the method of res
toring order—as a triumph;’’ for, as "1ntelligent
men, they must know that the mere change ol
military commauders cannot alter the law, and
that General Thomas will be as much bound by
its 1equirements as General Sheridan.

his wishes. Koowing him as I do, 1 canoot
think that he will hesitate for a moment to
obey any order having 1n view a complete and
speedy restoration of the Union, in the preserva-
tion of which he has rendered such important
and valuable services.

General Hancock known to the whole country
as a galiant, able and parriotic soldier, will, |
have nov doubt, sustain his high reputati)n “in
any position to which he may be assigned. I
as you observe, thedeparment which he will
have is a complicated one, | {eel confident that,
under the guidance and nstruction of General
Sherman, Generl Sheridan will soon become
familiar witn its necessities, and will avail him-
sell of the opportunity afforded by the Indian
iroubles for the diej:lay o: the energy, enterprise
and daring which gave him s0 enviable a rep-
utation during our recent civil struggle.

In assuming that it is the expressive wish of
the people that General Sheridan should not be
removed from his present command, you re-
mark that “*this 1s a republic where the will of
the people isthe law of the land,” and *“‘beg
that their voice- may be heard.” This is n-
deed a republic, based, however, upon a writien
consutution. That constitution 18 the combn.
ed and expressed will of the people, and their
voice i1s law when retlected in the manner in
which that insirument prescribes.” While one
of its provisions makes the President Camman-
der-in-Chief of the army and navy, another re-
quires that ““he shall take case that tne laws be
faithtully executed.”” Believing that a change
in the command of the Fifth Militarv District is
absoluiely necessary lor a 1ankful execution ol
thelaw, I have issued tne order which is the
subject of this correspondence, and in thus ex-
ercisiog a power that inheres in the Executive,
under the Constitution, as Commaader-in-Chief
of the wilitary and naval forces, | am discharg-
Ing a duty required of me by the will of the na-
tion, as foraually declared 10 the supreme law
of tLe land. :

By his oath the Executive is solemnly bound
““to the best- of his ability, to presetve, protect
and defend the Constitution,” and although in
times ol great excitement it may be lost to pub-
lic view, it s his duty, without regard 1o the
consequences (0o himsell, 10 hold sacred and tc
enfdrce any and all of s provisions. ‘Any other
course would lead to the destruction of the re-
public, for, the Constitution once abolished,
there would be no (Congress for the exercise of
legislative powers, no Executive 1o see that the
laws are faithlully executed, no judiciary 10 af-
ford to the citizen protection for life, imb and
property. Usurpation would inevitably lollow,
and despotism be fixed upon the peopie in vio0-
fation of their combined and expressed wish.

I conclusion, | fail to perceive any *““‘milita-
ry,’”” **pecuniary®’ or “*patriotic reasons’’ why
this order shouid not be carried into effect. You
wyll remember that 1n the first instance [ did
oot consider Gen. Sheridan tae most snitable
officer for the command ol 1he Fifih Military
District. Time has strengthened my =onvic-
tions upon this poind, and has led me to the con-
clusion that patriotic considerations demand that
he should be superseded by an officer who, while
be will faithlully execute the law, will at the
same lime give more general satislaclion to the
