In accordance with a recommendation
made by the Grand Lodge of the United States, tbe
abore day was daly observed as the forty-ninth an-
niversary of the introduction of the order into this
country. As is wellknown, Odd-Fellowship ia the
United States owes its origin to the late Thomas
Wildey, of Baltimore, an Englishman by birth.—
Forty-nine years ago Mr. Wildey, .with four others,
instituted, in Baltimore city, Washington Lodge No.
1, and soon after procured a charter from the Man-
chaster Unity, of London, for the Grand Lodge of
Maryland and of the United States. The oldest
member of the order now liring in this country is
John Boyd, Esq., who formerly belonged to the Man-
chester Unity, in England, and who, with Augustas
Mathiot, Esq., both of Baltimore, assisted Mr. Wil-
dey in forming the first lodge established in the U-
nited States—Washington Lodge, No. 1.

At 9 o’clock, A. M., Miller Lodge assembled in
their Hall and being formed into procession by the
Marsbal, W. H. Thompson, Esq., moved pff up Wash-
ington strect, headed by the Easton Band, and march-
ed to the Bay Side road, where Bay Side Lodge,
which had been invited to unite with Miller Lodge
in the celebration, joined in the procession. A few
of the principle strects having been passedgboth the
Lodges, with a large number of other persons, went
to the M. E. Church, where anable address, in ad-
vocacy of the principles of Odd-Fellowship, was de-
livered by Rev. Dr. Reese.
