[t is seventeen months toiday since
General Grant was 1naugurated as Presi
dentol the United States. When he
was investcd with the Executive authori

ty the National Debt amounted 1o 82,
525,403,200. On the fArst day of the

present month the ‘otal debt was §2,309,
.32! 476, showing a reduction in the pe-
riod relerred 10 of the enormous gum of
8150,138,781—at the rate of considera:
Lly more than one hundred millions per-
year. Dunog the seventeen moatas im-
mediately preceding General Grani,s as-
cession to the Presidency, when the De
mocratic party had control 1n the eoun-
cils of Andrew Johnson, the Natonasl
Cebt was increased more than thirty mil
lions ot dollars. |am writing wih
the offictal reporisot Secretary MeCul
joch and Becretary Boutwell bel'ore me,
and the accuracy of these figures canno!

Dut suggestive as these results are, the
