*‘I’rocrastination is the thiel of time.”
I believe | once remark:d 10 these col~
umns that about the easiest thiog in the
world was the postponement of the writ
ing ol u letter; and reslly I have delayed
the wnitiog of this so loog that 1I’ve so
tuch to write about I scarcely know
where to begin. However, I’ll shut my
eyes and *“go it blind.”

The *‘glonous fourth” was spent in
New York city. The day was uousual
ly fioe, and *““everybody and his uncie”
were outin their holiday suit beat on
having a good tme. Excursions, pic-
Dics and parades were the order ol the
day, which was finally closcd by the
most magoificent display ol fire-works
ever witaessed. By theway, *“*where
are you going next lourth of July?”?

Leaving New York by steamer, a de-
lightful sun of five hoursacross Long Is-
land Sound brings us to New Haven,
Conn,, a very pleasant rural lookiog city,
and one_of the capitals ol the nuimeg
State. Here we searched closely for one
of the manulactories ol wooden hams
and outmegs of which so much has
been said, but failing in our search, made
a “‘bee line” for the depot ol the Boston
and Albany R. R. Jumping aboard the
irain, we were soon whirling along to-
wards ‘“the Hub,” passioz towos aod
villages in such quick succession ag to
make the enure 10ute ap» eara vast sel-
Uement.

ston. No oae ran direct you 10 any lo=
cality, for the reason that they could walk
10 it as Quickly as they could tell you,
aod find itmuch easier work. Under
the circumstances, the best (and in lact
the only) thiog yon can do is to consign
yoursell 1o the teader mercies of a cab:
inan, aud be driven o yourhotel through
a peifect labyninth of streets. After vou
have become a liile domesticated, and
begin to stroll about the city, you will
bod some of the most beastilul buildings
to be found in the country. And ashort
way from aoy of the hotels you will find
the apple ol the Bostonan’s eye, *Bos-
ton Common,” alarge and shady park
cccupying about a dozen blocks in the
centre ol the city. Here congregate ci.
Lizens ol all classes and enjoy themselves
as their inclinations lead. The prolane

The Whaareon Poisoming Caseg.—
Mrs. Wharton still occupies her comfor,
table quarters io the third story ol the
Baltimore city jail, and almost every day
brings lorth new rumore of poisoning.

On Saturday last the body of her son
Heory C. Wharton, who died ahout
fifteen -months ago, was exhumed at
Norristown, Pa:, for the purpose of a
post morlems examionalion, 10 ascerlain
whetber or not poisun could be discover-
ed in the sromach or intestines.

The examination was done under the
direction ol several officials, and of Drs-
W. A. Aiken and Miles, of Baltimore*
and the stomach and intestines of the de-
ceased were removed from the decom
posed remaias, sealed and taken to Balii-
more lor examination.

Thioking it might be interesting to our
readars, we bhere append an article upon
poisons and the means ol their detection:

Of all noxious dr. gs made use of by
malicious persons in perpetrating mur-
der, opium is the most common, because
It is the most easily procured. It is not
instantaneous ia its eflects, however,and
the symptoms are not apt 10 excite sus.
picion: and whea a second dose is neces-
sary to do the work itis not go easy 1o
get the subject totakeit. An expen
poisvner would aot be likely to uze opium
on account ol the difficulty in adminis-
tering i1, and the probability of detection.
Ol vegetable p.isons strychnine stands
oext (o opium in the [requency o! its use.
Druggists are always on the alert whea
this poison is called Jor, and the purchase
of it is a very daogerous part ol the pro-
ceeding. It only requires aa inhaitesi-
mal dose 1o kiil, and the murderer is
never lelt in long suspense about how it
IS going (o operate. The sympioms,
however. are so marked snd peculiar,and
the aclion so violent that suspicion 1s
always excited: Arsenic is the muneral
poison most used, alter which comes cor
rosive sublimate. Both ate easily pro-
cured, upon plausible pietests, and boih
are tolerably certain 10 their eflects. Ji
there 1s & post morfem, however, and an
analysis ol the stomach and its contents
by a competent chemust, they are preuy
certain 10 be discovered. ltisa lortupate

