This prescot comet of 186] is invested with pe
culiar jnterest, as it tnay be the one known as that
of Charles the Fifth, a very great monarch and a
very superstitious man.

The information we published last week of this
engagement is confirmed by the following ac-
count from the Winchester Virgintan:

On Monday last, the Federal forves under conr-
mand of General Patterson, numbening 13,104,
croesed the PPotomac river at Williameport ford,
and advanced in the direction of Martinshburg.
Un Tuesday morning, about 10 u'clock, the 5th
Virginia regiment, under command of Colone)
