Frem New Yerk.

The New York currcspondent of Philadelphia
Ledger aaya:

There is a great deal of gossip in certain circlea
here in regard to the burning of the steamer Cot-
aline, on Thursday last, near Fortress Monroe,
bat it is of such a character that it will acarcely
do to rejeat. It will do no harm, howerer, o
say the Cutaline, like many other craft recently
sold to the Government, was a very old concern,
furbisbed up and chartered to the (Government as
a mere businesa speculation, by a cliqus of well-
known politiciang, one of whom is san ex-mewtber
of Congress, a resident of Utica, another the pro-

wrietor of & Broadway Hotel, and the third a well
Lnuwn lawyer. It is a fact that the steamer was
chartered at the enormous sum of £10,000 a month,
with the proviso that $50,000 should be paid the
owners should the boat be deatroyed while in
Goverpment service. It is also a fact that the
steamer is insured in Wall street for 325,000, Do
that her destruction must yield a handsome return
to the parties interested. The truth is, this aflair
will turn out, if investigated, a hauge job, the par-
ticulars of which will ‘‘astonish the nalives,’''
even of New York, familiar as they are with trane-
actions of the kiud.

Coffee being in
abundant supply, prices are unaffecied, though
the belief is that an advance is inevitable, if Con-
gress seconds the Secretary’s recomnmendations.

The week closed without any new feature in fi-
nancial affairs. The Bank statement to-morrow
will show another Inrge nddition to the specie -
serves, which will be further auginented by the
million on board the Arago, from lHarre and South-
ampton, now aboutdue. The loansand discounts
will protmbly show & small diminution.
