The New York currespondent of Philadelphia

Itisa fact that the steamer was
chartered at the enormous sum of $10,000 a month,
with the proviso that $30,000 should be paid the
owpers should the boat be datroyed while in
Government service. It is also a fact that the
steamer is insured in Wall street for 325,000, Do
that her destruction must yield a handsome return
10 the parties interested. The truth is, this aflair
will turn out, if investigated, a huge job, the par-
ticulars of which will ‘“‘astonish the natives,’
even of New York, familiar as they are with trans.
actions of the kind.
