whit indeed they codld not deny, their liability
for their propurtion of the debis of the old Union,
and that inevery overture which has Leen made
by the Moutgomery Cabivet for a peuaful scttle-
went of pending difficulties, allusion has txen
made to this lact, and to the impossibility of as-
certuining  that proportiva ulberwise than by
neyotiation,  The suggestions to the contrary,
therfore, contained in the passayes fromn the Mes-
saye abuve quoted, can only be regarded as wil-
ful and deliberate perversions of the truth, as it is
known 10 the country and to the world. Mr.
Lincoln may not know—hut his Attoruey Gene
ral might have told him—thataay other ductrine
tLan this is incousistent with the most familiar
and obsivus principles of interustivnal law, as
well a3 of colsmon wormlity, and that secording
to those principles, a3 understood snd practised
amung civilized unations, it ia not a matter of
choice with a secrding State, whether or pot it
will evade responsibility for its share of Feleral in-
Jebtedness.  Chancellor Kent, in the first vol-
uiue of bis Commentaries on Mwerican law, lays
Jown the Joctrine jn the following clear aud in-
wlligible language: ‘I is well to 1w under-
tostoam], st a period when alterations in the con-
gtitutivns of governments, and revolutions in
'Ntates, are familiar, that it is a clear position of
‘sthe law of nations, that treaties are not affected,
nor puailive obligalions of any kind with other pow-
ters, or with creditors, weakened, by any such mu-
vations. A State neither luses any of its nights,
“por iz discharged from any of i3 duties by »
siehange in the form of its civil government. The
“‘hody politic is still the same, though it may have
via ditferent organ of communication. So, if a Sate
vsshould be dividal in respect to terrstory, it rights
siapd obligations are not iwmpaired; and if they
have not lnen apportioned by special agreement,
sithose rights are t be eojoyed, and thuse obliga-
itivns fulfilled, by all the parts in common.” A
recent and familiar instance of the application of
this principle was furnished at the cose of the late
Italian war, in the case of the acjuisition of Luw-
bardy by Sardinia. Together with the rich prov-
ince the pussession of which shemight have claim-
ed by right of conquest, Sardinia assumed by
treaty that proportion of the Austrian National
Debt, which was considered to be the share of
Lombardy. Upon what otber principle have the
English press and people been disposesd, as they
have been for five years past, to look with a favor-
able eye upun the annexation of Mexico by the
United States, except the well-settled one that
thereby the Federal Union would become respon-
sible [for the payment of the Mexican debt, the
larger portion of which is doe to Euglish bond-
holders 7 But itis unnecessary to multiply words
upon so plain a point.  We have said enough to
Jetnonstrate that the ignorance—whether real or
atfected, who shall say 7-—displayed by Mr. Lin-
coln upon that subject, and in this portion of his
message, ivin perfect keeping with the character
of the entire document.
