If, as asserted by geatleman from Reatucky,
500,000 men were not enough to sustain the gor-
esnment, then he was for employing twice that
number, and the 18 States of the North were of
his opinion. They intend to sustain the Cousti-
tution and the Union of the United Siates, no
matter by whom or how many opposel—they in-
tend that tremson and traitorsshould be punished.
He trusted in God that the gentletnan from Ken-
tucky did not speak the sentiments of any respect-
able portion of the people of that State. Let the

Mr. Burnett made a brief reply, when Mr. Love-
joy said he thought the issue of the debate had
been lost sight of. 1t was not whether the flag of
the Union should be borpe wherever it had the
right 10 go, but who should carry it thither.
Gentlemen ou tlhe other side may prate about
“peace,”’ but there should be no peace for rebels
aud scoundrels. The North is terribly in earnest
and meant to put down rebellion, either through
the Government or over it. He was, however,
oppoced to increasing the regular army, and de-
sired (0 lenve the work to the patriotic volunteers.

Mir. Menzies, of Kentucky, in reply to his col-
league [ Burnett] denied that the gentleman repre-
sented the sentiments of heutu It was evi-
dent his collesgue, while denyiug the right of se-
cension, iustiﬁui the revolution, apd in that was
opposed by an overwhelmiog wajority of the peo-
pie of the State.  He himself held that the allegi-
ance due the State was subordivate to that due to
the Union, and he brlieved he spoke the senti-
ments of the Lnion wen of Kentucky in sayiog
that under no circumstances would they raise their
hands sgainst the Federnl flag.

And thisis why the panics are so
frequent and so distressing.

Of the remainder, 18,924 bales
are from Tuticoria, the shipping port for the Tin-
nevelly district; and, inssmuch as Tinnevelly cot-
ton has beets well known to the London l.ncf Liv
erpool cotton merchants during many years, §i is
