national law. But France and Eogland are not
the ouly troublesome neighbors that we have.—
Spain, also, is taking advantage of this criticml
time to sanoy us. Spaia nowis ruled by a young
and ambitiovas Queea, whose ministers find her
determined to sitempt to recover to the Spanish
crown all of the ancient ons of that mon-
archiy In Americs, among which is the whole of
Mesico. A warm friend of our late Minister, Mr.
