11 has been deemed advimable, in carrying out
this law, to circulate in advance lists for subscrip-
tiun, in which every planter can indicate the por-
tion of bis crop which be is disposed to lend for
the support of the Government. It is proposed
that no distutbance shall be made of the usual
srrapgements of each Planter for selling his crop,
but that he shall simply indicate the portion that
he is willing to subecrile, the time and place of
delivery, and the factor in whose hands it is laced
for sale, and shall order the factor to exchaaoge
the proceeds of sale of the subacribed portion for
Confedcrate Bonds, bearing eight per cent inter-
est.

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The Way the Troops Hehave In Wash-
ingten.
The Washington Kepublicrn (administration)
has the following in its issue of this morning:

About fise o' clock on Saturday afternoun, 8
party of pine or ten men lelooging to the Twen-
ty-third New York regiwent, eutered the rolau-
rant of Mr. Juvenal, on Fourtrenth street, near
the boundary, snd aaslled for sowethiog o dnnk
and some smoking tobmero, which wasgiven them.
They left the store without paying for either, ant
returned in slbout fite minutea afterwards, aod
this titne asked for some chewing tobacco, which
was also given them. They then called for gome-
thing more to drink, when Jusenal, in a mild
manner, cxpostulated with them, asscrting that it
was only fair that he should be paid for that
which they had alrendy recrived before getting
any wore. At this they became much enraged,
calling the proprietor a *‘d—d secexzionist,” and
declaring that they would not pay him, at the
same time commencing an indisriminate as-
sault upon everything around them. Juvenal
then seized hold of a heavy pitclier, and
ran towurds the men, they retreating Tap-
idly tnfore him, until they came 10 the
front pavement. Juvenal hereattempteal to fasten
the door, when the crowd outside pressed against
it with such force as to burst it from its hioges.
He then mo behind the counter, seited a sword
laying there, and again drove thewmn from the houze.
The rioters then continued their attack on the
building frum the outside, smashing in doory,
windows, and evervthing eise that could he
reached. Mr.Juvenal received a severe cut on the
face, as well us a blow on the left gide; and his
wife, In rushing to his asastance, wal struck in
the breast by a large stone, almost felling her to
the ground.
