duty on shore; the halance of his time has been
unemplosed. 1is last sea duty was in the year
1849. He was sppointe] commander on the 14th
of September, 1831, For the last two or thrve
I‘xu" he has acted as the Secretary of the Light-
ouse Board. He commanded the Unital States
brig Somers, which wascapsized in a galeoff Veta
Cruz in 1846, It will bLe recollected that thirty-
seven of the crew and three midshipmen were
loat by the actident. Then Commander Semmes
held a lieutenant’s commission—a position that bhe
2130 held on the United States frigate Raritan the
year following. At the time of the Mexican war be
was regarded as a Lrave and gallant officer, and
he performed many daring acts, for which he re-
ceived great praise; bhut, like many others of our
military aad naval officers, he resignel at the comn=
mencewment of our prescnt national difficulties,

preferting to follow the fortunes of the Seceded
