War Movcmentis.

The intelligence this morning indicates the im-
minence of great battles in front of Alesandria
and before Martinsbarg. The columns of Geper-
als McDowell and Patterson are said to be on the
move, and they eannot go far without encounter-

ing resistance. We annex the despatches:
Mevement of the Army frem Washingtan.

Wasuixaroy, July 16.—The Grand Army of
the Union commenoced moving this afternoon to-
wards Fairfax and Manassas Junction. UBefore
woving Lieut. Gen, Scott with hisstafl visited the
troops composing the army on the Virginia side.

The Washington Star of lastevening, says:

Gen. McDowell's army doubitless commences a
forward movement this afternoon. Wedo not
feel at liberty to state particulars concerniog it
to-day, as we might thus jeopardize the success of
some of the plans, which had best be kept out of
the newspajers. The progress of the army south-
ward wil] be deliberate, doubtless, and no pottion
of it will take a step backward.

The departure of Col. Einstein’s 27th Peansyl-
vania regiment for Gen. Mcllowell's command
vesterday, makes the Gftieth full regiment of citi-
zen soldiery that has heen sent 10 him from this
point, averaging & thousand men each. That is
exclusive of regulars, 2,500 of whom have already
joined him, with 1,000 more, including 600 tna-
rines, two full batteries of light artitlery, &c., yet
to be transferred to bis command, we imagine.
So his grand corps d"armee will doubtlezs number
53,500 men, by far the largest ever massed in this
country nnder a linlilc command. Some 4,600
more, the tao Rhode Island Regiments, the N. Y.
71st, nad 24 New Hampshire Marioes and United
States light artillery, marched over the Lung
Hridge at 3 o'clock to-day.

The March of “the Grand Army.*”

The \Vashington Republican of this morning
thus describes the advance of Mcllowell's column
into Virginia:

The various regiments over the river, witha
few exceptions, struck their tents yesterday after-
noon. and took up the line of march, with those
that Teft the city, for Fairfax Court lfouse, where
they expected to encamp last night. The various
toads leading thereto from the PVotomac were, in
consequence, greatly enlivened during the entire
day. Thbe following are the routes obmrred by
the respective columns on their march thitherwnard.
Un the road just beyond Atlington Heights, lead-
ing toward Fairfaz Court House, large bodies of
men were moving all the afternoon. Awong them
were the sisty-ninth and eighth New Yotk and
the New Jersey yolunteers. Early in the morning
the siege traia was sent out on the road, each gun
drawn by ten horses, followed by & number of
wagous, coutaining all the necedsary implements
and a large quantity of ammaunition.

The scene on the Columbis Turnpike Road was
unusuatly interesting duriog tbe brisk movetwnent
of the two Rhode 1sland regiments over the road,
one of which regiments was commanded by Uen.
Burnside, who, it is said, was observed marching
with bis colamn on fuot. Five hundred cavalry
and a mounted battery preceded the line, In this
division were also Sherman’s battery, commanded
by Capt. Ransom, and the Wt Point battery,
Capt. Griffin,

The Ellsworth Zouaves moved up the lines of
the Urange and Alexandria Railr at an ear)
hour on foot. Later in the day, two trains load-
¢l with soldiers moved over the same road. The
brigade, under Colonel Howard, contisting of a
Vermont regiment and the Third, Fourth and
Fifth Maine, broke camp in the afternvon. The
brigade comprising the Michigan regiments, under
Coloael Wilcox, was also in motion.

Up to nightfall, we were not apprised of the
movement of the Uhio, Connecticut, and 2d Maine
regiments, posted near the extreme right, on the
line adjacent to Fairfax Court llouse. The third
regiment of infantry, with 500 marines {from the
barracks, took up their line of march, it i3 sup-
posed, just in the rear of the Rhode Island brigade.

The Republican adds:

The army will halt for the night this side of
Fairfax Court House { which the eneray will prob-
ably take oceasion to vacate to-night), and resume
their march in the morning. They will take with
them three days’ rations. Four mounted bat-
teries, eight siere guns, and several squadrons of
cavalry, are in the column, which consists mainly
of infantry.

A great fight or an ahle run may be expected
on the Virginia ride of the Potomac to-day. Lt.-
Gourv. Raymond, of the New York Times, crossed
the river early this morning.

To declare that
Congress, by a joint resolution, can indemnify the
President for any action be has taken, is to give
the President a precedent that he may always fol-
low. | deny that Congress can use the coostitu-
tion either as a means of encroachment or of in-
demnification,
