Speech of Hon. J. C. Breckinridge, of
Kentucky.

The subjoined report of the speech made in the
Conited States Seunte on Tuenday, by Senator
Breckinridge, of Ky., wil] be read with interest.
The resolution approving all the acts of the Presi-
dent coucerning the war coming up for considera-
tion. Mr. Breckinridge rvse and spoke in opposi-
tion to its adouption :

He said under ordinary (ircunstances be might
otent himselt simply with s vote, but now be
thought it was nynired of him to give expression
to his viems. 1t was proposed by resolution to de-
clare the acts of the President spproved. The
rexolution, oo its facy, seetns to admit that the acta
of the Prezident wmere not performed in accordance
with the constitution wnd laws, If that were the
cave, then Le would be glad to have some teaton
aeipgued, showing the power of Congress to in-
detunify the President for a breach of the constitu-
tivn. He denicd that one brunch of the govern-
ment can indemaity  public officers in another
brundh for violation of the cunstitution and jaws.
The juners cunterted on the government by the
people of the Statesate the mensures of its authon-
ty. These powers arecunfided in different depari-
ments, and their boundaries are determined. The
President has rights and powers confetred, the
legislative department its pow and the judi-
cial departinent’ its powers, and he denjed that
either can encroach on the other, or indemnify the
other fur usurpations of the powers contided by
the cunstitution. Congress has no more right to
make constitutivnal the uncvustitutions! acts of
the Prerident than the President to wmake valid the
act of the Supreme Court encroachiog on the Ex-
ecutive power, ur the Supreme Court to mnake valid
an uct ot the Executive encroaching on the judi-
cial puner,

Thie resolution sulstantially declares that Con-
gries may add to the constitution or take from it
in » manner not provided hy that instrument; that
her bare majority ean, by resolution, make that
vonstitutional which ix unconstitutiooal by the
the same authority; so in shatever view, the
power granted by this resolution is utterly sub-
vorpive of the Constitution. It might be well
tw ask if the President had assumed powsr not
conferred.  He chould confine himself 1o the acts
enumerated in the resolution—acts which bhe
declated to be usnsurpations on the part of the
Exccutive; and so far frumn approving the acts,
he thought this high ofticer should le rebuked by
both Houses of Congress. The Pregident bas just
establisbed blockades. Where is the clause in the
conetitution which authorizes it? The last Con-
griss refused to confer authority, and by what
authority did the President do it after they re-
fued? The cunatitution declares that Congress
alone has power to declare war, yet the President
bas made war. [n the last remsion the Senator
frow Hlivuia (Douglas) delivered a speech, on the
15th of March, frumn which he would read. He
then rend an extract of Mr. Douglas’ speech, de-
c'aring that the President had no right to make a
bliihnde at New Orleans or Charleston more
thin st Clilcm;r o,

lle also read trom a speech of Dasiel Welbster,
delivered in 1822, declaning that General Jackson
bhrd vo right 10 blockude Charleston.  He said be
approved the rentiments uttered by these cmi-
nent stitestnen who were formerly regarded as
sound, and thought the time would sguin cowe
w hets it would pot he thought treason to maintsin
thetn. The resolutivn proceeds to approve the
act of the Praideut enlistinyg men for three and
five sears. By what autbority of the coastitu-
tion and law has he done this? The power is not
in the constitution, nor granted Ly law. There-
fore it must be illegal and anconstitutional.
Apnin, the President, by his own will, has added
immensely to the army, whereas the constitution
su}s Congress alone have power to raise armics.
He Lins also ndded to the cary agaicit the warrant
of the coustitution., These acts nre not defended
on copstitutional or Jegal grounds, and be pro-
nounced them usurpations.

This resolution goes on to recite that the Presi-
dent has suspended the writ of Aabeas corpus, and
projuses to ratify and make that valid, We have
a great deal of talk mbout rights—the rights of
the Stuten, the rights of individuals, and sowe of
themn have luen said to e shadowy and imagioa-
ry, but the rights of every citizen to be arrvsted
only by o warrant of law, and his right to have
hir body Lrought before a judiciz]l autbority,
in order that the grounds of that arrest may
be determined on, is & real right. There can be
no dizpute about that. It is the right of nghts to
ail, high, low, rich or poor. It is eepecially the
right of that clazs which his Excellency the Presi-
dunt calls plain poople. It s a right, the respect
tor which is n measure of progresd and civiliza-
tion. It ix m right that has been struggled for,
fought for, guarded by lawe, and backed upin
cor:titutious. To have maintained it by arms,
to have sutlered tor it, then to bave it established
on foundativns so immutable that the authority
of the suvercign could not shake it, is the chief
plory of the British jevple, from whom we derive
1. In Enpgland the legisiative power alone can
suspe nd  that right. The monarch of England
cannhot suspend it.  But the trans-Atlantic free-
men wem 10 Le eager tu approve and ratify scte
which & Furopenn monarch dare not perform.

The civil authorities of the country are
paralyzed, and practical martial law js Leing es-
tablished all over the land. The like never E
pened in this country before, and it would not
tolerated in any country in Europe which pre
teods to the elements of civilization and liberty.
George Washington carried the thirteen colonles
through the war of the revolution withoot mar-
tia] law. The Prusident of the United States
could not conduct the government three months
without resorting to it.
