They report that the skirmishers reach-
od Fairfaz at 11} o'clock to-day, and the adrance
rd entered the village exactly at noon. Trees
Leen felled across the road at three points to
obstruct the march, but they proved fecble impedi-
ments. About half a mile this side of Falrfax an
embankment bad been thrown up across the road,
about s balf mile in leogth, with embrasurces for
four or five guns and sand-bag protection, but no
guns were mounted. Thete were bo pitfalls
or masked batteries. The pickets of the enemy
this side of Fairfax retired this morning about an
hour only before the bead of tbe column came in
sight, leaving behind the grain bags oul of which
their horses were fed, and the Federal troope fed
their grain to their own horses.

This morning the troops at Fairfax were drawn
up on the west side of town, and the people
there ex a battle was certain.  Hut at?d
clock, A. M., they made a precipitate retreat,
leaving five quarters ol fresh beef, shovels, spades,
tools and camp fumniture behind them in their
haste. The entrance of the Fedeml troops inWw
Fairfaz is said by these gentlemen to have been
inspiriting beyond description. The main street
was flled as far as the eye could sce with sol-
diers marching with fized lLayonels and loaded
guns, cheering heartily for the Union, whilst tbe
bands played the *‘Star Spangled Ianver.” As
soon as the 6,000 infantry in the column bad pass-
ed, the cavalry, which were at the rear (the ar-
tillery being in front,) dashed throupgh the town
on a gallop in chuse of tbe retreating  Confeder-
ates. They followed them four miles towards
Centreville, but the great heat preventiog a forced
march of the infantry, they returned. Itis un-
derstood that Centreville is to be defended by the
Confederates, and that Genernl McDhowell will
march on it to-morrow. The other columns of
the advancing army are north and south of Man-
ARERS.

A few buildings were burned by tbe Federsl
troopes a mile beyond Fairfaz on accompt of a ru-
mor that a soldier had been fired upon ffom them,
No huildings had been destroyed at Fairfax, al-
though the soldiers in the first flush of excitement
had seized many things in and about the houses,
many of which were deseried by their owners.
General McDowell, was, however, Iacing guards
over the town. Col. Marston, of t New Hamp-
shire Second Regiment, placed a guand around
the Court §louse building as soon &8 he entered
_ The column which occupied Fairfax
was cornposed of the brigades under Cols. 'orter
and Burnside, and contained two batteries of flying
artillery, two Ithode 1sland Regiments, the New
liampehire 24, the New York #th and T1st regi-
ments, eight companies of regular infantry, five
companics of cavalry, and perhaps one or iwo
other regiments.

1f Juhnston is ou the retreat
for Straushburg, as I believe him to be, his purpose
must be by forced marches to join Beauregard at
Manassas Junction (with the aid of the railroad)
two or three days before Pattersop can overtake
him, and in the meanwhile have 1heir combined
armies uffer McDowell battle.

The National Republican of this morning con-
tains the Associated Press account, verbatim, with
the exception of a few facts which appear to be
omitted in the erpurgated edition, trausmitied to
Baltimore.

bushes. The Rrpublican furtber states that though
the Court llouse was mot burned, as 'at first ro-
ported, ‘‘in the excitement which prevalled, the
voldiers seized mearly erevything which the houses
contaiped’’—also that the village of Germastowsn,
ooe and a half miles distant, was entirely destroyed.
This 1ast fact, in the telegraphic despatch, s en-
tirely omitted, and those in relation to the pillage
of the Court House considerably sofiened. Fire
and sword—the burning of hoases and wack of
villages, it seemns, are 0 mark the advance of the
Federnl forces—and these outrages are to be either
concealed, or excused on account of the ‘‘excite-

t“ment,” incident to the undisputed entry of the
troope into an undefended place.

HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES.

Oo motion of Mr. Thaddeus Stevens, the House
resolved itaelf into a committee of the whole on
the state of the Union, (3r. Campbell, of Pa,, in
the chair.) when the bill to provide increwmsed
revenue from imports to pay interest on the put=
lic debt, and for other purposes, was taken up.

Mr. Vallandigham, of Ohio, proposed as a sul»-
stitute for the Lill to restore the tariff act of 1847,
with the impousitivn of a duty of ten per cent.
upon the free list, with the exception of tea, cof-
fee, sugar and salt, which were, he said, Deceasa-
ries of life, and therefore should be exempted from
taxation. let the additional duty required be im-

wosex] upon what may be termed the luxuries of
‘ift; the tax would then fall upon those better
ahle to bear it. e was convinced that the pro-
posed duty upon sugar would result in wo increase
of revenue to the Guvernment. The stock of sugat
at present on hand is amply sufficient fur the use
of the country during the present year, and for a
portion of the vear 1862, It is certain, therefore,
that the effect of this heavy duty upun that article
will be to prevent its importation for some time,
and to increase the price of the stock on hand to
the consumer.

M. Stevens enterid into a brief calculation of
the expected benefits from the duty on the prioci-
pal articles. In the year 1859 and in 1861 the en-
tire consumption of sugar was 654,000,000 pounds,
of which sum Luuisiana contributed 315,000, &
very great portivn of which found its way into
the Northern States. He knew that Juriog the
present disturbed state of the country the impor-
tation of sugae would be less than in ordinary
times, but he thought the decrease would not be
greater than the amount annually contributed b
the supar-growing States of the South. At '.!i
ceuts per pound then the revenue realized would
be 16,850,000, anl from which, deducting the
present duty, would leaven clear increase of $12,-
250,000, So on the extitnated TH3,000.000 pougds
€ eoffee used, a duty of 5 eents will realize 39,
150, 000, And a duty on 25,000,000 pounds of
ten, which it is supposed will be imported, of 15
cents, will yield a revenue of S, TH0 A

If he was right in these estimates, then the
tariff would yield an increased revenue of $iH,-
L00,000; but even this sum would be insufficient
to meet the necessary expenditures of the govern-
ment, and other and perhaps muore direct mmrethods
of tazation would have to be resorted to for that
purpose.

Mr. Vallandigham said there were two prin-
ciples of duties on imports—oune 80 low a3 to yield
nothing, and the other so high as to l:ruhihit im-
portations. The tariffof 1857 elded $546,000,000,
while that of 1861 had produced far less. (lur
true policy, he contended, was to reduce rather
than to increase the duties on importa.  He called
the attention of the House to the facts that two-
thirds of the ordinary exports of the country were
products of the Southern States, and that having
no longer those sources of revenue, and importa-
tions being largely dependent on exporta, it 18 pro-
bable that no revenue would be derived from the
present act. He asked the chairman of the Com-
mittee of Ways and Means (Stevens) why the
onerous duty on iron was not lowered.

Mr. Stevens warmiy denied that the duty on
iron was onerous, and said that the cost of that
article was now fifty per cent. lower than it had
ever heen—eo low, in fact, that many furnaces
were being destroyed  He denied thatany io-
crease of revenue would be obtained by reducing
the duty on iron. lle knew the act under consid-
eration would bear heavily upoa the laboring
classes, but the government must be sustained, and
<11 should contribute their share to that end,

Mr. Covode, of Pennsylvanis, strongly opposed
the enormous daty on sugar and coffee, and said
the effect of this bill would bLe to entich a few
speculatorsin the stock on hand, the most of whom
were {ureigners.
