The Philadelphia Ingquirer of this morning, con-

tains the following official report from Gea. Mc-
Dowell :

Fairrax Cocxr Hover, July 1N.
To Lient. Col. E. D. Townsend, Assistant Adju-
tant General, Washington:

The First Division, under General Tyler, is be-
tween Germantown sod Centreville. The Sec-
ond, under Col. Hunter, s at this place, nnd just
about 10 move forward to Centreville. The Fifth
Divisioz, under Col. Miles, is at the crossing of
the old Braddock road with the road from this to
Fairfax Station, and is ordered to move torward
to Centreville by the old Braddock road. Barry's
battery has joined it. Une of Heintzieman's bri-
gades, under Col. Wilcox, is at Fairfax Station.

Col. Heintzleman ard his other brigade are be-
low the Station, but he has not reported to me
since we have been here, and 1 have not been
able 10 communicate with him. 1 think they are
at Sapngster’s Station. The four men wounded
[v:j ay belong to Col. Miles’ Division, who

some slight skirmishing in reaching his po-
sition. Each column encountered about the same
obetructions in trves felled across the road, but
the axemen cleared them out in a few momenis.
There were extensive breastworks thrown up al
various places, and some of them with eatra-
sures protected with sand bags. Extensive
breastworks were also thruwon up at the Fairfax
Hailroad Station and the road leadiog to Saog-
ster’s.

The ob-
struction to the railroad in the vicinity of the
station, including the deep cut filled fo with
carth, &c., can be cleared out in & few hours,
The telegraph poles are up, with the wires on
them.

| lovk to haviag the railroad and telegraph
communication repaired in 2 very short time.
Much flour, sowe arms, forage, tents, camp equip-
age, also were abandoned by them,

I am distressed to Aare lo report excesses by our
troops. The excitervent of the men found vent in
burning and pillaging, swhich, Aoxerer svon check-
ed, distressed us all greatly.

account :

The coluian moved on from (ermantown at
daylight, towards Centreville, and will, no doubt
occupy Gainsville on the Manassas (iap Railroad,
a short distance aborve the Junction, thus cutting
off Johnston, via rail. This point will be made,
or a fight—perhaps both, (ainsctlle, eerfarn.

(Colonel Heintzleman is now huta short distance
southeast of the Junction, with eleven thousand
men, and pushing on over the railroad is Colonel
Wilcox with four thousand, aod General Runyon
with the Heserves, near twenty thousand south of
Alexandria. We are now hourly in anticipation
of work or more r-uniui, in all probabhility run-
ning. This cuts off Jobnston Ly rail from Rich-
mond, unless he takes up a rapid retreat down

between the Allegany and Blue Ridge to Waynes-
boro’, and thence to Richmound.

The fight not ruasing at Bull Creek has destroy-
ed this calculation and doulitless enabled Jobn-

ston to join Beauregard. Of the fight at Buil's
Run the correspondent says:

About two I'. M. the sdvance of General Ty-
ler's Division, coosisting of the Wiscunisin, Con-
necticut, aund Thirteenth New York Regiments,
were going through the woods, four miles from
Manassas, on Bull's lun, when a masked Imitery
ojened upon them with fearful dgstruction,  TAe
men {vok behind the trees, and kept up the fire for
more than an hour. The Rebel troups consisted
of seven regiments of South Carolina and Ala-
bama troopss.

Leinforcements were sent for, and the balance
of the divisivn came up with the artillery, but
owing to the intervention of trees it could not be
used with much effect.  The 14,000 men fought
until 4 o'cluck, whem we fell back for help. The
loss is very Aeury o both sidea. A Chaplain ix re-
ported as killed, and a number of officers.

Both sides fought with a fierceness, determina-
tion and cvolness never before surpassed. We
have not heen able to secure any pames of our
killed snd wounded. Before night Trler was no
doubt reinforced, and we are now waiting for
further particulars.