circumstance that poisons are geaerally

either so violent and so peculiar in their

actlon that suspicion ig aroueed, or they
remaio ia the stomach after death, and

cali be detected by chemical analysis.—
There might be such a thing as adminis
lering such a dose as would be entirely
absorbed belore death and leave no traces
Ol us presence ia the stomach: butthe
average poisoner has not the scientific
kaowledge 10 properly adjust the portion
(0 the censuitution ol the victun, and 1n
iN0st cases the opportunities lor expeti-
ment are sowewhat rare. Tarter emetic
(double tartratc of potassa and antimoay)
1s low dowa 1a the list of poisons, and is
rarely resorted to. The antimony 1s the
poisooous pninciple, and itis 10 the dew
tection ol this substance that the toxicolo
gist directs his experiments. As may
well be imagiped, the analyzing of the
coatents of the stomach of a persoa sup-
poted o have been poisoned s a work of
exceeding delicacy. There is a mulu.
tude o! coaditions to be ebserved, the
neglect ol any one o which may vitiate
the test, and 1t isonly by a series of tests,
each ol waich must give certain fiked
results that the skilltul’ loxicologist as-
sures Limsell ol the presence ol any par-
ticular poison.

The stomach 1s removed Iron; :he body
by a surgeon, ligated at eash end so that
nothing can escape, put 1010 a Jar, her.
metically sealed, and seat 10 the chemisi.
When ready 10 apply the tests, the chem.
Ist empties the contents ol the stomach
into one vessel, chops up the musculo.
membrane into mince meat and puts it
Into ancther vessel. He then divides up
the matter Leis about 1o analyze into
8S many porions as there are poisons
suspected. For iastance, if ftrychnine
and (artar emetic are the poisons 1o be
looked lor, the contents of each Jar would
be divided in10 two parts. T'he next
thiog to be doae is 10 reduce the maiter
19 a liquid state, This 1s done by passe
Ing waterover 1t uatl 1t ceases 1o color
the water. By thisprocess the potson s
transferred to the water, and 1t is the wa.
ter that is tested, or rather the solution is
made to precipitate the poison. ‘I'sriar
emelic is closely allied to arsenic in s
tests, which are quite numerous. QOge
of the first 1s to evaporate a smal| portion
ol the liquid uatil the antimony s crys
talized. The crystals are examined
with a microscope, and if antimony the
chemist has no difficulty ia identifyi
themm.

As an additional test, another poriioa
of the hiquid 1s made to deposit the pois-
on the botiom of the vesse] by passing
sulphuretied bydrogeon gas through .
If 1artar emetic be held in_the solution it
will form an orange colored piecipitate,
unlike any other metalic substance. —.
The hquid is then treated with a litile tar-
taric acid, which develops the peculiar
crystals of antimouy “tetrabedra.)

There are numerous other tests by
which other portions of the liquid are
tried, and if they all give the crystals of
Anlimony, then there can be no doubt as
10 the poiton. Other portions are treated
With others tests, until whatever poison,

A despatch trom Columbia, Obio, to

About two monthsago it was announc
ed 1n the city papers that the stomach of
Peter Poffenberger, of Madison county,
who had been dead about four years, had
been brought to this city to be analyzed,
on account of a suspicion that he had
been poisoned by his young wile.

Ing worth §750,000.° Abouteight years
ago he married a young woman who
was suspected ol being lovse, and who
subsequently had improper relations with
a reporter lor the New York Tribune,who
appeared on the scene while Poflenberger
was on his death bed, and was quite of.
ficious at the funeral. Poflenberger’s
will lelt the preperty io his wile, much
ol it in her own right and the remamnder
in trust for their iwo children. Mrs.
Poflenberger subsequently married the
reporter, who is now a banker in New
York. There was suspicion of foul play
lor a loog time, and about two months
330 Poffenberger’s body was exhumed,
and the stomach sent 1o this eny.