Sr. Avserts, Mo, July 18—The Rev. Mr. Fisher
just arrived from Fulton, Calloway county, re
ports a skirmish between Col. MeXNeil and a party
of State troops yesterday in sight of Fulton, un
the Jefferson City road, in which eleven of the
Federal troops were wounded, two supposed mor-
tally. The State troops were dispersest.  Col.
MeNeil 1o in Fulton, avaiting reinforcements.

Gen. Harris was in Fulton yesterday, but not
in the fight. His men were unmanageable, and
left Fulton by every road leading out of town.
Only seventy of the State troops were mounted,
The camp at Wand Springs is supposed to he
broken up.

The rebels tled, and swome of them were secen
afterwards gquictly at work an their tield as though
nothing had hn}nlwnﬁi.

General MoNeil's advance guard was at hrst
attacked, and fell back on the maio body, when
the State troops soon retreated back to Fulton in
great disorder.

The Latest News,

We are indebted to Mr. Henry Taylor, Sun

Building, for New York papers of this morning.

To Mr. Umbaugh, corner of North and Baltimore
streets, we are also indebted for similar favors.

The special correspondent of the New York
Tridune thus describes the fight at Buall's Run,

which commenced at 2 P. M. yesterday, and is
still gving on to-day. [t is proper bere tore
mark that the Federal troops engaged are the

ceack furces of the army, embracing the celebra-
ted Sberman's Battery, a squadron of regular
cavalry, and the best of the volunteer regiments:

Col. Ricbhardson’'s Brigade, consisting of the
12th New York Volunteery, the 13t Massachusetts
and 2d and 34 Micbigan Regiments, supported by
cavalry and a battery, was next sent out to skir-
mish along the creek. They s0o0on succeeded in
waking up Rebel batteries on the other side,
which were followed by a heary fire of musketry,
which our men returned with zeal. For half an
hour the buom of artillery and the rattle of small
arms from both sides of the Creek followed each
other fast.

In the npiﬂl‘un P?L:Siﬂtﬂ who witnessed theen-
gagement, lAar iring was remarkably reg-
ular and ¢ffective, and lfnr-;llu were Sery rif.h
greal precision. They were txice reinforced, and
occupying & very strong position behind intrench-
ments in a wooded slope, covered by the creek,
were 100 much for the small force oppoeed to thewm,
which was not, in the judgment ol military men,
more thag a fourth of their number, (ur men,
who were drawn up in line along the creek, with
the horses of the dumounted cavalry Behind tnem,

fell back somewhat, but in good order and fight

ing bravely,

The rebels, whose flag floated from a mill, cAeer-
ed [ustily. At this moment a shell from a new
battery to the left, bitherto silent and unknown,
burst on the top of the hill, where our first bat-
tery had Leen statioved, and where a number of
civilians, among them the Hon, Heary J. Ray-
mond and Mr. lHoard, of New York, 2. C. Mc-
Cormick of TAe Ecening Iost, Dr. Pulliston, of
'enn., and a few others, were stationed. This
eminence was near to and commanding s view of
the scene of activn.

The shell from the battery whizzed between Dr.
Pulliston and Mr. McCormick, who stood close to-
guther, Lursting & yard or two behind them,
aiter striking an old building then temporarily
occupied a3 & hospital for the wounded. Imme
diately by was your special army correspondeat,
and uthers stood a few yards below on the declivi-
ty of the hill, the shell passing over them. Several
casualtics occurred, but no one was mortally
wounded.

Two gentlemen were thrown off their horses,
one only slightly injured; and the Rev. Mr.
May, Chaplain of the Michigan Regiwents, who
was al30 on the spot, fell to the ground, but was
found to be unhurt. Gen. Tyler vccupied s po-
sition on the left. This shell was followed by
scveral others, varying the monotony of whist-
ling Minie balls, by which several bad been
wounded, among them Lieut. Loraine, who was
shot in the foout, and two other wounded men
had been brought tothe rear iu an ambulance,
but were luckily not struck. These were Edwin
Morse of Company A 3d Michigan regrinent, who
was struck by a Lbomb in the koee; ths wound is
regarded as severe bLut wot daogerous; B. F.
Junes of Company D 12th N. Y. 3.V, very se-
verely wounded. Al on the Aill, both cividians
and miditary men, deemel st prudent (o athdraw.

Acting upon the suggestions of prudence the
party did not stop their flight till they reached
Washington. Un the way, the valorous curres-

pondent says reinforcements were met, conststing
of Col. Sherman's Brigade. The 13th Mew York,
voth New York, and 2d Wisconsin and (9th New
York, who were eager for what we told them,
was awaiting their approach. Thetr glistening
eyes, alacrity of wmotion, and characteristic re
marks alike showed this. The wife of Col. Rich-
ardson was in a carriage in the wouds, vnly a
short distance from the rcene of contlict, giving
welcome water to passing soldiers, and paticntly
awaiting news from her husbund.

lo returning we passed, beyond Centrerille, the
brigades of Gen. Schenck and Col. Keys and the
division of Col. Hunter which having balted all

day on the outskirts of the town was now mos ing
on

He further rematrks that if Bull's RRuo Battery

This esti-
mate is based upvu the judgment of military wen
on the firing, and the nuimmber of trovps who had
fallen back from Fairfax Court House, (rerman-
town and Centresille, and those at Bull Run be-
fore. Beauregard was withuut doubt in imwmedi-
ate command,

The samne correspoodent says: ’

We are assured that Gen. Mansfield is atout to
aend troops upon the Maryland side of the niver,
to the vicioity of Seneca, to punish those on the
Virginia side of the Potomac who have teen slip-
ping over and burniog down the houses ut Mary-
land Union men.

The trophies, accurding to the N York Herald s
correspondent, eaptured at Fairtazx C. !. and
Centreville, cousisted of one or two copies of

southern papers and a few old letters of no value
which had been thrown aside by their recpients.

Among them was a letter to Col. . W, Lay, who
was a cudet at West Point i 1823, and was bre-
vetted Second Lieutenant of the Sixth intantry 10
1542. He was sidedecamp to Major Gen. Butler
in the Mexican war, frum July, 1845, to January,
1347, and in the meantite was brevetted First
Licutenant for galiant and mentorious conductin
several conflicts at Mouterey.  Frum January,
1846, to February, 18158, he held the position of
Military Secretary to Gen. Scott, aud afterwarda
Necretary to Gen. Butler till August, of that year,
when he was brevetted Captain tor gallant and
meritorious conduct in the battles of Coutreras and
Cberubusco. In 183l he received the appoint-
ment of First Licutenant.

Late this afternoon a gentleman arrived here di-
rect from Richwond, by way of Manaswas Junc-
tion. He lett Manasas Junction last night. He
bad no ditliculty in passing through the retel line,
but was three times arrested withio those of the
['nion troops. Hereports that there were at Ma-
bassas Junctivn last night only twelve thousaod
twen. Their weans ot detence were elaborately
prepared, but 1t is his opinion that they will nut
withstand an aexautt from our advanasg coluinns.
There were, alxo, at the Junction vne hundred and
fifty railrond cars,

(On Sunday night General Beauregard went to
Richmond. The command in chief at the Junc-
tivn devolved upun General Crenshaw, gecond 1o
contnand.

At Richmond there was a military consultation
as to what coutse would be pursued. 1t wns at-
ter this conterence that the immense train of cars
was sent up to the Junction. This is a significant
tact. It i3 an evident preparation for & retreat,
and in all probability that will be made with as
much baste a3 was mwanfeated in the evacuation
of Fairtax Court House.

Itis the opinivn of our informant that the reb-
els will lenve Manaszas Junction, and that thiey
will uake their first great stand at Bichimond.—
They have there alrendy mounted seventy cannod
ot ],u,rgr calibre, and there are some ten thousand
whites and negrues at work day and night upon
the defences.
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
